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INTRODUCTION

Throughout its history, Kazakhstan’s museums have formed a unique museum
fund and have gained invaluable experience in preserving and promoting the
national cultural and natural heritage. Preserving the established traditions,
Kazakhstan museums use innovations in museum practice and their activities have
deservedly received international recognition. Due to the growing importance of cultural
factors of development, there is an increase in the role of museums in the sociocultural
space of the world. The current situation opens up new opportunities for the interaction
of museums of Kazakhstan with the international community, business and cultural and
educational organizations. The result is the development of an understanding of culture
as a resource for improvement and the direct influence of museums on the relationship
between countries and states in world politics.

The project “The Golden Man’s World Museums Tour” will be implemented in 2019
in six countries of the near and far abroad. The exhibition shows economic and cultural
contacts in the open spaces of Eurasia in antiquity, the Middle Ages and the present. The
concept of the exhibition had been developed in accordance with the program article of
the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan Nursultan Nazarbayev “Seven Facets of the
Great Steppe”.

The exposition contains the most important exhibits, documents, books, archival
materials, artifacts, allowing at different levels of perception to characterize the specifics of
the history of the Great Steppe.

Exposure of the national heritage is carried out in the context of global cultural values
and clearly demonstrates the contribution of the Kazakh nomads to the development of
human civilization from the Stone Age to the present day.

The exposition structure consists of three main parts:

The first area of the exhibition is intended as an introduction, here you can find
information about the natural conditions of our country.

Boundless as the ocean, beautiful and rich in Kazakh lands. They stretched almost
3000 km from the lower reaches of the Volga in the west to Altai in the east and 16000 km
from the West Siberian Plain in the north to the Tien Shan ranges in the south.

On the territory of our country, there are severe Siberia and sultry Central Asia,
mountain taiga and deserts, vast lowlands and powerful mountain ranges. In the west of
the republic, off the coast of the Caspian Sea, lies the deep dry Karagi depression with a
mark of 132 m, and in the south-east, the almost seven-kilometer-high Khan-Tengri massif
rises. In the north part of Kazakhstan, stretch grass steppes with birch and aspen groves.
To the south they disappear, the impassable steppe dominates here, which to the south
turns into a semi-desert, and then into a desert. Deserts, with rare and shallow rivers,
occupy vast areas. From south to east they are bordered by powerful rocky ridges, topped
with snow and glaciers.
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Kazakhstan is called the treasury of minerals. In its depths found almost all known in
natural minerals. Here can be found large reserves of iron, copper, lead, zinc, chromium,
huge reserves of coal, oil, phosphate as well.

Kazakhstan has a favorable geographical position. Through it, routes of communication
are laid between the large countries of Central Asia, Western and Eastern Siberia, the
Urals, Russia, and China.

The second area of the exhibition is the main area of the dive, there are the
ethnography of the Kazakhs.

Characteristic ethnic features of the Kazakh people can be traced to the presence
of linguistic and cultural communities, in particular, in various elements of the traditional
household culture. For the Kazakh ethnos, commonness of the main elements of material
and spiritual culture, life, customs and traditions, elements of the production process are
being inherent.

Common types of Kazakh decorative and applied art include: making carpets and
household items from ornamented felt, patterned leather goods, artistic metalworking,
bone and wood carving, patterned weaving, wool and small carpet weaving, weaving
patterned mats from chiy, embroidery on wool fabric, felt, etc.

Art classes are among the occupations located in that unsteady edge where the
craft ceases to be a craft and becomes an art. The Kazakh zergers (jewellery master),
working mainly in silver, perfectly mastered the complex technique of jewellery: stamping,
engraving, chasing, graining, scan, notching, blackening. Women'’s jewellery, such as
onirzhiek — breast jewellery, blezik — bracelets, zhuzik —rings, kosa syrga — earrings
with pendants and others in style, are surprisingly close to the things of the so-called
polychrome style in manufacturing techniques, known from archaeological finds of the
4th — 5th centuries AD, in Kazakhstan. (Borovoi, Kanattas, Karaagach, Koktal, Kzyl-Kainar-
tobe, Aktobe and others)

As known, the main and most stable element of the decorative and applied art of
nomadic peoples is the ornament. G.N. Potanin, an ethnographer of the Kazakh people
in ethnography of the Kazakh people, wrote about this, very brightly at the beginning of
the 20th century. The Kazakh ornament, he noted, “penetrates into all the cracks of the
home environment; in the yurt, thanks to the working hostess, there is not a single shred
of feeling, not a single piece of leather, not a single tip of a wooden surface without an
ornament. Even the felts covering the vault of the yurt bear an ornament».

The rich artistic heritage of the Kazakh people, the ornamental art that has developed
over the centuries, high technical mastery and unique colour - all this finds the widest
implementation in the folk crafts of Kazakhstan.

The third area of the exhibition is the main area of the dive, there are archaeological
finds.



The archaeological section of the exhibition should be comprehensive and begin with
the original layers of the archaeological heritage, dating back to the Stone Age. In fact, it is
necessary to choose reference monuments that carry an important historical and cultural
background and are significant for the genetic memory of the people.

The central part: In the center of the hall, there is a model of reconstruction of the rulers
of the Great Steppe (Esik), which are the main exhibits of the exhibition. It also exhibits
artifacts obtained during archaeological excavations from reference monuments of the
early Iron Age of Kazakhstan, such as Taldy-2, Taksay, Berel, Zhalauly, Lebedevka etc.

The first section of the exhibition: The mining and metallurgy of ancient
Kazakhstan. Among the archaeological monuments of Kazakhstan, monuments of
ancient mining and metallurgy belonging to the Bronze Age are preserved in significant
numbers. In the 18th — 13th centuries BC, this territory was inhabited by the tribes of
the Andronov, cultural and historical community, which are characterized by pastoral and
agricultural economy, developed mining, metallurgy and bronze metalworking. They have
survived to the present day most often in the form of workings for the extraction of copper,
tin, lead, and other metals, and less often in the form of copper-smelting complexes found
in long-term settlements.

Numerous ancient developments of coppers (Zhezkazgan, Zyryanovsk, Karchiga,
Zhaltyr, Ashily, Uro-Tobe, Kushikbai), tins (Atasu mountains, Kalbi and Harym ridges) and
gold (Stepnyak, Kazanchukur, Balazhal, Akzhal, Daybay, Maykopchegai, Akabek) that this
territory was one of the centers of ancient metallurgy. Geological researches show that the
mining and smelting of oxidized copper ores in antiquity reached enormous proportions.
The most modest calculations say that in the Zhezkazgan area the volume of smelted
copper was about 100 thousand tons, while the dumps of the ancient workings of the
Imantau deposit are expressed in 48 thousand tons of copper ore. The size of the mine
workings and the volume of ore excavated suggests that deposits of copper, tin, and gold
have been exploited for many centuries.

The remains of the foundry workshops were recorded in the settlements of Malo-
Krasnoiarsk, Alekseevskoe, Novonikolskii, Petrovka Il. Here, in the stone and clay foundry
moulds of various designs, most of the tools for household and household purposes were
moulded: sickles and curved axes, daggers and knives, spear and arrowheads. Jewellery
was mostly made by forging and embossing. The richness of Kazakhstan’s subsoil with
tin and copper deposits, as well as their widespread use in the Bronze Age, led to the
replacement of most stone tools with bronze tools.

The second section of the exhibition: The origins of the steppe civilization:
horse, chariot and horseman. The most important stage in the history of the population
of the steppe Eurasia was the emergence of horsemanship. It was a rather long process,
lasting for about two or three centuries; it included a number of improvements in the bridle,
bits and cheek-pieces, the rider’s landing and other details of the rider’s art. Excavations
of the Botai settlement in northern Kazakhstan have shown that the horse begins to play

an important role in the life of the region’s population. Written and pictorial sources of the
past testify that it was the nomads who were the first ones in mastering the horse as a
force at the beginning and for horse riding afterwards. Mastering a horse for horse riding
led to an unprecedented expansion of the habitable world of nomads and their dominance
in the history of the Eurasian steppes and adjacent territories for a long time. This is the
first ever experience of global communication at a worldwide level. As a result of diffusion,
these improvements spread to surrounding countries, including the civilized regions of
Asia Minor. Among the most important innovations of antiquity is the appearance of a
martingale, a belt leading from a cinch, branching out on a horse’s chest and going out to
the withers by two rings through which the occasion passed. The martingale allowed fixing
the leash and let it go for a while to shoot a bow. At the same time, the headband changes,
frontal straps appear, for a more stable anchorage of the straps, the cheek-pieces become
three-pointed, and the bits take on a “stare-like” shape. It is necessary to show the genesis
and evolution of horse equipment (cheek-piece, bit, saddle, belt buckles), equestrian of
riders.

The third section of the exhibition: The Great Steppe in the Middle Ages (6th —
15th centuries). The middle of the 1st millennium AD - the most important milestone in
the history of the Turks, they created their own states. The empire of the ancient Turks
stretched from the Pacific to the Black Sea. Comprehensive archaeological research on
the study and preservation of Turkic monuments was carried out at the cult-memorial
complexes of the sanctuaries of Merke and Zhaisan. Interesting results were obtained
during the excavations of the early medieval archaeological and architectural complex
Akyrtas, the settlement Sidak, the Zhuantobe settlement, and others.

In 6th—10th centuries, in southern Kazakhstan and Zhetysu, cities are being formed on
the basis of fixed rates of nomadic rulers. This period is characterized by the construction
of monumental buildings of the Turkic rulers - palaces and castles.

In addition to large cities, centers of settlement and urban culture are formed in
northeastern Zhetysu, Central Kazakhstan, and Irtysh in southern Kazakhstan. In cities,
uniform types of dwellings, ceramics, decorations, and urban amenities are developed -
water pipes, baths, cobbled streets, and squares.

The era of the 9th—12th centuries, in relation to the muslim East, the famous Swiss
orientalist Adam Metz called the Muslim Renaissance. An important role in the formation
of the Muslim culture was played by the Great Silk Road.

During the Middle Ages, Kazakhstan numbered dozens of flowering cities with
architectural ensembles, palaces and mosques, majestic mausoleums and madrasas,
workshops of potters, blacksmiths and jewellers, and residential areas of ordinary citizens.
The cities of Kazakhstan were multifunctional, fulfilling the role of administrative centres,
centres of craft, trade and agriculture. They can be called centres of science, education
and culture.

appearance of numerous technological advances within the Eurasian ecumene

that were innovative at the time of their appearance. First of all, it is about
the formation of a special metallurgical province in the epoch of the Bronze Age, which
received the name Eurasian in science. Within its limits, fundamental changes are taking
place in metal processing technology: the secret of high-quality tin bronze smelting has
been found, and the casting of thin-walled tools with a “blind” sleeve has been invented
(YepHbix, 1978). Both of these achievements allowed the steppe inhabitants to become
leaders in the production of both bronze and its products. Commercial, cultural ties
stretched for many thousands and tens of thousands of kilometers.

It is amazing that the limits of the world that formed during the Bronze Age remained
unchanged for three thousand years, up to the Great Geographical Discoveries (Yep-
HblX, 2009). The great steppe belt of Eurasian, starting from the Bronze Age, took a key
position in the history of mankind in providing communication, dissemination of technology,
transfer of various cultural traditions. An important role in the development of metallurgy
was played by the presence of a rich ore base. So, at the moment there are numerous
deposits of copper, tin, iron, gold and other metals, which are found everywhere in all
regions of Kazakhstan. Especially many deposits of copper and tin are located in East
and Central Kazakhstan. It is well-known that our country has all the chemical elements of
the table of D. Mendeleev. The study of ore workings shows that the ancient metallurgists
knew brilliantly about the properties of metals, masterly mastered the skills of geological
prospecting.

Studies of the settlements of the miners and metallurgists of Central Kazakhstan (the
settlements of Taldysay, Kent) have been conducted for many years. The most complicated
metallurgical furnaces, various means and tools were found. These testimonies of an old
life flowing on the banks of steppe rivers and lakes give us a convincing opportunity to
imagine how difficult and multifaceted the world was in antiquity.

The most important role in the formation of the steppe civilization was the
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«Rich mineral deposits of Central Kazakhstan attracted human attention in ancient
times and became the object of development from the time people learned to smelt the
first metal from copper.

The discovery of metal was a revolutionary event in the history of mankind. All the data
suggests that mankind came to smelting the first metal - copper in Saryarka in the end of
the Neolithic era (4th—3rd millennium BC), when they discovered the properties of oxidized
copper ore. It was the era of the Aeneolithic or the copper-stone age, when, along with flint
microlithic tools, objects made from copper began to appear. The centuries-old experience
of working on a stone allowed people to accumulate the necessary knowledge about
the rocks surrounding them. According to archaeological observations, the ancient man
was attracted by various minerals and colored stones — sapphire (corundum), dioptase,
coil, smoky crystal, azurite, malachite, mineral paints - ochre, cinnabar and other mineral
pigments found in abundance during the excavations of settlements and monuments of the
bronze age on the territory of Saryarka.

At the early stage of development of metallurgy of copper (XXII-XVII centuries BC)
in the life of the inhabitants of Saryarka dominated hunting and fishing, in everyday life
dominated by a variety of forms of stone tools. At this time, the contour of paired family
burials is not yet clearly expressed. Two groups of stone embankments with burials of
people of the late Neolithic era, and, undoubtedly, the closest ancestors of the first miners
of Zhezkazgan, were investigated in the complex of sites of Zhezkazgan. These burials,
having common features with the burial structures of the bronze age, with the tradition of
establishing vertically dug stones, at the same time, differed greatly in a kind of ritual, not
peculiar to the bronze age. The deceased in such burials lies on his back in an elongated
position, directing head to the West. As an accompanying material, such large stone tools
as pickaxes, pickles, pieces of copper (malachite, azurite, chalcopyrite) ore were found.
The presence of the latter indicates that for the Neolithic tribes of Saryarka copper ore had
mostly ritual significance.

A number of interesting data on the initial stages of copper ore mining and smelting
were found in the study of numerous sites of Zhezkazgan, which is a unique source of
information that the ancient man came to the discovery of the secret of ore smelting,
having at hand a rich ore of Zhezkazgan, and on the basis of daily observations of how the
stones placed around the hearth, on a strong fire melted and gave drips, traces of which
have survived to the present day. It should be noted that the mountains of Zhezkazgan
consist mainly of three rocks: quartzite, copper sandstone and shale containing a large
percentage of copper ore. Naturally, the centers of Neolithic tribes of Zhezkazgan were
composed exclusively of these types. The abundance of oxidized ores (malachite, azurite,
chrysocolla, cerussite) and native copper was a key condition for the Neolithic man who
built a stone hearth from these rocks and by daily observations discovered the ability of
copper ore to melt. The melting process was initially implemented in the fire, and then



in special furnaces, a large number of which have been discovered in the same small
house during the excavation of ancient copper smelting centers of Milykudyk, Ainakol and
Sorkuduk...

The results of topographic studies show how extensive and numerous are the ancient
ore mines of Saryarka. They are found everywhere in the vast steppe space, ranging
from the Ulytau mountains and Zhezkazgan to the Kalba ridge, Altai and Tarbagatai. In
chronological terms, the development does not belong to one historical era but it is the
product of human labor at different times. The earliest development and production in later
eras vary in size, shape and method of excavation.

Miners of early bronze were limited to the excavation of oxidized copper ore, lying only
in the upper horizon, and therefore their production in size is small, barely noticeable, the
length is about 10—12 m, the width is 3—4 m and depth is 1,5-2 m (Petrokholm I, Kresto-
South I, 11, 111).

A survey of the ancient excavations of Saryarka reveals a number of signs, indicating
that the miners of late bronze and early nomads often followed the tracks of more ancient
works. Early time pits usually bear traces of the work of miners in later eras. On the ancient
workings of Zhezkazgan, Shuruka and Mynshukura Karkaraly district, Zhosaly Bayanaul
district small pits of ancient eras were located next to the large later historical eras, making
a single complex. Russian travelers, mining engineers and industrialists called them
«amazing spears» or «Kalmyk drifts». On some developments of the bronze age, there
are found powerful layers of works dating back to the middle ages, which is well dated by
ceramics made on a potter’s wheel found in these layers. So, in the upper cultural layers
of ancient settlements Zhezkazgan miners of Milykudyk, Ainakol, Sorkudyk revealed many
objects of everyday use and gorgeous art pottery, which appears to be the characteristic
of the middle ages only. Based on these discoveries, K. I. Satpayev concluded that»the
spacings of Zhezkazgan have different ages, the development of ores here continued for
many centuries.» (Camnaes, 1967, p. 44). This definition applies not only to Zhezkazgan,
but also to a number of developments in other areas, in the dumps and pits which were
found the remains of material production, tools and ceramics of different times. The
workings, where the development of ore was carried out continuously for many centuries,
include Zhezkazgan, Sayak, Altyndykarasu of Ulianobsk, Zhosaly of Bayanaul, Mirzashoky
and Shuruk of Karkaralinsk district (Camnaes, 1967, p. 44; Lllep6a, 1950, p. 119...

The materials of topographic surveys reveal the characteristic forms of ancient ore
workings, serve as a valuable source for the study of the centuries-old history of mining in
the territory of Saryarka. The results of the analysis of ore samples from the dumps allow
us to conclude that the extraction of ore here was carried out primarily on copper and tin,
as well as gold, lead, zinc, silver and iron. Materials from cultural layers of dumps of many
ancient excavations of polymetallic deposits of Central Kazakhstan (Zhezkazgan, Sayak,
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Kyzylespe, Kuzeuadyr, Alabuga, Shakpaktas and others) confirm this conclusion. During
the survey of ancient ore dumps, along with copper, lead and iron there were found ores
in the form of lead luster (Zhosaly, Alabuga, Balaburkitty, Kentobe of Karkaralinsk district,
Urpek, Mirzashoky, Sarytobe of Bayanaul district and efc.).

Traces of mining operations are striking with careful forethought and expediency of
their conduct, which testifies to the great skill of the miners (LLlepba, 1946, p. 58).

Ancient workings are always located along the strike of the ore items. In the Saryarka
deposits, ore occurrence has various forms, and it is often found in the form of powerful
veins, with a horizontal or inclined position and a dip angle from 10-30° to 80° (Zhezkazgan,
Sayak). In polymetallic deposits, the ore body often has a completely vertical drop, winds
in the form of nests or is located in the form of a rod-like mass, reaching a depth of up to 30
m and more. During the examination of ancient workings, the dependence of the structure
of ancient workings on the forms of the ore body is invariably traced.

The essence of ore processing, consisting in its crushing, grinding and enrichment,
after which the ore becomes low-melting, was revealed to the ancient inhabitants of
Saryarka. This process is the basis of modern metallurgical production. The ancient miners
sorted ore and enriched it in several stages. Its preliminary purification from waste rock
was carried out at the very bottom. The rich in metal content was carefully selected from
the mined ore, while the poor ore and waste rock rejected into the dumps or used for
underground mining. The ancient stage of ore processing in antiquity was conducted away
from the workings, within the boundaries of the miners’ settlements, near water sources
— lakes, rivers, wells, and artificial reservoirs. The river beds were blocked with dams
from granite blocks set on a rib. A series of dams were discovered and surveyed in the
Karkaraly and Bayanaul steppes, and a dense network of dams was surveyed near the
ancient workings of Zhezkazgan...

On the territory of Saryarka, the ore crushing and beneficiation sites were mainly located
near the ancient smelting centers in the Bronze Age, which indicates the complex nature
of production processes (ore dressing and smelting in one place). This was established by
cultural strata in the settlements of Zhezkazgan (Milykuduk, Sorkuduk, Ainakol), Karkaraly
1, Il (Suukbulak), in Sayak, Kounrad, Shuruk (Karkara), on the ancient workings Stepnyak,
Bestobe, Maikain, Zhosaly etc. In the area of workings located in a waterless steppe, such
as Kenkazgan, Mikaynar, Koskuduk (North Betpakdala) only traces of enrichment in the
form of “splash” were found, and no traces of ore were found. It is clear that the crushed
and washed ores were taken out from there to the ore-smelting centers located in the
valleys of the Atasu and Sarysu rivers (settlement Atasu, Boribas, Kyzylespe and others.)
(MapeaynaH, Akuwes, Kadbipbaes, Opasbaes, 1966, p. 204—219).

Ancient smelting centers naturally appeared in all mining areas, where there are rich
deposits of copper, tin, lead and other ores. The characteristic features of the ancient
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metallurgical production are the workings with dumps, «splashes», regular furnaces, dams,
drainage pits, ore-crushing tools, slags, industrial garbage, piles of washed, prepared for
smelting ore, metal ingots, fragments of crucibles, casting molds, etc. The presence of
these features gives grounds to conclude about the existence of the following metallurgical
centers in the bronze age on the vast territory of Saryarka: Ulytau, Zhezkazgan, Sarysu,
Prebalkash, west-Karkara, Bayanaul, in west-central Kazakhstan...

At an early stage, the volume of production and smelting of copper ore was insignificant;
production is small, their size did not exceed 5x3 m, the depth of the pits is not more than 2
m (Petrokholm, Annen in Zhezkazgan, 3anadHble xonmbl Sayak massive, ceeepHble CKIlo-
Hbl Shakpaktas, Akshatau group). The dumps of the oldest workings are hardly noticeable,
heavily silted, traces of ore sorting, crushing, enrichment and washing are absent. There
are fragments of pottery characteristic of the early bronze age. On a chronological scale,
these developments can be attributed to the period covering half of the Il and the beginning
of the Il Millennium BC.

The more intensive nature of ore mining and metal smelting is noted in the early Il
Millennium BC, (the end of earlier and the beginning of middle bronze). Since that time
there can be noticed marked progress in ancient mining in the territory of Saryarka, which
is associated with the introduction of the idea of crushing and wet enrichment of copper
ore. These innovations make the ore easy to melt, available for regenerative circulation.
For ore grinding stone, later bronze ore-crushing tools were used at first. Such tools are
often found in places of ancient mining, in «splashes» on the settlements of ancient miners
and metallurgists.

Starting from the second half of the middle bronze (XIV-XIIl centuries BC), the tribes
living in Saryarka began to develop polymetallic deposits, which was a new powerful
impulse in the development of metallurgy.
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Quarries and dumps of workings of the late bronze age (X=VIII centuries BC) are
numerous and grandiose, which indicates the high intensity of mining and smelting of ore
at this time, the unprecedented scale of mining. The classical monuments of mining and
metallurgy of this time include the unique ore mines of Kresto-Vozdvizhensk, Zlatoust,
Raimund in Zhezkazgan, huge massive mines and metallurgy centers Sayak, Kounrad,
Kenkazgan, Tesiktas, Shuruk, Shakpaktas, Aulie, Imantau and others.

During the excavation of settlements of Karkaraly Il (Suuk-bulak), Shortandy-Bulak,
Tagibaibulak, ancient workings of Shakpaktas in the mountains of Kuu, there were
discovered pieces of sorted iron ore and iron slag, there was found an ingot of iron,
weighing 500 g together with the ingot of bronze, and an iron arrowhead was found in the
Parking lot Samembet-iron needle in the ancient tunnel of Sayak Ill at a depth of 12 m,
in the settlement of Shortandy-Bulak. These iron objects are found in combination with
ceramics, bronze products and mining tools, which are typically only for the late bronze
age and all together form the basis of pre-Scythian culture of Central Kazakhstan. These
findings radically change the existing ideas and are irrefutable evidence of earlier than
accepted in science, the time of the appearance of iron, the initial stage of iron smelting in
Central Kazakhstan should be attributed to the pre-Scythian time (IX=VIII centuries BC).

The presented facts in general, undoubtedly, testify to the completely independent
origin and development of metallurgy in Saryarka that was caused by numerous copper,
tin, lead-silver and polymetallic deposits».

It refers to the type of lops forehead. The axe was cast in double-sided form, as
evidenced by the casting seam on the butt and blade. The blade tapers relatively
symmetrically from the sleeve to the blade, and then at the end expands slightly and
passes into the working edge. It has a hexagonal section. The edges are slightly
concave. The shape of the hole of the axe sleeve (eye) is oval. Along the edges of the
eyelet, the sleeve is reinforced with a wide roller, which describes the oval, forming a
small butt, and in the upper part passes into the side edge of the blade. Another roller
is fixed in the lower edge of the sleeve.

The central part of the cheek pieces is highlighted with the
help of flat rollers, in which through holes are made.
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THEORIGINSOFTHESTEPPECIVILIZATION:
HORSE, CHARIOT AND HORSEMAN

is a huge leap in the construction business and architecture, as evidenced by the

presence of large settled settlements with dwellings that had thick walls, grandiose
monuments of monumental stone architecture in honor of the nobility. Technological
progress has led to the domestication of animals: sheep, cows, camels and especially
horses, taming which together with the use of carts allowed to explore the vast expanses
of the steppe zone of Eurasia.

The history of civilization of the steppe peoples of Eurasia, if viewed as a whole, directly
or indirectly related to the appearance of the horse. So, the domestication of the horse
caused the first major movement of people, when getting their hands on a high-speed tool,
the man was able to subdue a huge new space. In the memory of people alive a real and
yet mythical centaur remained for a long time — Eurasian cavalry, which was feared by the
people of Europe and Asia.

In representations of the majority of the people, the horse personified the Sun, fire, and
it has not been appeared by chance. In one of the oldest texts in the history of mankind
— Rigveda, describes the God Mitra, going into battle on a chariot drawn by horses:»with
horses rushing, fire bursting, sparks carving hooves. «In another place is given no less
picturesque description of Mithra and his horses:» We honor Mithra ... Whose furious
horses with wide hoofs to the troops rush bloodthirsty Between the ranks of the closed
Fighting countries.»

The largest military achievement of the Il Millennium BC, was the creation of a new
weapon — a light war chariot drawn by horses. This discovery was accompanied by the
spread of two closely related cultures in the Eurasian steppes, one of which belonged to
the Iranians, and the other to the Indo-Aryans. The advent of the war chariot caused a

I n this historical era, together with the development of mining and metallurgy, there

wave of conquests, and the Indo-Aryans invaded Northern India, and the Iranians — the
country to which they gave their name, «Ariana».

The first wheeled vehicles appeared in the middle East in the late fourth Millennium BC.
It was a heavy biaxial carts on solid wheels, in which the drawbar harnessed a couple of
oxen, — the same way as in the plough. Management was carried out by the reins attached
to the metal ring, threaded through the nostrils of the animal (Topenuk, 1985, p. 187-188,
KoxwuH, 1985, p. 170-171).

In the 3rd Millennium BC, cart began to be used everywhere for military purposes, they
fought the local nobility, they were harnessed, camels, bulls, equids (horses in the middle
East did not live). By the end of the third Millennium heavy four-wheeled carts began to
spread over vast areas from Central Europe to the lower Volga region (lopenwuk, 1985, p.
191). In the steppes of the Northern black sea and the Caspian Sea at this time inhabited
by sedentary tribes of farmers and pastoralists, according to most researchers, it was Indo-
Europeans (KysbmuHa, 2000, p. 3—4; CadpoHos, 1989, p. 204).

Indo-European tribes managed to domesticate wild horses, tarpans, which were found
in the steppes, however, for a long-time horse were bred only for meat. Devices allowed
to use horses in transport and for military purposes, appeared only at the beginning of the
2nd Millennium BC, — the creation of this complex was the fundamental achievement of
the Indo-Europeans.

First of all, a horse harness was invented — a bit and a bridle fastened on bone cheek-
pieces. Then, as a result of facilitating the cart, a lightweight chariot was created with
wheels on the spokes. «Given the complexity of the design of the first horse-drawn carts,
creative processing in them most of the technical solutions developed in connection with
the use of crews with a harness of bulls and equids, you can see in the horse-drawn
chariot one of the first inventions, i.e. to consider it as a result of targeted technical work,
the task of which was to create a powerful offensive means.» (KoxuH, 1985, p. 176). The
appearance of the war chariot led to the selection of new hardy and strong horse breeds
that could rapidly carry the chariot (KysbmuHa, 1999, p. 171).

In parallel with the innovations in the management of the chariot, a martial art developed.
The chariot demanded a special harness, the charioteer was to manage it. Only then a
warrior, standing on this moving platform, could shoot a bow or throw a spear. It was
developed tactics of battles, which consisted in using the speed and maneuverability of the
chariot to create numerical superiority in the right place, to subject the enemy to massive
shelling from bows and evade melee (HedenknH, 2001, p. 67, 87). The ranged weapon,
which has come to change, is a bow, as the main tool becomes more complicated, to
become a composite, glued together from several layers of wood and gains the property of
being smaller in size to have greater power. The effectiveness of archery was significantly
increased by bronze arrowheads (Ky3bmuHa, 1994, p. 190, ObskoHoB, 1994, p. 61). The
protective weapon also changes, shell and helmet come instead of shields.

Recent archaeological discoveries have shown that the first evidence of the appearance
of udils and chariots belong to the region of the settlement of Indo-Iranian tribes, stretching
from the middle Don to the southeastern Ural; In the ancient settlements of this region,



bone cheek-pieces and burials with chariots dating from the 21st —18th centuries BC, were
found. (MaccoH, 1999, KysbmuHa, 2000, p. 19).

Following the chariot by the end of 2nd - the beginning of the 1st millennium BC.
A fused horse emerged, which became his heart and will-horseman-warrior. If for the
movement and the battle the chariots needed a good road, then the horsemen could ride
anywhere, fight in rough terrain, constantly change tactics - to be much more mobile and
maneuverable.

The ability of the population of the Eurasian steppes to ride a horse is evidenced by a
number of facts. These are horse burials in late rubble monuments (CmupHos K.®., 1957),
numerous finds of bone cheek-pieces from settlements from the Dnieper to Kazakhstan
(CmupHos A.l., 1966), horse bones (phalanges) as cult objects in the children’s burials
of log culture, and cult food in the form of horse bones in the early stages of the Andronov
culture.

As noted by K. F. Smirnov, a method of rearing the horse, developed in the steppe zone
of Eurasia, penetrated into Front Asia during the early movements of « Indo-European
tribes, in the economy and military affairs of which the horse played a significant role.»
(CmupHoB A.lM., 1966). By this time, on appear cheek-pieces made of soft fish bones and
horns may represent the prototypes of the more developed Asian bronze fish.

However, it remains not resolved the question of where exactly in Central Europe, the
Volga region and Kazakhstan, having a bridle with soft bit and bone cheek-pieces is found.
The similarity of forms and ornamentation of cheek-pieces and bone plates, as well as the
reconstruction of the bridles, allow us to talk about the development of horse equipment
on a vast territory. It is the way of simplification of communication cheek-pieces with a
headband and increasing the number of endings of cheek belt to headband more tightly
to the horse’s head. The composition of the horse bridle included bone cheek-pieces and
various types of plaques, strengthened at the junction of the belts.

At the beginning of the 1st Millennium BC, throughout the Eurasian steppes from the
Danube to the Altai there is a noticeable unity in the types of bone cheek-pieces with three
holes: large, oval central (for threading the motive) and two, often round, on the edges (for
connection with the headband).

One of the earliest collections of the cheek-piece kept int the National Museum of
the Republic of Kazakhstan, taken from unique settlement Toksanbay. This monument,
located in Western Kazakhstan, dated Sintashta time (early bronze age), but the cultural
identity is not entirely clear. Here, between the two altars, which included animal bones
and other objects, there was a cluster of artifacts, bounded from the North by the wall of
the building, and from the South by a row of five pillar pits. Among the objects found in
the cluster there were a vessel, fragments of ceramics, bone and flint products, a stone
ball, abrasive, the remains of a wooden bowl (?) with metal shackles, animal bones, the
remains of burnt branches and finally, two cheek-pieces lying one near the other with
traces of harmony, which were in the layer of burnt organic matter (skin?). At the same
time, there were not traces of burning on cheek-pieces. Cheek-pieces belong to the shield
with a mixed system of thorns: on one copy - monolithic plus plug-in, on the other - only
plug-in. In general, the Toksanbay couple is very close to the Ps. Tsimidanov proposed to
single out the “Utev type” (sub-triangular plank and shield, close in a plan to the ellipse) ,
although it is distinguished by the fact that their plates are rather narrow and segmented.

«Cheek-pieces were discovered in a study of the settlement of Toksanbay in 2006,
in one of the dwellings, presumably, on religious and ritual purpose. It is well-known that
cheek-pieces are part of a horse bridle, designed for harsh control of horse-drawn two-
wheeled breathing chariot — a vehicle widely used in the bronze age for warfare and
hunting, as well as during various ceremonies in ritual practice, in particular, at the burial
of persons, who had during his life special social status.

One of the cheek-pieces had the shape of a shield in the form of a truncated disk or
ellipse (sometimes they are called segmental) with a high triangular bar. On the edges
of the plank is carved projections (one broken off), believed to be designed to attach the
cheek-piece cord-loop to the belt of the headband. On the shield of the cheek-piece with
a slight displacement, a so-called central or creeping hole of the basement with traces of
polish is drilled. On the back side of the cheek-piece, closer to the bottom edge there are
two mastoid monolithic with a thorn shield. Apparently, at the last stage of operation, the
spikes turned out to be of different sizes and therefore, probably, had a different degree
of pressure on the angle of the horse’s mouth. The stud endings are round and polished.
On the damaged plank of cheek-piece, three holes of equal diameter are drilled. In one
of them, a pin for fixing a cheek-piece on a headband belt, made from the animal’s tooth,
was preserved. It can be assumed that in the third hole there was also a pin used as
an additional spike. With the help of these small holes, the cheek-pieces were fastened,
possibly, to the main, so-called suction headband. However, some researchers believe
that such cheek-pieces were fastened on a capsule (Kaptsug) ie. belt, popularly called
cheeky.

The second cheek-piece, which was found alongside the previous one, according to
its main morphological features is similar to it. It belongs to the scuterall type, but differs in
details. There are not any monolithic thorns with shield. Two additional holes are drilled on
the sides of the large central hole with rectangular outlines on the shield, which may have
a secondary origin. The triangular plank with lateral protrusions (partially lost) and with
three holes is thinned almost half of the plate-blank up to the spongy layer, compared with
the thickness of the cheekpiece shield. Traces of being worn out of the product are subtle.

The cheek-pieces are made, according to zoologists, from the pelvic bone of a horse (or
a wild camel), more precisely, from the ileal wing, or the sciatic bone. Both cheekpieces are
executed with great skill, and underwent careful processing with an abrasive. The edges
of the flaps neatly smoothed in one manner. The proximity of many structural elements, in
particular, the configuration of plates with triangular planks, as well as the same parameters
and similar processing techniques, suggest that both psalms are made by one master. It
is possible that both of them were found together, the cheekpiece belonged to the same
bridle set. There is an experimentally justified opinion that soft bits (nibbled) were made
of twisted hair or wool. They were attached to the main part of the bridle structure, the
sugol’s belt, through the central opening of the shield of the cheekpiece. The long straps-
reins were also passed through the breech hole on the shield of the cheekpiece, which
constituted the primary link in the mechanism of remote transmission of a power command
on the turn from the charioteer standing at the control place - on the chariot platform.

The analyzed cheek-pieces are a particularly informative and reliable cultural and
chronological marker in the study of actual problems of the Bronze Age. Therefore,
finding a pair of these wonderful cheek-pieces in the space of the Aral-Caspian steppes,

at a considerable distance to the south from the main foci of their distribution - the Don-
Volga steppes, the southern Ural, the basin of the r. llek, moreover, on the floor of a
dwelling with a complex construction and a peculiar architectural-planning appearance,
in combination with a rare faunistic complex and many archaeological artifacts with a
special semantic context, attaches special importance to these products. Without going
into details of the substantiation of the periodization and chronology of the Bronze Age
cultures of the above-mentioned regions, which, in our opinion, are related to the formation
of the Toksanbay cultural complex, we note that the types of Scutellar cheekpieces, to
which our samples belong, existed in the 18th — 16th centuries BC. Scutellar (and other)
types of the cheekpieces occured mainly from the burial complexes and in the context
of the development of the problems of sociocultural phenomena in societies of the 2nd
millennium BC, are correlated, by the overwhelming majority of researchers, with the
chariot complex».

The funds of the National Museum contain numerous artifacts, testifying to the
increasing role of the horse in the life of ancient man and society. At the beginning of 1st
millennium BC, there are major changes in both social and household-economic relations.
The patriarchal family community is replaced by early state associations with pronounced
social differentiation, in the household sphere - semi-settled shepherd’s an economy is
replaced by nomadic. Social differentiation in ancient society is currently fixed by the
presence of magnificent kurgans with embankments up to 20m high, containing grandiose
funerary structures that appear simultaneous in different parts of the steppe Eurasia.

Nomadic cattle breeding is “a special kind of producing economy in which extensive
mobile cattle breeding are the predominant occupation, and most of the population
is involved in periodic migrations.” (Xa3aHoB, 1985, p. 6). According to K.A. Akishey,
“Nomadism as a special form of socio-economic relations has created... a peculiar form
of social organization and state system, material and spiritual culture...” (Akuwes, 1978,
p. 54).

From the standpoint of the influence of the natural environment, nomadic cattle breeding
is defined as “a form of interaction and dynamic equilibrium of natural and socio-economic
processes ... as a way of social functioning in certain ecological niches by means of a
nomadic cattle breeding economy and a corresponding mode of production” (MacaHos,
1995, p. 4).

Nomadic civilization can be defined «as a special sociocultural system that has
historical integrity, length in time, the emergence and functioning of which is associated
with a particular ecological environment.» (XabagynuHa, 1997).

«In the birth of a particular form of household in antiquity, the determining factor was

played by the environmental factor. The value of the environment was contrasted in the
period of the emergence of a producing economy (polymetallic epochs), but especially in
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the era of the development of iron, which almost coincided in the territory of Kazakhstan
with the transition to a new form of economy - nomadic cattle breeding.

The main natural factor that determined the emergence of nomadic cattle breeding
as a specific form of farming was the construction of permanent routes of migrations and
the origin of nomadism as a common way of life not only in Kazakhstan, but also in other
countries is the frequency of subsistence of scarce vegetation unevenly distributed over
vast steppes, semi-desert and deserts and seasonal alternation of herbage.

Of exceptional importance for the proof of this thesis is the characteristic of the plant
cover of these regions. So, according to Professor I.M. Krasheninnikov, the frequency of
grass eaten by the seasons in the Central and Western Kazakhstan steppes, is as follows:
in winter - feather grass (Stipa barbata), zhusan (Artemisia terrae-albae), kiyak (Elymus
turgaicus), glasswort (Salsola rigida), kokpek (Atriplex canum), biirgun (Anabasis salsa),
betege (Festica sulcata); in spring, erkek (Agropirum desertorum), feather grass, ebelek
(Ceratocarpus arenarius), and finally in autumn, zhusan, glasswort and kokpek (KpaweH-
Hukos, 1927, p. 43).

The frequency of eating grass is based primarily on the seasonal change of plant forms,
which is a natural pattern common to all climatic zones. But the features characteristic only
for the dry Kazakhstan steppes, in particular, the depression in the palatability of the plants
that make up the main mass of the feed, were also important. The feather grass, erkek and
others, wormwood (Zhusan) of all kinds, which is one of the main forms of steppe plant
cover, is completely unsuitable for food during the spring and all summer, but becomes
the main feed in the autumn and winter when the frost destroys harmful substances in it.

The second important factor in the transition to nomads is the natural supply of
drinking water, limited by aridity of the climate, salinity of groundwater, rivers and lakes.
For example, the Sagyz, Uil, Emba riversand their tributaries (Western Kazakhstan) had
fresh water for only 2—3 months, and during the rest of the year the water is not suitable for
drinking (KpaweHHukos, 1927, p. 43).

These factors determined that with the onset of heat, cattle breeders were forced to
roam north, where there were good grass pastures and abundant fresh water, and with
cooling, to return to winter quarters in intermontane ravines, to coastal thickets, to the
troughs of sand dunes.

The prehistory of nomadism and the cattle-breeding economy corresponding to it
begins from the time of the birth of the ancient Kazakhstani inhabitants of the producing
economy, that is, the domestication of wild animals. Known finds of the most ancient bones
of domestic animal’s date back to the 3rd millennium BC (the settlement Saksaul in the
north-east Pre-Aral). From this time and until the transition to the nomadic form, the cattle-
breeding economy in its development, as evidenced by the materials of the archaeological
excavations, has passed at least two stages.

The first stage was in the 17th — 15th centuries BC, - corresponds, according to the
terminology existing in Soviet historical science, to the Fedorov-Nura stage of the Andronov
culture (the early period of the Bronze Age). The form of a cattle-breeding farm (settled,
adjoining, shepherd), which at that time spread throughout the whole of Kazakhstan,
limited to the livestock of domestic animals, was provided by the natural a forage stock
available on pastures located near the settlement; cattle prevailed in the herd as the most



productive. However, the maintenance of cattle, in particular the provision of its feed,
presented significant difficulties, especially in harsh winter conditions. Confilement in the
winter assumed preparation at least the minimum quantity of a forage. Thus, it is likely that
mowing appears with the emergence of cattle breeding. In turn, mowing contributed to
the birth of primitive farming and stimulated it. Findings during excavations of settlements
of this time of tillage tools (a stone hoes) and mowing hay or harvesting crops (a bronze
sickles) prove that this was indeed the case. Therefore, we can state the following: in
the conditions of ancient Kazakhstan, two forms of farming developed in parallel: settled
pastoral cattle breeding and primitive agriculture.

The second stage — the 14th — 11th centuries BC, corresponds to the Alakul-atasku
period of the same culture (middle period of the Bronze Age). Among the bone remnants
found during the excavation of settlements of this time, we can see the increase of the
number of sheep and horse bones, camel bones appeatr, i.e., the proportion of animals
capable of self-propelling forage in winter and adapted to long-range crossings is also
increased. At the settlements of the same time, the earliest finds of bone cheekpieces
are known, indicating the appearance of a horse bridle and, therefore, domestication of a
horse for riding. The significance of this fact for the progress of the household and culture
was enormous. Now a man had the opportunity to include more extensive tracts of land in
the sphere of his economic activity. The development of new lands and the growth of the
herd population were interdependent.

For the first time the remains of wells were found during the excavation of similar
monuments in West (the settlement Tasty-butak) (excavation of V.S. Sorokin) and North
Kazakhstan (the settlement Chaglinka) (excavation of A.M. Orazbaev) in residential
buildings. These findings indicate that man has learned to create artificial sources of
water. If earlier it was completely tied to natural water bodies, now this dependence has
decreased significantly. Both of these factors were of great importance for the growth of
mobility of the tribes, an increase in the territory of their settlement and the development of
new areas for pastures and agriculture.

Another fact: among the archaeological material mined during the excavation of graves
and settlements from this period, there is the growth of the number of weapons: bronze
arrowheads and spears, knives and daggers. Obviously, the development of new lands
led to frequent tribal clashes, and often there were direct attacks by foreigners. Only this
reason could cause an increase in the production of weapons that are necessary not only
to protect their homes and property and to defend the resettlement territory, but also to
attack in order to seize other people’s property and land.

These facts are quite enough to conclude that in the 14th — 11th centuries BC, shepherd
cattle breeding at home has grown into a higher level, the so-called mountain pasture
cattle breeding. This form of cattle breeding is characterized by the distribution of pastures
already for winter and summer. Near the settlement, cattle are grazed only in winter, and
with the coming of the heat, the herd, accompanied by shepherds - armed men - is moved
to summer pastures. Consequently, the ancient herders in the 14th — 11th centuries BC,
were on the verge of transition to a new form of economy, to nomadic cattle breeding.
However, even at this stage, the farm continued to remain cattle-farming. Although the
prevalence of cattle breeding is evident, hoe farming continued to exist and progress. So,
in the lower reaches of the Syrdarya river with the help of aerial photography were found
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remnants of the cultivated fields and irrigation systems belonging to the same centuries. It
can be assumed that in favorable climatic conditions, the beginnings of irrigated agriculture
appeared rather early.

The results of archaeological prospecting and excavation work prove that in the 9th —
8th centuries BC, there are fundamental changes in material culture, the appearance of
monuments is changing, new, previously unknown forms of household items and household
utensils appear, the statistics of bone residues show the predominance of sheep and horse
bones. Obviously, these changes were the result of the transition of society to a new form
of economy - to nomadic cattle breeding. Therefore, the period of the 9th — 8th centuries
BC, can be considered as the initial stage of the spread of nomadism in Kazakhstan.
Apparently, it was at this stage that year-round roaming spread and a system of seasonal
distribution of pastures and water sources was finally formed.

In subsequent centuries, starting from the 7th century BC, (at the epoch of early iron),
throughout the steppe and mountain-steppe parts of Kazakhstan, nomadic and semi-
nomadic cattle breeding was the dominant form of the economy. However, in different
regions of Kazakhstan there are some peculiarities in the development of the economy,
both cattle-breeding and agricultural. Three main areas of economic specialization are
defined.

One of them is Western and Central Kazakhstan - a zone of steppe and semi-desert.
his is an area of extensive nomadic cattle breeding with year-round livestock grazing.
The amplitude of the meridional (from south to north) wandering covered vast territories
- hundreds of kilometers in length. This zone is characterized by a weak development of
sedentary lives and agriculture, but not their complete absence and unchanged seasonal
pastures and routes of migrations over the entire period of the existence of nomadism. On
the territory of ancient Kazakhstan, classical nomadic cattle breeding developed only in its
western and central regions.

The second region is East and South-East Kazakhstan, which includes the mountain
systems of Tien Shan and Altai - zones of combination of mountain pasture and dry
agriculture, semi-nomadic and semi-settled way of life. A peculiar geographic environment
here determined the emergence of a special system of migrations, which received the name
vertical by specialists. It was characterized by small amplitude of migrations, long stops at
the sites of sites, and annual movements from the northern steppe plains to southern alpine
pastures. Due to the fact that seasonal pastures were located at short distances from each
other, the pastoralists of these areas took much less time on movement, spending most
of the year in stands. Therefore, the tribes of these areas earlier than the areas of the
classical nomadism, go to sedentary and agricultural work. In the late Middle Ages dozens
of urban civilization centers appear and develop here.

And finally, the third region is South Kazakhstan, the zone of loess plains in the valleys
of the Syr Darya, Talas, Arys rivers, the region of early origin of residency and irrigated
agriculture, urban culture and irrigation construction. In the lower reaches of the Syr
Darya river fortified settlements of urban type and monumental brick buildings of religious
purposes appear as early as the 6th — 4th centuries BC».

spheres of the life of the ancient man in connection with the transition to nomadic

cattle breeding. The extreme militarization of society at that time was embodied
in vivid images of animal style, singing strength, power, swiftness. A distinctive feature of
this type of decor is the stylized images of individual animals, parts of their body or scenes
of fighting animals. As one of its researchers - N.L. Chlenova, wittily said that animal style
is the image of certain animals in a certain way (by: NepeBogunkosa, 1994, p. 19).

The animal style was decorated with objects of great importance in the life of a nomadic
society: signs of supreme power, costume details, jewelry, weapons and religious objects
(to them belonged the bronze lamps, boilers, stone altars).

Stylization, which “is connected with the transformation of a real object into a certain
conventionality and implies the selection, fixation or even hyperbolization of individual
features and characteristics of the object and methods of their transfer in the pictorial
version,” (Koponbkosa, 2006, p. 150). became the leading device in transmitting the image
of animals - symbolic and ideological symbolism of the steppe world (MapTeiHOB, EnuH,
2009, p. 164). This, in particular, is evidenced by the extreme saturation of the costumes
of noble warriors, whose burials were discovered at different points of the steppe Eurasia,
with images made in animal style. These things amaze with the skill and complexity of
symbolism. Their owners, of course, were the leaders, the rulers of the states.

The most important quality of gold - plasticity, was used by the masters of the early Iron

list of technological methods of that. Already at that time masters skillfully combined large
and small forms. The massiveness and elegance, volume and planar solution created a
special effect in the perception of these products.

In the jewelry we see, perhaps, all the images of the richest bestiary, developed by the
nomads of the early Iron Age. Various cat predators (tigers, panthers, leopards), herbivores
(horses, camels, deer, goats, sheep), birds, fantastic animals and even hares, hedgehogs,
bees are presented. So, on the top of the women’s headdress from the rich burial of the
mound 6 of Taksai-1 burial, we see the head of a mountain goat with massive horns, which
have carefully shown the surface structure. And the images of tigers and birds are used in
the design of the Golden Man’s headdress.

It should be noted that the ancient masters attained the highest skill in building a
composition. Thus, they actively used the S-visible figure, which, according to art historians,
creates the sensations of entering the imaged space. We see, for example, the so-called
“line of beauty” in modeling the body of an elk, its beard, and a stylized griffin figurine on
the buckles of one of the belts of the Golden Man. These are the outlines of a stylized
figure of a bird of prey found in the burial of mound 1 of the Sherubay cemetery. S-visible
slots are on the surface of the product in the form of a tiger figurine from the burial of the
mound 1 of the Karashoky burial.

An interesting effect is created by placing a shape within a circle. The object is a
piercing with the image of a circinated wolf. With the help of an animal figure, a circle was
created; it completely fit into it and all the graphic elements were concentrated within it.
It turned out that practically nothing came out of the outlined circle, thus the image was
closed on itself, became self-sufficient.

Another compositional solution is demonstrated in the art of the tribes of the Pazyryk
culture. Among the amazing items are pendants from horse equipment in the form of three-
dimensional images, presented in several versions. The composition may consist of a
figure and heads of two elks, a figure of a fantastic animal in contact with opposing heads
of eagle griffins, an ungulate animal in combination with a vegetative figure at the bottom.
Unlike most products of that time, these items must be viewed from different sides. The
result was a completely different visual effect, which depended on the placement of the
object in space.

Noble warriors of the time wore pointed hats, short swing jackets, trousers, and boots
of various heights. In the manufacture of clothing leather, felt and wool were used. The
most complete information about the men’s suit can be found in the burial of the Golden
Man. Jewelry items include hryvnia, earring, two rings. Two belts are decorated with
various plaques. The jacket is completely covered with small plaques. Similar plaques are
involved in the design of high boots. Considerable attention is paid to the weapon. Only in
the decoration of the dagger the images of 22 animals were involved!

Thanks to a study of the unique burial of a woman from the Taksay | burial, it was
possible to supplement the ideas about the female costume of the tribes of the early Iron
Age. It consisted of a high cone-shaped headdress, a short jacket and a long skirt. In
the temples were fastened temporal pendants. The neck was decorated with a massive
hryvnia. On the wrists were bracelets, and also low from beads and wolf tusks in a frame.



The National Museum of the Republic of Kazakhstan holds the finds from the graves
of various tribes of the early Iron Age. The monuments of the Saks include the legendary
burial of the Issyk mound (Zhetysu). In Central Kazakhstan, these include cemeteries from
Tasmola, Zhylandy, Taldy-ll, Sherubay, Karashoky, Akbeit-1; in the east of our country
- Mayemer, in the south - Kaitpas. The Sarmatian antiquities of Western Kazakhstan
are represented by finds from the burials of the Taksay |, Lebedevka, Besoba and other
burial grounds. The materials of the Berel burial ground (East Kazakhstan) demonstrate
an amazing and peculiar world created by the Yuezhi tribes high in the Altai Mountains.
The discovery in 1969 of the burial of the famous Saka leader from the Issyk mound by
archaeologist K.A. Akishev in full guise and safety, gave a rare opportunity to restore not
only the funeral rite, but also to reconstruct the headdress shape, clothes and shoes,
the location of jewelry and other attributes, reconstruct the shape of the weapon and the
scabbard decoration and as a final result buried in full size.

As K.A. Akishev noted, a Saka robe from the Issyk barrow, was clothing that was worn
on days of ceremonial receptions, mass gatherings and parades. For everyday wear, it
is too luxurious and too uncomfortable, and the existence of special funeral clothing is
unlikely. It was intended to destroy the imagination of the living, exalting the higher over
the lower.

«THE HEADDRESS. The proposed reconstruction of the headdress is based on data
from archaeological and written sources. Thus, to determine the size of the headgear from
archaeological data, information extracted from the system for placing jewelry items, which
were preserved in the original order in the area of their location at the time of excavation,
can be used. According to these data, it was possible to establish with a large degree of
accuracy the main dimensions of the headgear, diameter and height.

The diameter of the headdress is set almost exactly along the golden diadem, encircling
it in the widest part. It is equal to 22 cm, which corresponds to the diameter of the headgear
with the amendment of + 1-1.5 cm on the thickness of the base fabric. The height of
the headgear can be set less accurately than the diameter, with a significant degree of
tolerance. It is determined by the distance from the decorations in the initial position of
the ornaments on the part to the miniature statuette of the argali crowning the headpiece.
From these data, the height should be defined in 60—65 cm.

Presumably, the shape of the headdress can be reconstructed. It was probably conical
or cylindrical. Much more evidence can be given in favor of the first form than to prove
the second version of the form. Specific information on the topic of interest to us can
be extracted from the Nakshirushem and Behistun inscriptions (Iran) and selected bit by
bit from Herodot’s multi-volume work. From these sources it is known that only one of
the three groups of Asian Sakas can be distinguished - Sakas-Tigrahauda, which always
“wears a sharp hat” (Cmpyse, 1946, p. 233; [JaHOamaes, 1963, p. 269), although Saki of
the other two groups wore the same caps (Ffepodom, 1972, p. 332—-333; Cmpyse, 1958,
p. 56). On the Behistun rock depicted Saka Skunha in a pointed hat. The relief of the
Spartans in Persepolis also depicts the Saks in pointed caps. The archaeological finds of
anthropomorphic images of metal and clay, originating from different areas of settlement of
the Asian Sakas and European Scythians, greatly complement the written news and bring
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clarity to the studied question. Recall the golden votive plates with images of warrior priests
in hats with a sharp end from the Amur-Darya treasure (Dalton, 1964, human heads in
pointed head-dresses from Khalchayan (lyza4eHkoea, 1966; 1971, pic. 19, 20), images of
Scythians in conical caps on vessels from Kul-Oba (lpakos, 1971, tab. VIlI-IX) and others.
Thus, it is obvious that the peaked hats were worn not only by Sakas-Tigrahaud but also
by representatives of all other Saka tribes and even European Scythians. However, when
comparing images of Sakas’ headdresses of different groups, one detail comes to light,
which makes it possible to judge that with great similarity, the headgear of different Saka
tribes and Scythians had significant differences. Thus, on the statuette of a Saka from
Amur-Darya treasure, the sharp end of the cap is twisted down, and on the sculpture of a
Saka from Khalchayan and the Scythians depicted on a Kul-Ob vase, low cone-shaped
caps, etc. upright conical, up to 70 cm high.

We believe that these images reproduce the appearance of the Sakas, to which the
ancient authors appropriated the ethnic “Sakas-Tigrahaud” or “Sakas-orthocarribant” (Aku-
wes, Kywaes, 1963, p. 18—19).

In the future, unlike the pointed hats of the Central Asian Sakas and European
Scythians, we will call the headdress of the Sakas-Tigrahaud “swept” hats ...

One of the arguments in favor of the sweeping shape of the headdress of the Issyk
Saka may be a miniature statuette of argali, which, judging by the location, crowned the
headdress. The dimensions of the statuette and the method of its fastening with the help
of a small plate force to the only possible conclusion that it could be attached to the sharp
end of the top of the headdress. Finally, let us turn to clarify the reason for the widespread
cone-shaped headdress in Saka time, however, not only at this time but also later, among
many Asian nomads. There is one reason - the simplicity of the execution of this form from
that specific material (felt, leather, bark) that these tribes possessed.

Thus, it is likely that the Issyk headdress had the shape of a cap with a high narrow top
and with a bottom in the form of a treyuh, covering the back of the head and cheeks and
tied under the chin.

After the reconstruction of the headdress shape, it seems possible to establish the
procedure for placing gold jewelry on it. This task is facilitated by the fact that the system
of arrangement of plates, plaques, plaques and other types of jewelry is fixed exactly at
the time of excavation.

When reconstructing the appearance not only of the full face but also of the entire
headdress, such a fact as the pair of similar jewelry is extremely important. This is a sure
sign of their symmetrical distribution on the headdress.

The basis of the decorative design of the front side of the Issyk headdress is its primary
part, taken by us as a monolith. It is made in the form of a protome of horned horse
heads, connected by a single winged torso. The free space behind the horses’ proteomes
is filled with two plates imitating horse figures without groats and hind limbs. Above these
horse figures, there are two long rectangular plates, ending at both ends with plates of a
triangular shape. Small double figured plates are placed above the upper ends of the long
plates.

The main part of the decoration of the front side of the cap consists of two long golden
plates in the form of bird wings and a pair of long (their length is almost twice as long as the
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wings) arrow-shaped ornaments consisting of poles braided with a narrow gold ribbon and
leaf-shaped at the top. Ornaments in the form of feathers and arrows are placed in pairs
above the proto-horses, and each pair, consisting of two feathers and two arrows, forms a
single whole. Under each such pair, there is one triangular plate. Four triangular plates are
placed along one line. All plates with a smooth surface painted with red paint. In general,
the decoration of the front side creates an impressive picture of the pretentiousness, pomp,
and ceremonialism of the headdress.

The decoration of the rest of the Issyk headdress is restored in the same detail. The
pairing of the same type of plaques and their position at the time of excavation is the only
thing that can be relied upon when restoring the composition of the drawing. However,
some of the plates and plates that adorned the other sides of the cap were not in place
of their original position; therefore, guesses and assumptions are allowed in restoring the
picture of the decoration of the lateral and occipital sides. The basis for the construction
of the pattern is the zonal circular placement of jewelry on the cap surface. The reason for
this decision was the location of the above-mentioned tiara, which girded the headdress
in the widest part - at the junction of the top and bottom. The second zone was a golden
toothed belt imitating a mountain landscape. She retained her original position around the
cap above the tiara. On it, as if in a saddle between peaked mountain peaks, are adorned
with ornaments imitating the tree of life with birds sitting above.

One of these trees is preserved in its original position on the toothed belt. In the free
strip between the ribbon with trees and the diadem, there was a third zone of six round
plaques with the image of the face of a lion. Thus, the lateral and occipital sides of the top
of the headdress girded three zones of an ornamental design made up of different gold
plates and plaques: a belt made of toothed tape - a “mountain landscape motif” with trees
and birds, a belt of round zoomorphic plaques and a belt made of the tiara. Thus, the
conical top of the headdress was decorated only at the bottom.

The bottom of the headdress was much brighter and more spectacularly ornamented.
The layout system is also zonal. The first (below the diadem) zone consists of five plaques
in the form of planar images of mountain goats symmetrically located on a pair from each
side and fifth on the back of the head, between them are two plaques depicting the predator
of the cat-leopard breed. Below is the second jewelry zone, consisting of three badges in
the form of snow leopard figures and plates with motifs of the mountain landscape. Pair
of leopards with the motive of the mountains are located on the sides of the cap. A single
leopard plaque with two plates with mountain landscape motifs on the sides is placed
on the back of the headdress. And finally, the last (lower) zone of jewelry consists of five
openwork figured plates of a curved shape. Of these, two doubles were on the sides and
single - on the back of the headdress.

When reconstructing the shape and decoration of the Issyk headdress (and it turned
out to be the most difficult for the restoration), everything possible was done to substantiate
the placement of each of the plates and plates, obtained during excavations. However,
unfortunately, it did not go without assumptions, but still, in general, the reconstruction was
as close as possible to the original. The basis of the headgear was, apparently, a felt-made
cloth, skin use is not excluded.

CLOTHES, SETS AND FOOTWEAR. In view of the good preservation in the initial
position of the items of decoration, the form of clothing and the procedure for placing
plaques on it are easily established.

The deceased was dressed in a short leather caftan without a turndown and lapels.
Judging by the remaining pieces of skin, it was colored brown or red. The entire caftan was
sheathed with curly triangular gold plaques that had a solid base of thin copper (bronze)
plates. A certain system can be traced in the placement of plaques: they are located by a
horizontal line, making up a chain of plaques with their tops upwards, connected with lower
ends, and the next lower row of plaques conect with the previous (upper) vertices at the
junction of their ends. n this order, plaques are placed over the entire surface of the caftan.
The collar, the sides of the caftan and the bottom of the floor, the line of the forearm and
the bottom of the sleeves are ornamented with quadrangular shaped plates with images of
the face of a cat predator. As already mentioned, they are of two varieties: with horizontal
and vertical slats. Moreover, the plates of the first variety decorated the parts of the caftan
(bottom floors, bottom and forearms of sleeves), which require horizontal placement of the
plates. With this arrangement, the upper and lower plates were made up of two continuous
horizontal stripes. The plaques with vertical slats were decorated from top to bottom of
the collar (line around the neck) and sides so that the side slats made up two continuous
vertical lines. Approximate caftan size 46—48.

For good preservation of the original position of the badge with horizontal and vertical
slats, it is established that the caftan was plowed to the left and did not reach the knees.

Outerwear with a clasp to the left is characteristic of most Sakas and Scythian tribes,
at least in all the known anthropomorphic images of this time in the clothing of the right
side comes to the left. On the clothes with the clasp to the left are depicted the Sakas
on Persepolian reliefs (dbsikoHos, 1961, pic. 15), the Scythian warriors on the golden
crest from Solokha’s mound, the Scythian cup in hand on the gold plate from Kul-Oba
and the Scythians in composition scenes on the golden vessel from Kul-Oba: the healing
Scythians, conversing Scythians, stringing bow Scythian (lpakos, 1971, tab. Ill, VIII-IX,
Xllle).

In all these images, there are tight caftans with narrow sleeves, elongated reaching to
the knees or slightly lower. In this, they differ from the Issyk short caftan, which does not
cover the knees.

However, there is a known finding of remains of a short caftan (length 90 cm) from the
second Pazyryk mound. Pazyryk kaftan is made of sable fur. Its outer side is organized
as suede. The caftan is decorated on the back and the hem with leather appliqués with
gold plaques attached to them (PydeHnko, 1953, p. 105—106). Other finds of the remains of
outerwear from fur and thin white felt, originating from other Pazyryk (PydeHko, 1953, p.
105-106) and Katandin (BudoHosa, 1938) mounds are known.

Thus, the Issyk kaftan, unlike all known ones, was luxurious clothing, entirely decorated
with gold plaques, and rather resembled a sparkling scaly shell, than just a caftan.

Under the layer of plaques that decorated the front of the caftan and the front side
of the sleeves, many small plaques of various shapes were found lying on top of the



reversible triangular plaques that adorned the back and elbow sides of the caftan’s sleeves.
Especially a lot of them in the chest and hands, even the left hand partially preserved the
motif of the pattern, which is a combination of plaques of various forms. All this suggests
that there was a body shirt on the buried person with caftan, but it has not preserved.
According to the location of the small golden plaques, it can be argued that its sleeves
were embroidered with patterns from a combination of plaques of different shapes, and the
bottom of the sleeves and the collar were decorated with figured braches of rectangular
shape. Apparently, the shirt was tucked into the pants.

The existence of body-worn men’s shirts among the tribes of the Altai-Semirechye
zone is proved by the finds of one whole shirt and remnants of another in the second
mound of Pazyryk. S.I. Rudenko writes that they were sewn from thin and thick white fabric
from hemp or kendyr fibres, and at the seams were edged with red wool tape (PydeHko,
1953, p. 104-105).

Clothing of Issyk Sakas was completed with pants, also decorated with plaques. In
their original position remained small and rectangular narrow gold plaques, which have
been sewn in the form of a longitudinal edging along the lines of the external and internal
seams of the leg. The same plaques adorned the belt of the pants. Apparently, the pants
have been sewn from dense fabric, perhaps from leather. This was indicated by a clear
solid line of the location of the plaques preserved in the position in which they were sewn
on the pants. The distance between the outer and inner strips of plaques is determined by
the width of the leg. It was equal to 20-25 cm.

There was a dial belt on top of the caftan. The ceremonial belt, decorated with sixteen
gold plaques, was heavy and massive. Three large rectangular-shaped metal plates, made
in the form of a lying deer figure, judging by the place of the find, were attached to the ends
of the belt. One of them was on the left side, and two, which were mirror reflections of the
first, on the right. The rest of the belt was decorated with thirteen small badges in the form
of a deer’s head with paired blades of horns. Moreover, five of them were with deer heads
turned to the right, as well as with two large badges-deer, were placed on the right side on
the belt. And the eight other small badges were their mirror reflections, placed on the left
side. It has been noted already that all the metal plates had soldered rectangular loops of
four-sided silver wire on the reverse side. Large plates had four of them, and small ones
had two.

Reconstruction of the belt is as follows. The basis was a long ribbon of thick leather,
in which holes were cut in shape, quantity and location order, strictly corresponding to the
loops on the metal plates. Then the loops were inserted into these holes, and through them
(loops) were pulled two leather (rawhide?) straps, which were longer than the base.

Thus, the narrow straps served both for fastening the plaques on the base and for tying
the belt at the waist. Since the buckles for fastening are not found, it is obvious to assume
that the belt was tied with straps. The length of the belt obtained during the reconstruction
is 0.95—-1m.

Set of belts of the Issyk type, decorated with silver and bronze plates and pendants,
were widespread among Eurasian nomads from the 7th — 6th centuries BC, and until
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the late middle ages. They were a favourite part of the clothing of the Kazakhs, Kyrgyz,
Bashkirs and other peoples in the 19th — early of the 20th centuries (3axapoea, Xo0xaesa,
1964, p. 56-59, pic. 12, 29).

The trouser legs were tucked into boots with a long bootleg. The shoes were also richly
decorated with golden triangular plaques. They are preserved in an undisturbed position
on the bones of the left leg. By the location of the plaques, it was possible to reconstruct
the shape of the shoe and to establish the length of the bootlegs. Undoubtedly, these were
boots with long, slightly knee-high bootlegs, adorned with golden plaques of the same
shape as on the caftan.

The top and bottom of the bootlegs among the line of heads is edged with small
rectangular plaques. Apparently, strips of the same plaques passed along the head of the
boots around the foot. Pants and boots as a part of the clothing of Eurasian nomads has
appeared since ancient times. Even Herodotus in the list of clothes of Sakis points to their
keen hats and pants (Ffepodom, 1972, p. 323).

The Scythians, judging by the images on the Kul-Ob vessel, had two types of pants:
narrow and wide. The pants were tucked into boots with short bootlegs (lpakos, 1971, tab.
1, VIII-IX).

On the relief from Apadana in Persepolis, it is clearly seen that the shoes of the Sakas-
Tigrahaud were without heals. On the relief, the line of the bootlegs coincides with the line
of the half-caftan so that it can be assumed that they reached the knees. On the gold plates
from the Amur-Dariya treasure, the Sakis are depicted in ornamented caftans and boots
with highlighted heels and long bootlegs (Dalton, 1964).

Furmen’s shoes with long bootlegs were found in Karakol mound in Altai, and in Pazyryk
mound were long felt stockings with an ornamented top (PydeHko, 1953, p. 111-112).

Thus, according to archaeological finds, it can be established that Saka shoes were
of two types: with long and with short bootlegs, and the shoes were sewn of fur and felt.
It is possible that men’s pants were also sewn from the same materials during the Saka
time. Findings of their remains during the excavation of the mounds in Noin-Ule (North
Mongolia) indicate that in a later period, in the Hun era, men wore woollen and silk pants
and felt caftans (PydeHko, 1962, p. 39—-40, 44). In the Katandin mound in Altai, dating back
to the 5th — 6th centuries AD, also were found pants, stitched from thick woollen fabric, and
boots made of felt. Thus, as a result of the reconstructive work, we present all the garment
of the Issyk Saka tribe (Faspumnosa, 1965, p. 54, pic. 4).

The complete outfit of the buried Issyk in the mound is as follows: on the head there
was a high arrow-shaped cap with a bottom like a treuh (fur cap with ear-flaps and back
flap), buttoned under the chin, richly decorated with gold badges and plates; in the lobe
of the left ear was a gold earring with grain and pendants of blue turquoise; on the neck
is a gold ringed hryvnia; on the body there is an undershirt, ornamented on the chest
and on the sleeves with fancy patterns from a combination of golden plaques of various
shapes, on top of it is a red caftan leather, completely covered with golden badges and
plaques; two golden rings on the fingers; the caftan is girded with a heavy dial belt glittering
with sixteen massive metal plates made in the zoomorphic style; on the right, a long iron
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sword in a red sheath is suspended to it, and on the left - an iron akininak dagger in a
sheath, overlaid with gold plates; there are narrow woollen or leather trousers on the feet,
trimmed with gold plaques along the seams; pants tucked into felt or leather boots with
high bootlegs, decorated with gold figured plaques. In such a fabulously rich attire was
buried Issyk Saka-Tigrahaud».

Archaeological studies of monuments of early nomads on the territory of Kazakhstan in
subsequent years after the discovery of the Sakis leader from the Issyk mound showed that
an “animal style” flourished and improved over a long time. Specific archaeological cultures
of the Sakis look were identified, which, although arose on a different previous basis,
ultimately had similar forms of weapons, horse equipment, clothing and belt decoration,
and finally, they had a common art with a predominance of “animal style” that reflected
cults, rituals and worldviews of the ancient population. The existence of the “animal style”
fits into the chronological gap from the 8th to the 2nd centuries BC.

The long existence of the Scythian-animal art, its artistic and ideological originality and
content has given rise to a range of discussed issues, including issues of origin and the
formation of the “animal style”, revealing its visual, semantic and regional features in the
context of the cultural development of the nomadic peoples of Eurasia. The research also
touched upon the issues of habitat and human interaction, the psychology of consciousness
and the subconscious, which was reflected in the creative reflection of the ancient master.

The basis of the “animal style” is a certain set of artistic images of animals, reproduced
in traditional, canonical poses on horse equipment, weapons, various decorations of
clothing, belts, tools and mirrors. They can be divided into four groups as birds, predators,
herbivores and mythical creatures. The presence of conditional groups suggests that such
a clear separation of artistic characters in the | millennium BC. reflected the classification
of the animal world in nomadic societies.

Among the artistic images are stacked out the images of predators, which are among
the most common in the «animal style», due to their important role in the aesthetic and
ritual and mythological representation of the ancient nomads.

Unique information about the ancient art and worldview of the ancient tribes of Eurasia
was obtained as a result of excavations of burials with permafrost, found in the Altai (Berel,
Pazyryk burial grounds). They belong to the Pazyryk archaeological culture, which dates
from the V - Il centuries BC. According to Chinese sources, at that times this territory was
inhabited by tribes called Yuezhi. Another option for determining the ethnic characteristics
of mountain nomads was proposed by the ancient Greeks. Thus, the famous ancient
historian Herodotus located on the very edge of the ecumene, presumably here is being
talked about Altai, “guarding the gold” vultures and arimasp.

Considerable interest is the information that the builders of these mounds may have
created special conditions for the formation of permafrost in the gravel pit (Camawwes, 2011,
p. 10). It was important for them to protect the place of eternal sleep of their tribesman as
long as possible from the merciless and inevitable impact of time.
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Several burial mounds of the Berel necropolis differed in the greatest pomp of the
grave goods. Here, apparently, were buried the rulers of the tribe, who wandered in this
mountainous area. Many horses also accompanied them to the ancestral world. So, in
the mound #1, there were 17 horses, in the mound #11 13 horses, in the mound #10 10
horses. The heads of some horses, at the same time, were crowned with leather masks
with wooden horns of a mountain goat.

According to the author of the research of Berel's mounds Z. Samashev, wooden
models of horns mountain goats had the highest degree of symbolism among the burial
items of the mound 10 (Camawes, 2011, p. 131). The largest horns (out of the five
available) crowned the mask with the head of a horse of “own saddle”, which was also
distinguished by fiery-red suit. The choice of animal was not accidental, the mountain goat
is “the inhabitant of the heavenly peaks, a special sphere of space, accessible only to the
chosen, was interpreted as an attribute of the leader and a symbol of the sky” (Camawues,
2011, p. 132).

The excellent preservation of products made of bone, wood, leather, felt, due to the
presence of permafrost, made it possible, at a new, qualitative level, to study the culture of
the tribes of the early nomads.

«The horses, buried in the mounds of Berel, were mostly bridled and saddled. Their
equipment was made in the technique of bas-relief, around the sculpture, often these
techniques are combined.

The decoration of the details of the horses’ gear consists of images typical for the
Pazyryk decorative and applied art. For example, images of real representatives of the
fauna complex of Altai (horned ungulates - deer, elk, argali and various predators, as well
as birds, fish, etc.) and fictional characters, combining the specific features of several
natural animal prototypes and even with anthropomorphism features. In the decoration of
horse equipment, there is also a certain diversity of plant elements.

In the funeral decorations of horses, accompanying representatives of the elite of the
nomadic society, the principle of alienation maintained, in special cases, the principle of
giving each of them a special image of another animal or mythical creature. Details of the
ensemble of individual equipment formed a certain graphics series.

The factor of the presence of various animalistic images in the decoration of horse
equipment can be explained in different ways. For instance, a man’s (in life) daily,
ceremonial (or ritual) clothing (and a tattoo on the body) with images of strong, dexterous,
sacred and other animals were designed to provide eternal prosperity, transferring through
the magic of the positive properties of these animals. The same in the case of horses. They
must have fantastic properties of reincarnation to overcome possible obstacles along the
way to another kingdom, beginning other since the «rites of passage».

A significant part of the horse equipment decorations from the Berel mounds are the
images of syncretic creatures, represented by full figures or proteomes. Among them are
distinguished by the elegant manner of image transfer and magnificent technique three-
dimensional (two-component) figures in which the bodies are shown horizontally, with



tucked legs, and the added mane neck with the head in a perpendicular (relative to the
body) position. The tiger’s head of the creature is crowned with short twisted horns and
ears, the muzzle is short, the mouth is wide open (sometimes with the tongue), the eyes
are very expressive, strongly protruding. The tail with a rounded tip rests on the back. An
organically carved plank in the form of heads of birds of prey like an eagle or a vulture,
adjoined with a plant motif joined to the creature’s legs. These creatures do not belong
to the gryphons (Pydexko, 1953, p. 280, pic. 163), although sometimes they have wings,
they do not have a beak. They are not aggressive, on the contrary, they are attacked by
gryphons. Judging by the find in the second Pazyryk mound hryvnia with similar images,
they are characterized by protective functions (PydeHko, 1953, p. 133, pic. 79).

Let’s now turn to images of tormenting scenes represented on various products of
horse equipment from the Berel burial mounds, since this particular plot is one of the
dominant in the visual nomads’ arts (Koponbkosa, 2006, p. 129).

Full-figure torment scenes were carved by low-relief technique on two different-sized
rectangular plaques from mound No. 11, which apparently were decorations for saddle
accessories, like plates on the ends of springboards or under-tail belts fastening pillows
from the fifth Pazyryk mound (PydeHrko, 1953, p. 162, 212, pic. 99, 128). At the same time,
the rectangular shape and the presence of a border on these plaques resembles metal belt
plates of the “Hun-Sarmatia time” from Central Asia with scenes of torment. The plot itself
in style and technique is typical for Pazyryk (PydeHko, 1949, p. 22-23).

The scenes of torment by cat predator a herbivore animal on two products are made,
judging by the style and architectonics, by one master. Looking at the nature of the figures,
the ancient carver needed to show a “sacrificial image” of a noble deer on the flat surface
of the product, limited by a border, so that it looked more visible and weighty. The master
finds the right decision by placing a large animal figure diagonally on the plaque, directing
its head, planted on a neck raised sharply upwards, to the upper left corner, and the
powerful croup and the strongly hocked hindquarters of the hind leg turned out to the lower
right corner. Slightly pushed forward and angled front legs with sharp hooves close the
triangular space of the lower left corner. It should be noted that in many scenes of torment
in the monuments of the Pazyryk circle, the front legs of hoofed animals are transmitted
in such a manner, which suggests the existence of a stable canon in the interpretation
of the “victim” position. The horns of a deer are folded back along the upper edge of the
product; their short processes are shown only from one upper part of the trunk. On the
croup and shoulder area of the deer’s body are symbolic signs of circles and arcs. It has
an expressive almond-shaped eye, the long leaf-like ear and the lines of the mouth and
nostrils shown by laconic strokes. Another important element of the style of the image of a
deer is the rectangular curve of the hoof joint of the hindfoot in the inner side. Animals are
full of expression and drama.

Thus, the figure of a deer occupies a large half of the area on the surface of the plaque.
In the rest of triangular space from the upper right corner to the line of the back, neck and
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croup of the hoofed animal, the carver squeezes the figure of a tiger with an inverted croup
and raised back leg. The striped predator, as if in an “acrobatic” jump, clings to the mouth
of the ungulate’s neck, while balking on the deer’s withers with a powerful clawed paw of
the front leg. Its croup and the hind leg bent at an acute angle, just like that of the deer,
covers the free part of the upper right corner of the plaque so that it almost touches the tip
of the antler of the herbivore at the top with its paw.

The tiger has a silhouette figure (albeit twisted), showing only two legs. The twisted
tip of the tail of the beast, as if peeping out of the end of the back leg. On one of the two
plaques of a tiger, a slightly pointed ear with traces of a curl at the base and an almond-
oblong eye is better preserved. It is noteworthy that in both cases the size of the body of the
attacking predatory animal is much smaller than that of the herbivore and that their back
part of the body is equally twisted, but at the same time, some S-visibility is observed only
in feline figures. It should be noted that there are different approaches to the twisting of the
corps of animals in the visual monuments of the studied epoch. The appearance of this
motif in the art (as well as an animal curled into a ring) should nevertheless be associated
with the experience of observing the state of the fall of a wounded animal, while chasing it,
during a hunt. When a hoofed dog is hit, when falling at high speed, the hind legs always
rise for a moment, and the predatory animals, while falling, try to bite the injured spot and
at that moment it rolls into a ball. These observations of the behavior and habits of wild
animals, in artistic comprehension and processing, formed the basis for the creation of
images of animal figures in nomad art coiled up in a ring or with turned croup. Therefore
V.A. Korenyako, apparently, is partly right (KopeHsiko, 2002, p. 131—188). This concerns
the question of the origin of the idea itself, and not the interpretation and the time of origin
of the style. However, it is clear that the rules for reflecting the properties and natural
qualities of the beast (denotation) in the visual arts have their own laws (lMonudosuy, 2002,
p. 189), which must be considered. These problems often become objects of analysis in
recent research (lonudosuy, 2001, p. 256—-34; latdyyeHko, 2009, p. 94-98). In this regard,
we note the interesting work of  E.S. Bogdanov, where they are given earlier samples
(in the form of a table) from Inner Mongolia and China, which could have influenced the
formation of this image in the Central Asian nations. However, single materials cannot
serve as an argument in favor of finding out the sources of such influence. This question,
as well as the question of a possible all-Indo-Iranian mythological basis for the emergence
of the plot, remains debatable. The author himself admits the possibility of the emergence
of such ideas among different peoples and at different times (boedaHos, 2006, p. 36—38,
114, pic. 4).

Let return to the images on the plaques. Another interesting touch: the deer on these
scenes are shown with two front and one hind leg, which is not typical of the Pazyryk art
of Altai. The figure of a deer on the above-mentioned rectangular plate from barrow No.
10 is made in the same manner: two front legs strongly bent at the knees, a twisted body
and one back foot placed even over the horns. So, two identical scenes of tormenting a
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herbivore by a predator are skillfully carved out by an ancient artist and distinguished by
their magnificent architectonics of a composite solution. The limited plane of the wooden
plaquette is used very rationally for the embodiment of artistic methods of a particularly
popular plot connected with the mythological complex of the population of the region of the
historical period under study.

Consider another example. A golden-red horse (“H”) from barrow No. 11, qualified as
a horse of the “main saddle”, has an image of a tigrogryphon sticking into the chest of an
ungulate on a paddle tire. A syncretic creature in a realistic manner shows a typical tiger
torso in profile, the texture of striation with the help of a twisted thin wool thread, in the so-
called reverse seam technique. The character is horned and eared, but, most importantly,
endowed with a strongly curved beak of a bird of prey, rather a neck. Emphasize the eye.
«Tigrogryphon» in the interpretation of the head has some similarities with the image of a
predator on the famous felt application of a saddle from the First Pazyryk kurgan (lpsi3Hos,
1950, p. 83, pic. 37; description see.: lNonocbmak, bapkosa, 2005, p. 111, pic. 35), but is
more realistic in conveying some details. The predator’s pose is shown in a static manner,
characteristic of the images of some tiger figures on the well-known Ordos bronze plaques.
Placing the end of the long tail of the Berel tiger in a downward position hanging from the
withers is undoubtedly an innovative element, which is not typical (or uncharacteristic) for
the pictorial tradition of the Pazyryks. An object of attack, the “deer”, is also shown by a
rarely used pictorial device: its luxurious branched horns and head are placed in the full
face (as on some Huns), and the body is in a profile. Such an artistic technique as the
simultaneous fixation of the “profile-full face” state of one animalistic image on the felt
plane using the technique of appliqué and sewing, as well as combining different color
schemes requires a certain skill from the performer. The hoofed legs of an ungulate are
depicted thrown back and forth, in a dynamic state.

The unusual turn in the full face of the head of the deer and the excessive branching
of the deer horns and the special white tint on a red background suggests that it is a figure
of a horse in a deer mask.

The analyzed Berel scene of tormenting includes a number of new elements, more
characteristics of some pictorial monuments of the later periods.

The tire of this saddle at the edges is decorated with numerous wooden corrugated
pendants. Between the described scene of torment and grooved pendants, on both sides,
according to the principle of symmetry, there are five syncretic characters marching
towards each other. They are shown strictly in a profile, winged, horned, tailed and with
eyes. All figures are made on feeling in the technique of application, made up of multi-
colored pieces of feeling, sheathed on the edges of the twisted thread. The saddle decor
used several color shades: red, white, light brown, dark brown, golden.

Of interest is the pendant from horse equipment, consisting of one full-fledged dynamic
figure of a feline predator and a fragmentary image of a syncretic creature associated
with the idea of harrowing. In order to inscribe them in the outline of the general system
of things, the carver uses a very laconic and ingeniously simple technique, placing their
heads in opposite directions, and to show the act of torment he turned the head of the cat
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predator back, where the head of the syncretic creature with horns and thereby creating
a streamlined composition with a rectangular outline. This is a serial suspension. Another
pendant with the image of a polymorphic creature biting its own tail with a triangular brush
at the end is close in architecture to that described above.

The subject of torment is reflected in a large series of items of horse equipment from
Berel burial mounds, representing a neoplasm consisting of a combination of content
elements of various images: the beak of a predatory bird and the horned head of a
herbivore. Among them are three-dimensional and low-relief specimens, as well as large,
in two projections: they adorned the psalms, headband, chest strap or tailpiece. In this
case, we are not dealing with “zoological transformations”, but with pars pro toto, which is
common in the world view and in the artistic work of the ancients and the principle of partial
magic. They are semantically related to the above ideas...

In the context of the disclosure of the content of plots of struggle in the pictorial
monuments of the Pazyryk culture, the thought of D.A. Machinsky, according to which
it is precisely the struggle of the Arimasps (living according to the ancient myth about
Ripeev-Altai, in the locality of Gesklifron - the «closure of the earth», the «golden current of
Pluto» and having from birth the «one eye on the noble brow») with vultures ( the mystical
guardians of the sacred metal - gold, correlated with the devouring and all-generating
divine elements of fire and the sun, a source of grace and royal power) «becomes part
of the basic myth of Scythia, embodied in products (often gold) of the» animal style «,
baked smoldering and glorifies the image of life as a perpetual motion through the torment
and suffering, as the fierce fighting, predominantly struggle on the outer plane - from the
changing seasons to ethnic and social conflicts» (MayuHckud, 1997, p. 86—87).

Among the images of syncretic creatures, a special place belongs to polymorphic
creatures with anthropozoo-ornithomorphic traits, imprinted on the felt tire of one of the
saddles in barrow No. 10. Eight winged creatures, four on each side of the saddle, follow
each other in a string. The winged creature, with the body of a feline predator and with
four legs, with clawed legs directed forward, is the main image of the composition. The
tail is interpreted in a peculiar way, in the form of short, curved, flame-shaped processes
growing from one root. The most remarkable element of the artistic image of the creature
is the strictly shaped head of a bearded anthropomorphus, surmounted by the sickle-
shaped horns of a mountain goat and a small, but expressive ear. The eye and nose are
clearly visible, and you can see the line of the mouth with a close examination. The dual
nature of the creature is emphasized by the fact that the back half of the body is colored
red and the front half blue. Such color opposition is apparently not accidental. It can be
assumed that the front part of the body, marked by blue celestial color and the presence of
celestial and high-altitude elements - the wing and horns, symbolizes the most significant
sacred spheres of representations, and the back half of the body of a creature with a red
tint is earthly. At the same time, a horse saddle tire, placed side by side, contains a similar
composition of a string of roosters, in which the wings and the rear part have a red color.

The human head with horns and ears of a mountain goat in the creature in question,
in the light of the hypothesis of zoomorphic transformations, can be interpreted not as a



simple transformation of the predator’s image, but as a mask image: not a person has an
animal body, but perhaps a beast has a human mask.

It is interesting in this connection to note the image of a creature from the Issyk burial
ground in Zhetysu that is quite close in iconographic and semantic relations. Here, in one
of the kurgans, two silver buckles-buckles were found, decorated in the form of a profile
figure of an anthropozomorphic creature: a winged feline and caudate predator has a
bearded mustache head in a Greek-Bactrian general’s helmet with bull horns on its crown.
It is curious that the Egyptians depicted in the 2nd century AD, god with a falcon head
Horus in the robe of a Roman colonel (Mambe, 1956, tab. XXXIl). It is possible that in this
case, as in Berel, the predatory animal is masked incompletely by a bearded man in a
horned helmet, and not vice versa.

Continuing the review of finds related to horse equipment, one cannot but note one
decoration, rather, a saddle tire from barrow No. 11, in the form of a winged horse in a
mask with goat horns. This is a fragment of a multi-figure composition (possibly built on
the principle of symmetry). It is made by knitting technique from woolen double twisted
threads. Of interest is also the technique of execution. The product is polychrome, two
colors are used in the decoration - bright brown and green. The whole figure of the animal
is made of bright brown threads. A green colored thread was also used to emphasize such
informative elements as the eye, strands of the mane, feathering of the wings, shoulder
blade and croup.

The neck shows a smooth mane, decorated with elongated, leaf-shaped and short
arcuate figures. Directly on the neck itself, in the lower part of it, there is a long strand of
the mane, which ends in a curl, in the center of which there is a circle of green threads.

It has been knitted by alternating lines. At the bottom of the neck and the bottom of the
wing, at the bottom of the neck, at the bottom of the neck, and at the bottom of the neckline.
Resembling a small wing. It was made up of four short rows that worked out. Loops of
bright brown color. On all four limbs, under-triangular protrusions are marked hock joints.
The knee joints are marked. The tail is long, complete with a brush.

On the mane, apparently, there is a headband, decorated with two figures, marked with
green threads. Wings are wonderfully worked out. Of interest are large points located along
the entire length of the upper part of the wing. The image under study deserves special
attention since in this case, we are dealing with the procedure of the secondary artistic
embodiment of the image of a horse already transformed, intended for the “transition”
ritual. Next, to this product, a fragmentary head of an elk was found, made of the same
wool thread using a similar technology, which may indicate the existence of a single
complex composition that decorated a saddle tire.

The images of red deer and elk among the artistically designed products occupy a
worthy place, especially those that are made in the three-dimensional version and are
designed to decorate the most important parts of horse furnishings. The images of these
animals are certainly present as elements of the transformation on products with images of
syncretic creatures and in other forms of so-called zoological transformations.
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One of the mysterious images used by the Pazyryk masters for the realization of
their artistic ideas is the rooster. Probably, the unusual natural qualities of the rooster -
multi-colored body and scallops, ability to sing in specific daily cycles and other features
predetermined the emergence and popularity of his image, in mythology and in the pictorial
activities of various peoples. The images of the rooster known in the monuments of the
Pazyryk culture of Altaic, including tattoos, are quite diverse (PydeHko, 1960, p. 261-263;
Kyb6apes, llynbea, 2007, p. 162, pic. 9, 10). In the second Pazyryk Kurgan, this motif is
leading in the decoration of women'’s clothing (PydeHko, 1953, p. 296). In Berel kurgan
number 8, the handle of a small bronze mirror is framed in the form of a rooster figurine.

The nature of the mythological image of the rooster is initially ambivalent: along with
the ability to see the first dawn and to announce with its cry the advent of the day cycle,
with connection to the sun and the fiery element, fecundity, femininity, protective functions
and others, it symbolizes death and darkness, as well as the resurrection from dead and
reincarnation. Therefore, his image is usually considered in the context of modeling the
entire life-death-new birth complex (Cokonos, 1997, p. 310). It is in this context that,
apparently, the image of a rooster is presented on applications of tires of two saddles from
kurgan No. 10. The analysis of the techniques and style of the artistic embodiment of this
image is the subject of another study.

The smallness of the presence of an ichthyomorphic image in the art of Pazyryk
S. I. Rudenko explained simply: the negligible role of fisheries in their economy (PydeHko,
1960, p. 260). However, this seemingly clearly “non-prestigious” image for the nomad, for
some reason, is consistently present in art and ideology among many nomadic peoples
throughout the entire belt of Eurasian steppes, starting from early Saka time (YepHukos,
1965, p. 39; Cugunov, Parzinger, Nagler, 2006, tab. 3,4, Nawroth, 2007, p. 318-328).
Naturally, the water sphere and its inhabitants gave rise to people in ancient times, various
associations and mythical representations, which were reflected in their religion and artistic
creation. In the mound number 11, a saddle suspension was found of several pieces of the
thinnest felt interconnected by neat seams. On the sides, there are three pairs of fins. The
image is identified as highly stylized taimen or burbot. If the horse was given the image of
a fantastic bird, designed to bring the soul of the deceased to another world, then the fish,
perhaps, could help overcome the obstacles in the path created by the water element.
Moreover, the river, especially in the mountains, in the mythological consciousness was
the connecting road between the spheres of the universe. The bridle of one of the horses in
the kurgan number 10 is decorated with small pendants in the form of stylized fish figures...

Thus, the magnificent patterns of artistic culture we have examined, associated with
a complex system of funeral commemoration rites, demonstrate, on the one hand, the
high level of skill of ancient carvers and artists and a specific reflection in them of the
mythopoetic way of thinking, religious beliefs and the whole worldview».

and ubiquitous process of turkization. The ethnic look is changing, but due to the
preservation of the same environmental conditions and the way of doing business,
the worldview, cults and rituals could not change drastically.

The Turkic world has been formed over many millennia and archaeological monuments
discovered throughout the steppe Eurasia speak of this in the first place. The analogies
that are currently scattered in time and linking different historical periods and different
regions on the world map can only be explained by taking into account the historical path
traversed by the Turkic peoples.

The region of the world created by the Turks is striking in its length: during its history,
they settled in a space of up to 10 thousand kilometers in a straight line. This is an example
of one of the epoch-making explorations of new spaces, among which only a few other
large-scale movements of people can be equated (Kagbipbaes, 1995, p. 50).

Geographically, the region of the Turkic world originally comprised the territory from the
Black to the Yellow Sea, from the Siberian taiga to the deserts of Central Asia and Eastern
Turkestan (Xyaskos, Tabangues, 2009, p. 21).

The traditions of the first Turkic kaganates were later inherited by the Uyghur kaganat,
the Kyrgyz states on the Upper Yenisei, the Kimak and the Kypchaks on the Irtish, the
Bulgarian state and the Khazar kaganate in the Volga region and the North Caucasus.
Indicative of the strength of the impulse given by the ancient Turks. Even after the collapse
of the first states, a single literary language and writing, fashion in material culture, a single

I n the 1st centuries AD, on the territory of the steppe zone of Eurasia begins an active
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socio-political nomenclature continued to exist (KnswTtopHbii, CyntaHos, 2004, p. 88).

An outstanding example of Turkic culture is epigraphic monuments. The following
centers of initial dissemination of the runic writing in the early Middle Ages have
distinguished: Eastern Europe, Southern Siberia, Mongolia, Central Asia. According to I.L.
Kyzlasov, the process of writing among Turkic-speaking peoples correlates with the stages
of building statehood, that is, for the territory of Central, Central Asia and southern Eastern
Europe - with the addition of a number of states that emerged from the remnants of the
Western and First Turkic Kaganates (Kbizanacos, 1994, p. 220).

The oldest surviving epigraphic monument of the era of the First Turkic Kaganate is
the Bugut stele (Central Mongolia). The inscription was made in Sogdian language and
tells about the first thirty years of the existence of the Turkic state. The own Turkic letter,
according to the researchers, appeared no later than the first half of the 7th century, and
was well adapted for scratching on wood or stone (KnsawTopHbii, CaBuHoB, 2005, p. 160).

According to A.M. Shcherbak, Turkic writing was originally “elitist, designed to meet the
needs of the major figures of the Eastern Khaganate in presenting its history, political and
social conflicts and events of its own life” (Lep6ak, 2001, p. 41).

The most significant epigraphic monuments of the ancient Turks continue to be steles,
erected in honor of Bilge-kagan and his brother Kul-tegin in 732-735, as well as their
adviser Tonyukuk, delivered shortly after 716 (Central Mongolia). The texts are a unique
source of history and a culture of the ancient Turks, reveal the process of formation of
statehood. The history has preserved for posterity the name of the author of these texts,
which are also an outstanding literary work. Their creator is Yolyg-tegin, the first author in
the history of Turkic literature, whom we know by name (KnswTtopHbii, CaBuHos, 2005,
p. 165).

In addition to such state-of-the-art state-level inscriptions, the history also preserved
epitaph-inscriptions on rocky surfaces in Siberia, Mongolia, Altai, and Tien-Shan. Such
a narrow use of writing for inscriptions in honor of deceased noble people, apparently,



was not accidental. These inscriptions were to be preserved in time and were associated,
apparently, with the cult of heroic ancestors. Apparently, therefore, in one of the inscriptions
(The Selenge stone, Mongolia, middle of the VIII century), the Uyghur khan Moyun-Chur
calls his letters and signs thousand-year and countless days: “There, | told my own
thousand-year and countless days (eternal) letters and signs to cut on a flat stone (by:
Awmanxonos, 2003, p. 7). From this point of view, it is possible to explain the content
of many inscriptions, which tells about the military exploits committed by the deceased
person. War was conceived in the ancient Turkic society as the most important activity of
a man.

Also, runic inscriptions are found on the surface of various objects used by a person
in everyday life - bow linings, mirrors and spinner. On this basis, it can be concluded that
there is a widespread of writing among ordinary people (KnawTtopHbiii, CaBuHoB, 2005, p.
166).

The decision of the origin of the Turkic writing is still waiting in the wings. Findings of
the previous time show the experience of creating writing in the population of the Great
Steppe. The discovery in the Issyk mound became widely known, where the leader of the
Saka tribe, the famous Golden Man, was buried, a silver mirror with twenty-six runic letters
made in an unknown language, the manner of writing the letters being similar to the Turkic
one. The author of the excavation, K.A. Akishev was of the opinion that the Saka tribes
Zhetysu alphabet was invented on the basis of any of the existing scripts, most likely,
Aramaic (Akuwes, 1978, p. 74).

A more representative collection of writing samples was discovered during the
excavations of the site of ancient settlement Kultobe, located in the south of our country.
The monument is located in the middle reaches of the river Syrdarya and refers to the
period of existence of the state Kangyuy (2nd century BC - 4th century AD). During the
period from 1992 to 2017 were found 14 fragments and two almost complete texts of

Kultobe letters. The texts are put on ceramic table bricks, the total number of fully and
partially traced marks are 441, they are decorated in 62 lines. Signs were applied on
raw clay before roasting by drawing (sometimes squeezing or teething), then the bricks
were slightly dried. Signs were arranged line by line right-left and top-down. The nature
of the application of signs, their parameters, the presence of various “handwriting”, the
quantitative composition of the paleolinguistics material made it possible to conclude that
this letter was compiled by professionals and could be practiced for a long time. According
to linguists, the Kultobe letter is a sample of the earliest to date text written in Aramaic
epigraphy in the Old Georgian language in Central Asia. “The Kultobe texts contain:
names of regions, states, large urban centers (possessions) of Middle (Central) Asia of
the 1st centuries AD: Nakhsheb, Samarkand, Kesh, Chach, Bukhara (some of which are
mentioned for this time for the first time); personal names, titles of ancient rulers (including
military ones: “army leader”, “commander”); social terms («people», «people of tents» -
nomads); government terms («sovereign», «treasury», «jewelry»); service words; fixing
historical events of regional scale and local actions of local rulers (on the basis of urban
centers), and other.” (MoaywwkuH, 2018).

The epoch of the Golden Horde is dated by numerous treasures of coins found during
excavations of fortifications of southern Kazakhstan. A number of them also contain
various things; among them, it is necessary to mention women’s jewelry, which is often the
masterpieces of jewelry. The Sairam treasure was discovered during the clearing of the
tandoor; it consisted of a bracelet, rings, earrings, and their fragments, plaques, buttons,
metal bars, pearls, processed stones, various scraps and coins. All items of gold. Things
were folded into a cloth knot, traces of the fabric of which were imprinted on the coins.
Nearby, also in the tandoor, was a treasure of 2,600 silver coins (bataHaes, 2013, p. 94).

Saukele is the bride’s traditional headdress. It was dressed
during the wedding ceremony and a while after the marriage
the young women had been wearing on celebrations and
holidays.

The headdress is made of dark red velvet, in the shape of a
truncated cone. The upper part of the headdress is framed
with a metal insert made of yellow metal. It is decorated
with zoomorphic and vegetative patterns designed in the
engraving technique. In the central part are inserted 22
stones in the rimming.

The end of the cone is crowned with a circle made up of
metal plaques located close to each other. Its surface is also
decorated with eight stones in rimming. On the skeleton
of the cone, zoomorphic-floral stamped metal plates are
sewn. Under them are sewn figure plates with inserts of
corals, fastened in rimming as well. Edge of Saukele is
trimmed with fur. The fur is decorated with small metal
plaques, creating a fringe feel. In addition to Saukele, there
are two long blades of dark red velvet - Jaktau, attached
on the sides. They are also decorated with zoomorphic and
floral patterns and coral beads. The top of the headdress
is covered with a scarf. It is decorated on top with a dark
red velvet ribbon, covered with embroidered floral patterns.
The edge of the scarf is encrusted with a golden fringe.

Kobyz, also kyl-kobyz is the Kazakh national stringed
musical instrument. Its legendary creator is the progenitor
of the Oguz Turks — Korkut Ata.

Kobyz has a bucket-shaped body, a short arcuate neck,
a large flat head and consists of a double-hemisphere
hollowed, covered with a bubble with a handle attached
at the top. Two strings are made of horsehair. The double
calyx of the resonator reflects the Tengrian worldview of
nomads - the creators of kobyz, which symbolize dawn and
sunset, and two strings - the top and bottom of the universe.
Kobyz made from a single piece of wood. This is one of
the oldest methods of making musical instruments in the
history of mankind, and it is not at all due to technical
backwardness or the lack of metal devices. According to
the ancient beliefs of many nations, only in a single piece
of wood will a living singing soul be preserved, which will be
sounded in the instrument.

Baskur - a patterned, weaved braid for the decoration of
a yurt, as well as for the outer fastening of the joints with
kerege. The length of the baskur should be sufficient to fit
around the yurt. The usual width is 20-30 cm, but there
are ribbons up to 45 cm. The richness of this decor speaks
about the status of the owner of the house, therefore, it
was possible to meet not only one but two or even three
baskures among wealthy Kazakhs. In the interior, they
girded the edge of the dome and, along with shashak bau
(hanging patterned ribbons with tassels), gave the room
an elegant look. They also served to tighten together the
individual sections of the lattice - the skeleton base of the
yurt. Thus, baskur served not only as a decorative, but also
an important constructive role in the installation of the yurt.
In this case, it was called “Baskur-keregebas”.

The ribbons are decorated with a complex ornament, which
skillfully combines floral and geometric elements.

features of the history and culture of the peoples inhabiting it are most clearly

displayed. The history of this vast region has many major milestones, thanks to
which a unique cultural unity has been formed here. Synthesis of cities and steppes, the
presence of various natural zones, different forms of economic activity, the polar worldviews
of activity like nomadism and agriculture, a special geographical position between East
and West are present, all of which led to the extraordinary flourishing of the region and its
formation cultural identity for a long time ago. Thus, the confident technique and manner
characteristic for the zergers (masters) of Central Asia are the results of a long and rich
history.

It is not by chance that the largest number of items in the collection are women’s
jewellery. The special role of women in traditional society, as the giver of life and custodian
of traditions, involved special measures to ensure its security. Apparently, therefore, the
first information about the costume of the population of the steppe Eurasia, which we have,
belonging to the Bronze Age, refers to the female. Any vintage women'’s costume is striking
in its beauty, good thought-out details and cut. The image of a woman in the society of that
time became the focus of ideas about beauty.

Many pieces of jewelry in the collection belong to the elements of the costume of the
bride. The costume of the bride was a clear confirmation of the wealth of the family and

social status. It is not just a matter of material well-being and the demonstration of wealth
was understood more deeply and was perceived as a symbol of prosperity, good luck,
happiness, which the bride’s family possessed. The weight of the jewellery could reach
up to 10 kilograms. A complete set of the bride in the 19th — early of the 20th centuries
included braid and chest decorations, earrings, bracelets, rings. If adolescent girls wore
only parts of this kit, then at the age of 15-16 they were fully worn (Kasaxckas TpagmumnoH-
Has KynbTypa..., 2008, p. 37).

An important aspect of the reading of the text of the traditional costume is the zonal
placement of jewellery. The costume in the traditional ideology was understood as a
microcosm, therefore practically every object in its design was intended for structuring -
horizontal, vertical.

Almost all the details of decorating a traditional costume had a specific location. Metal
products thus created a kind of protective equipment, which provided security for the
most vulnerable places. Of particular importance was the horizontal structuring. This idea
was also reproduced in verbal designation, therefore the origin of the names of many
ornaments is associated with the names of the corresponding parts of the body.

The ornament of many nations is characterized by the use of the simplest geometric
figures as circle, square, triangle; in combination, they create countless options. Despite
the fact that floral ornament is the leading method of decorating the surface in the Kazakh
jewellery art, geometric elements play an important role in the architectonics of jewellery.
They appear as a kind of carcass, the basis for the creation of the subject. The shape of
the circle, the triangle, the square has the details of the decorations. And the decorations
themselves, the elements in the design of its surface: castes for fastening stones, inserts,
cuts and so on. If we recall that the costume and the decorations are an integral part of i,
was conceived in the traditional ideology as the personification of the microcosm, then we
can poetically assume that the world was reproduced with the help of geometric symbols,
but something else was needed, for example like here, plant elements.

The predominant use of geometric elements, preferences in technology (granulation,
gilding), the creation of surface texture from a combination of various granular inserts and
deep smooth background, determined the bright originality of the products of Western
Kazakhstan masters. The use of the properties of stones, while taking into account their
size, shape, colour, active participation of the background in the creation of surface
texture, love for small details, this is the main thing that distinguishes the work of masters
of other artistic traditions. Colour plays such a significant role in the work of the zergers
(jewellery masters) of the south, that even the metal itself, thanks to the technique of
enamel, acquires characteristics that are not peculiar to it when its surface becomes red,
blue or green.



But common features undoubtedly play a major role in the perception of Kazakh
jewellery art. This is a major monumental form, clearly readable decor, simplicity and one
planned ornament, the use of coloured stones, the lack of excessive granularity (Toxtaba-
eBa, 2005, p. 138).

The tireless work of the zergers (jewellery masters) of the past in the creative
transformation of the world is impressive. Each item that can be seen on the pages of the
catalogue was made in certain traditions. There were unwritten rules within which it was
possible to carry out activities. And at the same time, the masters tried to bring something
new into the already established canons. This is the great strength of the tradition when the
new was created taking into account the previous centuries-old experience.

«An analysis of the functions of Kazakh jewelry related to customs, rituals, and religious
beliefs is one of the important aspects of studying the spiritual culture of the Kazakhs.
In addition to the aesthetic and practical purposes of traditional women’s jewelry in the
19th - early of the 20th century performed ritual, magic-religious functions, as well as
territorial, property and gender-age differences... Perhaps the most ancient layer in the
semiotic structure of jewelry is the magic-religious basis, dating back to deep antiquity.
Even in the Neolithic era, ornaments made of bones, teeth, animal tusks, all kinds of shells,
etc., appear, designed to give their master strength, dexterity of the beast, to protect it
from possible attacks and ills. The positive perception of the magical value of products
contributed to their aesthetic understanding and translation into a decorative plane.
Jewelry made of metal, partially replaced in the 17th — 8th centuries BC, ornaments from
the «natural», as if borrowed their magical value. So far, especially among older Kazakh
women, there has been a number of superstitious ideas associated with traditional jewelry.
According to informants, wearing silver bracelets protects from fear, nightmares. With the
help of jewelry, you can successfully recover from diseases, for which you need to order
the master a spectacular piece of jewelry specifically designed to divert the disease. It is
necessary to wear a decoration until someone, having admired, asks for it. Respondents
believe that by giving this product, they thereby get rid of the disease. A pregnant woman
also, with the aim of facilitating childbirth, promises, after a happy outcome, to give some
of her own jewelry that her friends and relatives like.

There are other circumstances in which you need to buy off decorations. Thus, for
example, women in rural areas, having come with gifts for the festival of kyryk kun shygaru,
organized on the occasion of the performance of a child of 40 days, have the right to ask
the mother or mother-in-law any traditional decoration. Although the hostess and hide
jewelry, the appellant usually know them before you. They are afraid to refuse, because
it is believed that the insult or grief of the guests may result in the death of the child. The
presented gift is regarded as a kind of payment for the life and health of the newborn...
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Jewelry production is also given magical powers. So, in V. Yeraliev of the Mangystau
district of the Atyrau region, the sons and daughters-in-law of the famous (now deceased)
jeweler Zhurasov Zhubanazar (1912—1986), as well as fellow villagers told how the mental
ill recovered in their arms, holding the blacksmith mechs (kasietti zat) in their arms for one
hour, healed them. Respondents cited other examples when the mechs were delivered
from various ailments, helped by childbirth. Mechs are considered sacred, they are
protected, they cannot be stepped over. They also talked about the fact that the jeweler,
before starting a new job, must have silently touched furs for some time.

Thus, the products and tools of jewelry production in a number of life situations appear
either as amulets, gifts and wages, then, as will be said below, the distinctive sign, the
source of cleansing, curative, protective, producing power. It is clear that jewelry in the
traditional life of the Kazakhs was attached great importance, which, I think, is due not so
much to their material value as to their magical value.

Decoding the semantic side of Kazakh jewelry reveals a whole system of various
magical representations. The whole structure of the jewel was given a semantic meaning:
its shape, details, material and ornament. It is interesting to note that individual artistic
motives, as well as material, are multivalued, polysemantic. Conversely, the same concepts
have a different graphic embodiment. Special functions were endowed with the material:
stones, silver, «natural». Inserts of stones are called Kazakhs tas (stone) or koz (eye).
Such a metaphor is by no means accidental since the stones inserted into the jewelry
were interpreted by the people as an all-seeing guarding eye and endowed with protective
properties, as well as speckled beads, chased «eyex» pattern...

According to the ideas of the Kazakhs, the carnelian protects against the evil eye and
pearls heal the thorn, and amber - goiter, coral protects from damage, slander and at the
same time contributes to the life’s good, turquoise brings happiness, etc. This stone in a
silver frame was also used in this capacity among Caucasian Nogais (ladxuesa, 1981,
p. 180), Uzbeks (boposHa, 1975, p. 293) and others. The addiction to mother of pearl is
probably connected with the cult that existed in traditional life The moon So, many older
women explained their sympathy for mother of pearl by the fact that it contains a particle
of moonlight. With the idea of the magical qualities of nacre is connected, apparently, the
custom of Tana tagu, common in southern Kazakhstan. The essence of this custom is that
if a woman gives someone else’s child the mother-of-pearl tan badge, then the parents
of the child must give a small feast with the donor’s invitation or bring her meat treats. It
was convenient to use this custom at the moment of employment by some important and
laborious work, for example, weaving. According to A.A. Divaev, the positive role of stones
was also reflected in Kazakh signs: to find coral, pearls in a dream, meant that the house
would not leave abundance (Juseaes, 1901, p. 60).

The magical properties of stones, apparently, extended to their imitations: glass, paste.
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In addition to carnelian, most West Kazakhstan ornaments are decorated with red paste
and glass with black or red coloring. Red color at the same time symbolizes fire, the sun,
vital force. At the same time, the red color was endowed with protective properties, so
it was customary to hang a piece of red velvet at the head of the child’s cradle, which
protected the child from the “evil tongue”. Black is also used as a talisman, which will be
discussed below.

According to the ideas of the Kazakhs, silver had a cleansing and magical property,
from which jewelery was mainly made. According to popular belief, it was considered a
dream of silver to be a foreshadowing of wealth. Silver is an indispensable attribute of the
ritual associated with bathing a forty-day-old child. Salt, astragalus, a ring and silver coins
with the words balanin kuni kumistey zharyk bolsyn were usually thrown into the water -
let the days of the child be light as silver. Silver also had the same magical significance
among the Mongols: «... while worshiping lakes from the coastal cliffs, silver and Khadaki
are thrown into the water» (lomaHuH, 1881, p. 94).

The Kazakhs also endowed the “naturals” with apotropaic power, which obviously
represented the most ancient forms of amulets. Astragalus, bundles of sheep and camel
wool were used as a talisman, which is of particular interest, since it can be associated
with a remnant of totemistic ideas from ancient times: the cult of a ram, a camel and their
magical power can be traced in the oral and poetic works of the Kazakh people, in folk
customs and beliefs (TypcyHos, 1973, p. 47-51, ApebiH6aes, 1975, p. 194).

The head, claws, and feathers of the eagle owl were recognized as “strong” amulets.
A stylized ornamented image of an owl’s head is often reproduced by silver plaques and
buckles from composing leather belts. For the purpose of protection, bundles of feathers of
an eagle owl were tied up to the cradle, necks of young cattle, sewn onto children’s clothes,
wall tus kiiz carpets and made of them sultans for almost all types of headgear, and also
tied them to the dombra to protect the akyn from the evil eye. Feathers of owl feathers as
a talisman are also used by Kyrgyz (Abpam3soH, 1978, p. 58), Uzbeks (CasoHosa, 1970,
p. 132) and Turkmen (Bacunwesa, 1986, p. 184),i.e. P. Vasilyeva (Bacunbesa, 1986, p.
192), among the peoples of deshtikipchak origin, whereas the sedentary Central Asian
peoples were endowed with pheasant, peacock, and rooster sacral properties, which is
also confirmed by N.G. Borosny’s data. (boposHa, 1975, p. 283-284).

By virtue of their magical significance, the bundles of feathers of the eagle ow! were
figuratively equated with the material equivalent in the wedding ceremony. So, for example,
matchmakers as uki were presented to the parents of the bride a ram and money, uki was
applied to the headdress of the bride (Kynbmypa u 6bim..., 1967, p. 222). In addition, the
matchmakers gave the bride earrings, after which she was considered already captured,
en taryp kettik, Uki taryp kettik.

The eagle owl’s claws, which were tied to the cradle, were distributed as amulets,
and the headdresses, children’s and girls’ camisoles decorated in silver, decorated the
headgear. The eagle owl’s claw as a talisman was also used by the Kyrgyz (Abpam3oH,
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1978, p. 58) the Uzbeks (boposHa, 1975, p. 284). The elements in the form of the bird’s
claw are integral parts of the child’s jewelry-charm gush dyrnak and at the yomuts of
Khorezm (Bacunbeea, 1986, p. 188). But of particular interest is the Kazakh version of
Uki Ayak, since it uses a pair of claws (in a silver frame). modeled by a fork (scroll up), in
which one can see the plastic expression of semantic oppositions. The fact is that the ow!
was interpreted by the Kazakhs in a dual way. On the one hand, she was perceived as a
representative of evil forces ([Jueaes, 1901, p. 54) and therefore was considered capable
of counteracting negative phenomena, since evil, by assigning it to its rank, does not cause
anything bad to the one who possesses it. On the other hand, the owl is deified. «Amulets
from the feathers and legs of an owl! write R. Karutz, are particularly difficult to obtain, since
the owl does not shoot, considering it to be a sacred bird» (Kapymu, 1910, p. 78). Belief
in the protective qualities of birds and their images dates back to very ancient times. The
birds symbolized the fertilizing and purifying power of the sun.

In the same form as Uki Ayak, the metal pendants of the stick of the Muslim preacher
Asai-Musai, acquired in Almaty oblast, are modeled (Abpam3oH, 1978, p. 187). Perhaps
the connection of these art forms is not accidental and has a common semantic basis.
A similar idea is associated with the snake in the Kazakhs, although the totemic base is
not excluded here (TypcyHos, 1973, p. 56-58). Cowrie shells, called zhylan bas (snake’s
head), are also considered an effective talisman, sewn to a children’s costume, tied to a
cradle. As Turkic shells, all the Turkic-speaking peoples of Asia are used (Bacunbesa,
1986, p. 190). The image of a snake is reproduced in almost all types of Kazakh applied
art: felted, woven, embroidered products.

On the other hand, cowrie shells are often present as decorative decorations on bibs
and braid ornaments. In this case, their role is reduced, apparently, not only to the security
function but also to the producing one. According to researchers (Bacunbesa, 1986, p.
194, YecHos, 1976, p. 185), in the primitive representation of the snake and the cowry shell
symbolized the feminine principle, fertility ideas and at the same time were interpreted as
the patroness of childbearing and children.

Miracle stones, often framed in silver and used as pendants and buttons, were endowed
with miraculous power, bringing well and prosperity. Especially prized bones brought from
Mecca. Here, probably, we are faced with a relict form of animism. The cult of the sacred
tree existed throughout Kazakhstan until recently. On the magic tree near the healing
springs, it is still possible to see cloth scraps left by people for good luck. At the beginning
of this century, by tradition, the Kazakhs confirmed the oath or truthfulness of the words
with a broken branch of a tree. (Queaes, 1901, p. 58).

The idea of the protective properties of the tree (archa, hawthorn, pomegranate) from
which amulets were made existed among the Turkmen (Bacunwesa, 1986, p. 191, 192).
According to the ideas of the Kazakhs, the ceramic buttons with silver-colored buttons,
often of brown and black colors, prevented the evil influence of evil forces. The semantic
meaning of ceramic buttons, apparently connected with the image of a snake, has



very ancient roots: it is probably the magical nature that can probably explain the mass
distribution among the Egyptians in the 5th — 3rd millennium BC, ceramic beads, despite
the presence of many gems. (KuHk, 1976).

Even simple stones from the Kazakhs were endowed with a security function. Until
now, in their declining years, women, instead of ornaments, hang black stones to their
braids. Seven black stones are placed in a woven knot or bag and tied to the neck of
livestock, has hung from the cradle and at the door of the house. A Kazakh and other
Central Asian people are wearing a bracelet made of speckled black and white Qazdi
beads (eye bracelet) on their hands. According to informants, black stones protect against
evil and whites attract well. The echo of primitive dualism can be seen in such stability
of the selection of opposite colors, which can also be traced in ornaments, in particular,
in Western Kazakhstan, characterized by a dual system of component parts, decorative
elements (MbiHxacaposea, 1978, p. 106). As a rule, among the Kazakhs, the number of
suspensions to products is reduced to sacral numbers (7, 9).

In traditional Kazakh jewelery, with the exception of special amulets, amulets and
talismans, the protective-benevolent and protective function are veiled, since in jewelery
magic value was erased over time, and more and more attention was paid to the decorative
side.

For convenience, we conditionally divide jewelry into three groups: products that
performed (directly or indirectly) mainly the protective function; decorations, wishes, and
products that perform the producing function. In addition to the aesthetic, silver jewelry
such as tumarsha, koltyksha, boi tumar, inside of which was placed a paper prayer from
the Koran and the above-described natural, were placed in a direct apotropaic function.
In addition to the amulets (objects) inserted inside, the form of jewelry was endowed with
magical power: tubular, triangular. Brooches, pendants, temples, any shred of fabric with
naturals inside, having a triangular shape, are endowed with protective force.

The triangular form, perceived in traditional life as a talisman, is endowed by the
Kazakhs with a sacral property, the original meaning of which was reduced, obviously, like
in other nations, to ideas about the sunbeam, female fertility, as well as to profane ideas
about the vertical structure of the world. On the rectangular amulets, the Tumarsha and
Koltyksha often engrave the sayings from the Koran or the formula “Glory to Allah”.

The Kazakhs consider earrings as the earliest talisman, and therefore women wear
them all their lives, only the form is complicated or simplified. In traditional life, earrings
are still the most desirable jewelry, and a ring is necessary. Significant is the fact that they
remove all the jewelry from the deceased and untie the braids, leaving only the earrings,
as it is believed that otherwise, a snake will crawl through the ears. If you need to remove
the earrings, then you certainly need to tear the earlobes...

The magical nature of the Kazakh earrings is enhanced by symbolism. Their parts are
shaped like snakes, peaks, suns, months, spirals. Apparently, it is not by chance that the
patterns in the form of earrings and triangular amulets present in woven products are still
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interpreted by the older generation as charms.

Belief in the magical and cleansing power of rings and rings, starting, as L.A.
Chvyr, from the Vedic Indians and ending with the modern Persians, is a general Asian
phenomenon (Yebipb, 1977, p. 98). Every Kazakh woman should still wear a ring or ring,
otherwise, the food prepared by her will be considered unclean. For Kazakhs, there is
even a saying about Tamak Adal Bolu Ushin, Kolda Zhuzik Bolu Kerek - for the food to
be clean, you must have a ring on your hands. In the submission of the Kazakhs, rings
cannot be worn on the middle finger and little finger, otherwise one of the loved ones will
die. It was with a cleansing and well-wishing purpose, as was said, that a silver ring was
thrown into the water for bathing a forty-day-old child. Parallel examples with rings exist
in the Tajiks (Ysbipb, 1977, p. 98). Kazakhs have rings and rings (sometimes there are
about 100) - an indispensable part of the bride’s dowry, mainly in Western and Southern
Kazakhstan. The protective force of the rings was intensified by the symbolism of the form.
For example, rings with caste that are widely used in Kazakhstan (the volume part of the
product) in the form of a bird’s beak are endowed with a special protective property. The
beak motif, dating back to the Saka period, is woven into the figurative structure of many
other ornaments, and also appears, as has been said, in the ornamental system of Kazakh
felt, embroidered, wooden products.

At present, in the traditional life of the Kazakhs, during the matchmaking, the relatives
of the groom bring in addition to the previously mentioned korzhyn a sum of money, filled
with gifts. Silver jewelery often bracelets, rings and rings are tied to the loops of this bag.
In Northern Kazakhstan, jewelry is presented in such cases sewn to a piece of red velvet,
and among other things, beads must be included. In the southern regions of Kazakhstan,
the bride, who went to the groom’s house, put two rings on one finger, the extreme of
which was supposed to be taken by the one who first opened her face, and in Northern
Kazakhstan, in this case, a bunch of feathers of an eagle owl was taken from the bride.
In West Kazakhstan, after the ceremony, a bet ashar face opening - was presented with
rings by the groom to two friends or relatives supporting her hands, as well as her senior
daughter-in-law, who was taking off her wedding headdress and wearing a headscarf.

Thus, as we can see, in this and in another case, the discovery of the bride’s face
is paid for with a magical thing. It is considered good form if the sister-in-law after the
wedding the next day, waking up before everyone else, will tie one or more rings to the
tundik bau hanging from the dome hole. These rings were intended as a gift to relatives of
her husband. Presented in these form products acquired, apparently, a sacred meaning. A
woman can repeat this action in the yurts of other relatives. The magic power of the rings
is reflected in the Kazakh fairy tales. (Xo0bipos, 1916, p. 42).

Obviously, the apotropaic function was performed by fasteners for the camisole in the
form of a fantastic rudimentary griffin. This motif dates back to the Saka period (Akuwes,
1978, p. 85). It is a magical value that can explain such long conservation of this art form.
Capsule fasteners with a connecting piece in the form of a saber are considered to be able
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to counteract evil. The miraculous and resurrection properties of the saber are recorded in
Kazakh fairy tales (Queaes, 1896, p. 42). Obviously, the custom of laying a knife under the
pillow of a newborn that was widely used among the Kazakhs and among all the peoples
of Central Asia is associated with the same sacramental ideas about the saber and sheath.

The permanent female adornment of the Kazakhs is also crooks, the shape of which
is increasingly simplified with the age of the woman. In the end, as already mentioned,
they are simply replaced with chests keys or stones. These pendants were designed to
scare evil spirits. This view was common among many Turkic-speaking peoples. It was
believed that a part of the soul (life force) dwells in the hair, so the braids cannot be cut
and the combed hair threw ([Jueaes, 1901, p. 56). There was a belief that having seized
someone’s hair, you can seize a part of his life force. Particularly effective was the hairs of
people of other nationalities who help in childbirth and illness. (Xodsipos, 1916, p. 11). A
similar idea of the hair, allegedly containing the energy charge of a person, existed among
many nations of the world: Mongols, Slavs, Jews, Greeks, Romans. (’Kykoeckasi, 1988,
p. 94).

Apparently, the custom of that shout is connected with these ideas, which consists
in the fact that unmarried sister-in-law or other girls come to the bride for marriage from
the groom and allow the bride to braid them, then she must give them crochet or other
decoration. It is legitimate to assume that in this case, the bride pays tribute for touching
the «holy» hair. By the way, the sister-in-law with jewelery pays off with her sister-in-law
even earlier, when she spends the night with them on the first day of arrival. The next night
is already getting married.

The talisman and at the same time the personification of vital force is a belt with silver
plates, often having the symbolic shape of the sun, fish, owls, etc. In this connection, it is
necessary to point out the Kazakh custom of hanging on the pole of the men’s belt in case
of the death of its owner. So far, in everyday life, the Kazakhs have had a cult of the things
of their deceased loved ones, especially the grandfather, the father’s mother, and other
older relatives. Most often such cult things were the men’s belt, weapons, jewelry, and also
the Oshak tripod, tools of production, for example, the anvil, and the bellows of the late
jeweler, who cherish and believe in their benevolent and protective force.

Certain significance had individual details of the jewelry. So, for example, decorative
elements and pendants like zhylan bas, representing a stylized snakehead, served as
charms. In some regions of Kazakhstan (Almaty and Mangystau), Kazakhs for fear of
calling a snake, these pendants are called tuymeshek (like buttons). Such pendants exist
in Turkmen jewelery. (bepecHesa, 1976, illus. 72,7).

In many Kazakh women'’s jewelery, especially planks, the most common pendants
are in the form of conical, bell-shaped figures with a wire fringe imitating real bells. The
Kazakhs, like other peoples of the East and Central Asia (Hebipb, 1977, p. 66), had the
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idea that their suspension, noise or ringing could scare away evil spirits. In addition, the
suspension, along with the apotropaic, performed and producing function.

Another common type of pendants is a figure in the form of a spike. The same shape
is attached to forged, as well as wire earrings like shygyrshyk. Bracelets also often have
peak ends. Researchers usually associate the belief in the protective effect of these forms
with the ancient Saki bronze arrowheads, which the Kazakhs found in the steppe in the
past century and used them as amulets (loma+uH, 1881, p. 92). As we see it, the magic
meaning of arrows, the peak, and their imitations existed already in the Saka period. This
is evidenced by the presence of arrow-shaped ornaments on the headdress of the so-
called “Golden Man” from the Issyk barrow (Akuwes, 1978, p. 51). It is no coincidence
that the bow and arrow motif appear on the embroidery of prayer rugs. Pendants are also
characteristic for Turkmen jewelery, in particular, for women asyk crooks. Turkmen also
has a special decoration for boys and, sometimes, for girls a badge in the shape of a bow
with an ok-yak arrow, endowed with protective force (Bacunbesa, 1986, p. 187, 192). The
kososkas living in Kalmyks in the form of spikes in the traditional view had to drive the
devils away (OpdHues, 1980, p. 194).

Now we'll focus on traditional women'’s jewelry that performed the multiplying function.
The ideas of fertility, numerous offspring, along with a protective value, included an
amulet of the type of battle Tumar. The product, consisting of tubular and triangular parts,
personified the union of male and female principles (boposHa, 1975, p. 290-291). Amulet
girls of this type also exist among Turkmen women (bepecHesa, 1976, ill. 23). Purely
female adornment is also an amulet one-piece tubular shape. Girls could wear amulets
only of triangular and rectangular shapes.

The category of products symbolizing fertility includes fasteners with fish motifs for
women of fertile age. The link between fish and fertility can be traced in the Kazakh signs:
“If there is a fish in a dream, it means there will be children”. (Jueaes, 1901, p. 60).

The common Eastern symbol of fertility is badam (almond), the shape of which is
characteristic of a capsurma fastener found in northern and central Kazakhstan. West
Kazakhstani onir zhiek lapel decorations are also often decorated with casts in the form of
a badam with glass inlays.

The increase in offspring was allegedly promoted by metal plates depicting a stylized
female figure, decorating the side parts of the saukele. In this case, the semantic meaning
of these figures is associated with the cult of the goddess of fertility, Umai. In the same
role, there are similar forms of badges in Caucasian Nogais (Yinklik) (Fadxuesa, 1981, p.
177), Uzbeks of Khorezm (Gozmunzhik) (CasoHosa, 1970, p. 121), Turkmen (Adamlyk)
(Mopososa, 1963, p. 107).

In the Kazakh jewelry art, the rhombus motif often embodies fertility, a life’s blessing,
and at the same time, it also has security functions (preservation of child-bearing



possibilities). The rhombus is the form-building base of the jewelry, its component parts,
and decorative elements; diamond shaped has ornamental compositions. It is significant
that the diamond-shaped pattern as a symbol of fertility is characteristic of the wedding
decoration of the breast. Diamond-shaped women have special diamond jewelery (bepec-
Heea, 1976, illus. 78, 98). Rhombic breast ornaments are depicted on Kazakhstani stone
female sculptures of the medieval period (LLlep, 1966, tab. XIX, 83, XXI, 97, XVI, 67, 65;
Yapukos, 1976, p. 158, pic. 6, 8; 7, 12; 9, 6), which indicates the limitation of semantization
of this form. In the view of the Kazakhs, an increase in progeny is promoted by the image of
plant seed. His motif appears on bracelets, rings, onir zhiek breast decoration, in a saukele
headdress, and on a belt as pendants. A similar interpretation of plant seed was widely
prevalent among the sedentary population of Central Asia. (Yebipb, 1977, p. 99).

Integrated positive magic with a benevolent and protective function consisted of
cosmogonic patterns on traditional Kazakh women’s jewelry. The cult of the moon, the sun,
and stars can be traced in various rites and customs (Banuxa+os, 1961, p. 472). Kazakh
earrings in the shape of the month ai syrga (moon earrings), metal overlapping aishik
(the moon’s likeness) for traditional leather belts, ornamental aishik motifs in engraved,
blackened ornaments are common. The pair image of the month with a star, symbolizing
Islam, is found on the carnelian inserts.

The image of the sun in the form of a whole series of symbols (circle, concentric
circles, flower rosette, spiral, spinner, crosspiece, grainy triangle) is present in the form and
decoration of rings, zippers, brooches, cuff links, constituent elements of jewelry, plaques,
sewn on the jacket. The solar sign is a characteristic ornamental motif for wall hangings
like tus kiiz and men’s outerwear chapan. A large solar outlet embroidered on the back of
the bathrobe served as a kind of amulet. Ideas of prosperity are expressed in false plaques
in the form of a bird and ornamental images of an eagle. Kazakhs associate happiness and
wealth with birds. It is believed that “to see a bird in a dream is good, there will be wealth”
(dueaes, 1901, p. 60). In Kazakh folklore, the cult of the totem raven is traced (TypcyHos,
1973, p. 53-56). In this case, there is a duality of the semantic meaning of the depicted
bird. The flying bird is interpreted as an omen of happiness, and the image of only its claw
or beak, as was said, was considered a talisman.

Contribute to well-being, family happiness and a cone-shaped ring of otau zhuzik
(family ring). Such rings were usually presented to young people in order to create a new
family. The symbol of longevity among the Kazakhs was silver, like a tortoise, tasbaka
zhuzik rings. Such rings were particularly eager to acquire elderly women, believing that
this would lengthen their lives.

They symbolized the unification of two principles, two families, massive West
Kazakhstani rings with two buds of kudagy zhuzik (matchmaker rings). Such rings were
usually given to the parents of the bride by her future mother-in-law for protection and

a good attitude towards her. Images of ram horns are common in engraved, blackened
products. Along with the apotropaic value, the concept of wealth and the multiplication
of livestock is associated with them. The initial magical meaning of the horn-like curls
apparently determined a certain tendency in the construction of an ornamental composition
of woven and felted products. In many carpets, regardless of the pattern of the central field,
the ornament of the border was often composed of horn-like curls, bearing, in all likelihood,
the function of protecting the family, kind of evil and at the same time providing wealth and
happiness. Also, the characteristic is the image of a cross with horn-shaped branches,
in which you can see the combination of the cult of the sun and the ram. There are also
fasteners in the form of ram horns with wing-shaped branches. This motif is often found
also in the ornamentation of jewelry. In this case, we have a mix of semantic meanings
of rams of sheep and poultry. Summing up, we can assume that the magic-religious
significance of traditional Kazakh women’s jewelry is reduced to three main functions:
apotropaic (protective or protective), producing and well-wishing. It is important to note that
if jewels with protective and well-wishing meanings were worn by Kazakh women at any
age, then jewelery and talismans with a producing symbolism only women of fertile age.

Thus, in addition to the above exceptions, all other traditional women’s jewelry
accompanied the Kazakh woman throughout her life. Only in the event of death, all her
Jjewelry was removed, except for earrings, because according to Sharia, the body of the
deceased should be clean and unencumbered. Therefore, the removal of all without
exception jewelry during the life of a woman meant a symbolic death. And this, according to
tradition, was carried out among the Kazakhs in two cases: during childbirth and mourning
for her husband. A similar picture was observed, according to the materials of L.A. Swine,
the Tajiks (Yebipb, 1977, p. 100).

The symbolic death of the widow during the period of mourning for her husband had
different periods: in northern, central and eastern Kazakhstan, jewelry was again put on a
year later, while in some southern and western regions later, until the woman remarries or
moves to another locality. The widow’s imitation of his death by removing all his ornaments
from himself can be viewed as a distant relic of the funeral sacrifices that existed among
the ancestors of the Kazakhs».
