Sargi “Qizil
adamin dinya muzeylarine sayahati” layihasi gorcivesinde hayata kegirilir va bir neca il arzinde Asiya,
Avropa ve ABS muzeylarinde nimayis olunacaqdir. Layiha, madani irsimizin diinya birliyinde taqdimati Gzra
tadbirlarin asas hissasidir.

Mubaligesiz demak olar ki, xalglar ve dévlstler arasindaki dialogda madaniyyatin rolu gox dnemlidir. Mehz
madaniyyat humanist disincanin dasiyicisidir: o har bir etnosun, har bir dévlstin 6ziinemaxsuslug haqqini
va madani tacriibanin dayarini bayan edir. Diinya birliyina tabii integrasiya prosesinda 6z madani kodumuzu
goruyub saxlamaq har birimizin borcudur. “Galacays baxis: ictimai stiurun modernlagsmasi” adli magalada
Qazaxistan Respublikasinin Prezidenti N.A. Nazarbayev buna aid 6z fikrini cox aydin bildirmisdir: “He¢ bir
modernlagdirma milli-madeni dsysrler qgorunmadan, dziins layiq yer tuta bilmaz”. istenilan millsti fardlarin
toplusu deyil, millat eden madaeni-genetik kodun asasini dogma torpaga, elsce do onun madaniyyating,
adatlerina va ananalarina xisusi minasibat tagkil edir.

Sargi layihasinin marsrutuna Serqgi Asiya (Yaponiya
Koreya), Canubi-sargi Asiya (Cin), Avropa (Avstriya, Fransa), elece de Rusiya, Belorusiya, Azarbaycan ve
Amerika Birlosmig Statlari daxildir.

Sergida, Boylk ¢oliin kegmisi hagqinda asl informasiya xazinasi olan gadim senatin sedevrlerini gore
bilarsiniz. Bu asyalar ¢6l imperiyalarinin tarixinin, bdyuk zafarlerin ve gdzal amallerin sahididir. Tesadyifi deyil
ki, burada nimayis olunan butin agyalar qizildan hazirlanib. Mahz, bu giymatli metalin vasitasi iloe kegmisdo
bir cox xalglarda bels asyalarin sahiblarina xususi status verilirdi. Bu glin Qgazaxistanin arazisinde sakkiz
Qizil adamin gabri askar olunub. Sargide “Qizil adam”la barabar Altaydaki Berel ve Markazi Qazaxistanin
Taldi-2 gabir yerinds tapilmis unikal arxeoloji artefaktlar da sizin nazarinize catdirilacaq. Bu asyalarin
oksariyysti heyvani (islubda islenilib ve Ustleri qizilla értiiliib. insan tarixinin ilk sshifelerinden baslayaraq
heyvanlarin goriinisi haqqginda taseavvirimuiz olsa da, erkan demir dovr tayfalarinin yaratdigi ilk ¢ol
dévlatleri dévrinin heyvani Uslubunu heg seyls garisiq salmaq olmaz. Materialin xususiyyatlorine gox yaxsi
balad olmaq, gdzal misahida gabiliyysti, tesvir olunan heyvanin asas keyfiyyatlarini taqdim etmak bacarigi,
ustalig — bunlarin hamisi hagigatan de mdéhtagaem natica vermisdir. Heyvani Uslubda hazirlanmis asyalar
onlarin prototipi olan heyvanlara maxsus incalik va plastikasini aks etdirir. Zangin simvolika sonraki dévrda
de ¢ol madaniyyati Uglin saciyyavidir.

he Saka tribes occupy a very important place in the
ancient history of Iran.

Since the area of the plateau «Sistan», 15197
km2, located in the eastern part of nowadays Iran, was the
residence of the Saks in the past. But in the ancient era, the
territory was quite extensive, part of the southern and eastern
lands of Afghanistan, crossing the northern regions of Pakistan
and reaching Kashmir. Some sources give such information
that even the Tibetan regions were subordinate to the rulers
of Sistan. In accordance with the Paris Agreement of 1872
between Iran and Great Britain, the vast lands of Sistan were
divided between Iran and Afghanistan. Since the spacious
lands of Sistan became part of the territory of present-day Iran,
they have decreased at times. Tribes, which the Kazakhs called
«saks», and the Persians called and described them «saka-
sake» (skut, skit, sieve). «Sistan» has long been mentioned
in ancient times with the names Sagastan, Sagistan, Seistan.
The names «saka-sake» after adding the ending «stan», a new

semantic form appeared as «the locality of the sake - sake».
Sakistan in the course of time was transformed and changed
into «Sistan». «Sistan» was earlier called «Zarang». Before it
was called Sakistan, the Zarang called Darnghiyana (Darniya),
Darangstan (Dageng), the Zaragi called Zarki, Zaranki, Zavul,
Zvbolvstan, Zabolstan.

During the reign of the Assyrian dynasty and the reign of
Fahrad Il (1313 - 128 BC) and Ardavan |l (127 — 124 years BC)
in 128 year BC saks were occupied from northern Afghanistan
to the south through Kandahar, and to the west to the boundary
of the Zarang and the shores of the lake. Zare. Since that time,
the name of Zarang has been renamed Sakestan. The Arabs
called Sizhistan, then gradually and until now called «Sistan».
«Sistan» takes a special place in the traditions of the ancient
Iranian legend and the Zoroastrian religion. In the message
«Shahnameh» Sistan Abilkasima Firdausi written that he was
the birthplace of Zal, the father of the famous wrestler Rustam.
These data show that the Saki fulfilled the duties of supporters



and defenders of the central government of Iran. It is further
assumed that Batyr Rustam was one of the Saka heroes.

According to the researchers, the history of the Iranian
Saks remained in the work titled «Iranian cities,» written in the
second millennium, which describes that the workshops in the
cities of Sistan and Karkuye were built by the Turanian king
Afrasiab. In the book of the prophet Zarathustra, who lived in
VIl - VI centuries BC. «Avestay is information that Afraiab was
a Turanian king. The well-known researcher of the Avesta, the
German scientist Ferdinand Justi (Judy) (1837-1907), in the
explanatory work of Namnama (Namm) for Avesta, described
the words of the lexicon in Afrasiab as «inspiring the fear of
man.»

If we pay attention to the meaning of the word, we will
learn that the name Afrasiabu was given by the Iranian people.
Some data say that Afrasiab ruled the Iranian country twelve or
twenty-eight years. In the book «Avesta» Afrasiab is recorded
as Farnagresin. And in the language of Pahlavi sounds so
Frasiv, Phrasiak, Phraciab. About Afrasiyab Yusuf Balasuguni
writes as follows:

Among the Turkic beks there are many glorious,

They are more glorious than many rulers.

Between them there is a famous husband - Alp Tonga,

And all his words are forever dear.

Great was this chosen, valor is glorious,

He was wise and brave.

And how many valiant, strong and powerful

This world turns into forever mute!

Tajiks call him Afrasiab.

When he led his subjects,

He ought to be wise and brave,

To power to strengthen above the boundless limit ...

The author of the comprehensive dictionary «Diwan Lughat
al-Turk» Mahmud Kashgari seventeen centuries after the life
of Afrasiab’s activities, recorded in the book a memorial song
about Afrasiab taken from the mouth of people.

Paying the attention to this, we see that Afrasiab remained
forever in the memory of the people and proves that he occupies
a special place as a person. Kashgari confirmed that Afrasiab
is the Alyp Er Ton of the Turkic people, then he describes the
memorial song as follows:

Did Alp Er Tonga die?

A bad (evil) world remained?

Did not he have time for revenge (fate)?

Now (here) the heart is bursting!

The region called the Darngiyan Greeks began to be
mentioned by Sakistan, from the moment when the Saks
migrated here in 128 year BC. In ancient times, Sakistan was a
very prosperous and prosperous region, and was considered a
region with many folk heroes. That is why the Iranian authorities
have always relied on help from heroes, such as Rustam. The
ancient city of Sakistan, today’s Sistan, because of its rich,
abundant and fruitful lands, was called the depository of the
grain of Yaran, and due to these riches cities were built. Today
traces of these cities are observed everywhere. It is said that
when he submitted to the Achaemenid state, he was the second
largest satrap in the state treasury.

In the history of the «Sistani» region there is information
that the river Hyrmand, which was the main water artel, several
times changed its course, which ultimately caused damage
to the agricultural culture of the region. Therefore, during
the attack on «Sakistan», the Moguls saw warrior Saks and
understood how they could be defeated, first attacked the
city and destroyed all the sowing crops, and to avoid further
resistance, they destroyed sewage and wells for the use of
underground waters. Thus, after this, Sakistan could no longer
flourish. The state of Sakistan deteriorated very badly after
the attack of Emir Timur in 758 on the hijra (1419 miladis),
the fortress was destroyed, the people were exhausted and
because of the severe consequences, the earlier flourishing
«Sistan» fell into desolation, turning into a desert.

During the reign and strengthening of the power of the
Achaemenid kingdom in 550-330 years BC. according to
Iranian historians, the Saks were in their composition and
divided into six regions (Satrap-Ualayat). The Achaemenid
kingdom included the following regions:

Asur, Arabistan, Egypt, Armenia, the eastern part of the
small Asia (Kapadukiya), the western part of Asia Minor (Sard),
Makadonia, Trakia, Somalia, Adan, Kusha, Makiya, Kerhe, Mad,
Khuzestan, Part (Khorasan, Gorgan and Sogd) , Herat, Balkh,
Sogd, Sistan (Zarang), to Kandahar of southern Afghanistan,
Punjab (India), Kabul, Nishabur, Send, Khorezm and Khiva.
In Iranian historiography, along with the named lands of the
Achaemenid kingdom, the regions inhabited by the Saks are
also shown. These are: 1. Saka region on the other bank of the
river Jayhun 2. The region of the Saks on the bank of the river
Seycheen 3. The region of the Saka kingdom 4. The region of
the Saka farmers 5. The region of the overseas Saks 6. The
region of the steppe Saks. According to Iranian sources, it can
be concluded that the Saks had a direct bearing on the fate of
the Iranian people. And yet, one thing is clear, that the kings of
the Achaemenids were on good terms with the Saka and did
not have the goal of subjugating them under their authority. The
battles between Achaemenid kings and saks are recorded in
the records of Herodotus.

From history it is known that the Saks had military and
political influence in the Achaemenid kingdom. The next
question is to investigate the origin of the Saks. In general,
the ancient history of the Turks requires serious and careful
consideration.

Because, many different Tuqgi tribes continue to struggle
with Iran for thousands of years, although there are military,
political and economic ties between them, and the psychology
of competition continues to decline. Such illegal competition
had a negative impact on scientific research, excluding the
positive interaction between Persians and Turks.

The history of the descendants of the Assyrian dynasty that
ruled in Iran was not studied on its own. Often one-sided, in
the form of auscultation. For example: On the history of the
Achaemenid dynasty in the book titled «2_Jldoszs < <l osE
s JuSioslon Muhammad Asan khan Itimad as-Saltane
wrote that Ahememen Dagistan is a Turk, coming from the
Kipchak steppes. This work requires in-depth study and
research. The reason for this story is that during the reign of



the Achaemenid dynasty, the Saka migrated to Zarang and
renamed Sakistan. And that the Saka is derived from the
Aryans are written by Iranian scientists and poets. For example,
Mohammed Muying in his large encyclopedia writes: «Saka
is a community of different tribes. But most of them come
from the Aryans. They lived in Iran even before the advent
of the Achaemenid kingdom. The Saka community in various
historical periods occupied territories from the heart of Central
Asia - China, Turkistan, the Aral Sea, Iran and up to the coast
of the Don and Danube rivers. Saks from Central Asia, who
were in contact with Iran, the Achaemenid king called them
«Saka». In the history of Herodotus, the Saks who lived in
Eastern Europe, they called - Sail (Soyth) further in French -
«Sith». This conclusion leads to the idea that the Saks are the
heirs of the Aryan and Turkic tribes. Also the Greek scholars
Hippocrfte (460-375 years BC), Aristol (384-322 years BC),
Strabo (27 year BC -14 AD), Ptoltmaios (167 miladi), then the
son of the Achaemenids, King Darius, mentioned the Central
Asian, Caucasian and Eastern European Saks, naming one
name - «Saka», which means «warrior, brave». In addition, the
Saks always tried to exercise their power on the Iranian lands.
These campaigns were carried out during the reign of Mada
(701-549 BC) Or in the period of the reign of Achaemenides
(550-330 BC) did not reach a consensus. However, based on
the history of the gerodot: «In the VII century BC. the Saks
crossed the Caucasus Mountains and went on a campaign to
the north to Azerbaijan and Iran. Meanwhile, the King of Mades
went to conquer Asuria. He suddenly heard the news, that the
Saks had gone on a campaign, left Neinaua and went to battle
against the Saks near the lake. Urumia. But he was strongly
defeated in the battle, accepting their conditions, suffered great
losses. For the Saks, this was one of the main victories in
countries such as Iran, Anadols, the Middle East and Eastern
Europe. It is obvious that the great king Darius used the word
«sake» in terms of «warrior, brave».

The Saka ruler Madyes, who for twenty-eight years ruled
the Persian Empire, united with the Sardars, deceived by
invitation to visit the Mudsky King Hovahshatra, and then
watered him. This story was reflected in the scenes of the epic
poem «Shahname» by Abylkasym Firdousi. There, the role of
the Turanian king Afrasiab, where the Iranian king fled from
Keyhusrau and finally, dies at his hands, is performed.

Iranian researchers consider Firdausi’'s poem a fraudulent
and poetic episode of the poet. The next thing that the Iranian
scientists pay attention to is that the six regions where the Saks
lived were the six satraps of Iran (the Wailaites) during the reign
of the Achaemenides dynasty. Focusing on the issue of the
location of the six Saks, history has known the name of the area
«Turany, later Turkistan (Eastern and Western), Modern Asia,
as recorded in Persian historiography and Avesta, «Turan» was
put into circulation as the name terrain. In addition, Abylkasim
Firdausi in his work «Shahnama» sings that the Turanian,
Iranian and Arab tribes come from the same kind. Firdausi in
his poem «Shahnama» writes: «There was a ruler Feridun
from the Pishdad dynasty. He had three sons. They are: Irazh,
Tour, Salam. Feridun divided the state between the three sons
and determined the contribution of each of them. Iran began

to belong to Iral, Turan Tur, Sham Salam. Iranian researchers
have identified the borders of Iran and Turan as «Turan» on the
other side of the Amu Darya, and the second side is the territory
of Iran. About this there is a legend called «Archer Aresh». The
problem here is that the Turanian, Iranian and Arab tribes have
a common origin, more precisely from the Aryans.

There are many written sources in the Persian and Arabic
languages about the country of Turan, whose lands stretch
from the Caucasus to the Syr Darya. However, religious
literature in the languages of Avesta and Pahlevi, traditional
dastans of Iran, Iranian historians wrote that Iran and Turan
have a common origin. Their difference is that the Iranians used
to lead a sedentary life, and the Turans continued their nomadic
life in the steppe. Although some notes show that the Caspian,
Chinese Eastern Turkestan, Central Asia and Tibet, these are
the Turkic steppes, then in the last section of the book of the
Avesta it is described that in four regions such as «Turan,
Sarman, Sayin, Dai», as well as in Iran, in the ownership of
the Saks

However, for various military and political reasons in the
history of the Saks, Turans and Turks, it is impossible to study
the history of the Turkic and Iranian peoples separately from
each other because of their close ties with the Persians.

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he Saks epoch of Central Kazakhstan is characterized

by the Tasmolin culture, which according to modern

data dates back to the VIII-V centuries BC. According
to the materials of the conducted studies, in the economy of
the Tasmola population the cattle-breeding direction, which was
well adapted to the conditions of the arid steppes, prevailed.
Findings of numerous stone grain growers and hoes in the
settlements show the presence of agriculture, perhaps, close to
the type of Kazakh farms «zhatak». The Tasmolins, apparently,
developed such a form of agriculture (bewnceros, 2017). Isotope
data from the Tasmolin people’s diet showed the use of millet in
food (CesiTko, Benceros, 2017).

Distribution in Central Kazakhstan of small burial grounds,
consisting of 3-10 burial sites, shows that in dry, dry landscapes
the leading form was dispersed type of management, where
the basic unit was small communities from close families.
Environmental conditions contributed to the dominance of
mobile forms of cattle breeding (nomadic cattle breeding) with
seasonal regulation of pastures. Communities spent summer in
the open steppes near water sources with abundant herbage,
and in the winter they were settled in settlements.

The structure of the burial mound of the Early Saka period
in this region is represented by a rounded embankment, built
over one grave. Gravel hill - mound - has a stone, stone-earth
content. In broad plains, river valleys, there are barrows with
earth embankment, where stone is used in small quantities.
Sod strata and soil blocks were also used as building material.
In the Tasmolinsky burial mounds, the dead were stacked more
often to the northwest, west. In the opposite direction, i.e. to
the south-east, east, the dromos are oriented, which are more
typical for elite barrows. Dromed graves for Central Kazakhstan
are a local tradition. Apparently, the dromos in the areas of the
Saka cultures of Kazakhstan, as part of the dwelling of the
dead, is associated with the idea of the East (benceHos, 2017).

Anthropological studies have shown that the Tasmolins
were healthy people, leading an active, mobile way of life. The
condition of bone tissue, the absence of injuries and injuries
show that society as a whole was peaceful, conflict-free. An
interesting tradition, which was among elite representatives
already at the early stage of the Tasmolinsky culture, is the
trepanation of skulls. In total, 13 skulls with trepanation holes
were discovered during the study of the monuments of the
Tasmolin culture, 11 of them were found during the latest
research (BernceHos, Wcmarynosa, Kutos, Kutoea, 2015). Of
the 13 cases of trepanation, one was found on the children’s
skull, another one on the female skull, all the other trephination
holes were found on the turtles of men. Only in one case
trepanation is in one’s lifetime - on the skull of a woman from
the mound 25 burial ground Birlik. This operation is made
for medical purposes by skilled doctors. In all other cases,
trephination was performed posthumously, and the number of

holes was from 1 to 15. According to the author whom they
agreed and the anthropologists who studied the material
were deceived, postmortem Trepanation was done with the
Tasmolins to preserve the body until the moment of burial. In
all cases, trepanation is performed on the occipital part of the
skull. It is possible that these holes were used for infusion of
a preservative substance or for the free flow of liquids during
storage of the body. Some data from Kazakh ethnography shed
light on the ancient customs of storing the body, unknown to
us, until the moment of burial. In Central Kazakhstan bodies of
noble and especially deserved persons were taken to bury in
Turkestan, the mausoleum of Khoja Ahmed Yassaui. Departure
of a special camel caravan with the body was carried out in the
summer. Before this time, the bodies of the deceased, wrapped
in leather blankets and felt, were kept in special structures
called «sore». According to the norms of Islam, trepanation
or other procedures with the body could no longer do. In the
ancient era, in particular, in the Saka times, they could store
bodies for burial in a family burial ground, or they kept the dead
in the winter time. The apparent predominance of trephination
on male turtles is associated with the leading role of men in
Tasmolin society (BeliceHoB, Mcmarynosa, KutoB, KutoBa,
2015).

Stone sculptures and menhirs are spread at an early stage
of the Tasmolin culture. Currently, about 20 sculptures are



known in the Tasmola area. According to their semantics, the
stone statues testify to the status of the heroized ancestors and
occupy an important place in the study of the problems of the
world view of the ancient Saks. Menhirs, stells are located on
the surface and inside the embankment, as well as at a short
distance from the Tasmola mound. The area of the Tasmola
culture with burial mounds is also connected with altars.
Sometimes they contain articles of horse harness as evidence
of the performed ritual of horse sacrifice. Tasmola around
mound’s altars, statues, menhirs are genetically associated
with the previous culture of Begaz-Dandybay era of Central
Kazakhstan.

Subject complexes from the elite monuments of the
Saks time are generally known - they are armaments, horse
equipments, as well as numerous varieties of jewelry (Kagpip-
6aeB, 1966; BeinceHos, 2017).

In the study of the problems of the early Iron Age of the
steppe Eurasia, a special place is occupied by elite burial
mounds - burials of noble warriors, tribal chiefs. An important
discovery for Kazakhstan’s archaeology was the study of the
large burial mounds of the Early Saka period of the burial ground
Taldy-2, located in the Karaganda region of Kazakhstan.

The monument is located on the left bank of the Taldy River,
50 km south-east of the city of Karkaraly. In terms of planning, it
is a vast grave field stretched along the line of NNE-SSW for 1.5
km. The structure of the burial ground includes various objects
of the Bronze Age, the Early Iron Age, the ancient Turkic period,
the graves of the Kazakh time.

From the south to the north, there are seven different burial
mounds, marked Ne1-7. Their diameter is from 30 to 65 m, the
height is from 1.9 to 3.5 m, the distance between the mounds
Ne2 and Ne7 varies from 170 to 270 m. Outside the main chain,
at a distance of 100 m to the west of the barrow Ne5 there is
a mound Ne6. In the northern extremity of the burial ground is
concentrated the system of numerous destroyed altars of small
forms (from 7 and 5 stones). Small barrow-like structures with
a diameter of 5 to 10 m, a height of 0.15 to 0.5 m are located
around the large mounds. Important scientific information is
provided by the materials of the study of large barrows Ne 1-7 of
the Early Saka period. On the basis of the received materials,
including the data of the funeral rite, the clothing complex,
including bronze bushy ones and clamping arrowheads, their
archaeological dating was proposed within the framework of
VII-VI centuries BC. The mounds in the burial ground Taldy-2
had a lower part consisting of a rock embankment and an upper
one, represented by a layer of earth in which soil blocks were
used. In the production of blocks, a mixed composition was
used from clay, sand, river silt.

In the burial ground Taldy-2 people of high social rank
were buried in richly decorated costumes, the details of which
were preserved in many graves. Unfortunately, it turned out
that the graves are heavily robbed, the central sectors of the
embankments are also severely damaged. Absolutely empty
were the graves in the mounds 3 and 6. In the barrows 1, 2,
4, 5 found over 200 gold costume details and their fragments,
as well as over 34,000 tiny pieces. The bulk of these finds was
preserved in the mounds 2 and 5.

The composition of gold items from Taldy-2 has a total gold
content range of 72-94% (BeliceHos, Tavpos, 3ankos, BrMHOB,
2011, 21-25 pp.). The gold is in the range from 718 to 930.
Five groups of values are distinguished according to the gold
content. It is interesting to note that the largest content of gold
was noted in group 1, represented mainly by objects from the
burial mound # 2. This, apparently, is to some extent connected
with the earlier chronological position of this mound. According
to the obtained results, gold deposits in the northern part of
Kazakhstan in the Bestobe-Stepnyak ore deposit (the north of
the modern Akmola region) could serve as a source of gold for
the bulk of the products. The local origin of the metal suggests
the autochthonous origin of the objects of ancient art.

Jewelry items in Tasmola’s culture occupy an important
place. Animalistic images and ornamental motifs decorated
the surfaces of a wide variety of subjects: elements of costume
and horse equipment, weapons and tools, utensils, objects of
worship and toilet. All these items were part of the real world of
the ancient nomads of Central Kazakhstan.

The abundance of gold plaques from gold in the form of a
cat predator in the period of early nomads, due to the specifics
of the development of the economy, social organization, social
relations, culture, ideology, which allow talking about the
nomadic civilization, had a special meaning, not only decorative.



Taldin’s finds are represented by various items designed in
the early Saka animal style, and affecting the technology and
skill of execution. The number of gold items, monumentality
and luxury of funerary structures suggest that in the Taldy-2
cemetery, representatives of high social status were buried.

The complex of bright finds from the Taldy-2 monument,
which had to do with the costume design of elite representatives,
reflects the aesthetic tastes and ideology of the society that
practiced the military-nomadic way of life. Each animalistic
image occupied its strictly defined place, both in the topography
of the costume, and in the mythologized system of worldview.

The special role of this particular set of animalistic images
is shown by the steady composition of images of animals and
fantastic creatures that occur almost in all the monuments of the
Early Saka era. In addition to the previously studied monuments
of Tasmolin culture, the Taldin finds strongly correspond with the
materials of such early Saka monuments as Zhalauly, Shilikty,
Uigarak, Kichigino, and especially Arzhan-2.

The panther, curled into a ring, is very close to Shilikty,
only in Taldy - a rounded outline, and in Shilikty a subtriangular
shape. The shape of the predator ears differs, but in general
the typological proximity is observed. For the monuments
of Kazakhstan in the Early Saka time, the image of a curled
panther is not so common. Basically, this is the territory of East
Kazakhstan, and so far only from Uigarak is a similar animalistic
image. The image of a curdled predator present in the materials
of the Issyk burial mound (Akuwes 1978, 34 p., 42 tabl.) is a
similar image, however, there are differences in iconography.

In general, the images of a curdled predator can be
classified as a special finding of the Early Saka time. These
items are few and allow us to judge the time of the spread of
this image, about contacts and interactions among the Early
Saka / Early Scythian tribes, including the problems of ancient
migrations along the steppe belt of Eurasia.

Almost identical, except for turquoise inserts, are plaques
with a composition in the form of two protas of mountain goats
with a bird in the center of the burial mound No. 2 of the Taldy-2
burial ground and Shilikty (Baygetoba) (Toney6aes, 2011,
photo 3). The objects are made in accordance with the principle
of mirror symmetry and show well the connection between the
images of a mountain goat and a bird. Stylization is close to
the method of transferring the deer’s head from the Arzhan-2
mound (late 7th century BC) and Filippovka (5th-4th centuries
BC), where similar images with vertically arranged horns are
present. Images of deer were used in the plaque from Jalauly
(end of the 7th century BC), which again demonstrates the
closeness of religious views of the Early Saka tribes and the
interchangeability of images of birds, deer, mountain goat.

According to experts, the use of syncretic images was
not widespread in the early Saxon period. It can be assumed
that from this kind of composition the idea of syncretic images
originates. A stylized ornithomorphic image with elements
of syncretism was found in the decor of several objects,
representing openwork images carved from sheet gold
(Cherubai, Karashok). The nature of the location of the holes
on one of the objects suggests that it could be the decoration
of some hard surface, perhaps a wooden product (berceHos,

I xymabekoBa, basapbaesa, 2011, 264 p.).

The image of the eagle is also found in the petroglyphs of
Kazakhstan. According to some assumptions of scientists, the
image of the eagle in the Saka interpretation extends to the
Sayano-Altai in the 7th century BC in connection with the arrival
of the population from Kazakhstan and possibly, from Eastern
Turkestan (YmaHckui, WamwwuH, Wynera, 2005, p. 55, figure
58).

In the Taldy-2 burial ground, more objects were preserved
in the burial mound No. 5. Interesting is a large prognosis in
the form of a stylized eagle griffin, with a loop on the back.
The object was used as a fastening weapon to the belt. It was
found in Arzhan-2. Taldy find is decorated in the form of petals,
curls, and in Arzhan-2, a scene of tormenting by cat predators
of herbivores (Cugunov, Parzinger, Nagler, 2010).

Cut out from the foil head of a deer in Taldy-2, the image
of the deer differs from the Arzhan product in that the animal
has only one horn. Typologically identical with the Arzhansky
and some other details. These are the burials from the barrow
No. 5 in the form of a truncated cone from the system of straps
for securing armaments, decorated with images of an antelope
and a cat predator.

As you know, in the burials of the nomadic elite, leaders,
outstanding warriors, they often find sewn plaques on
clothes in the form of a cat’s predator - a tiger, a leopard. The
subtle possession of the skill to represent fully recognizable
wild animals testifies to the knowledge of the anatomy of
representatives of the faunal complex. The bestiary of the
ancient nomads of Central Kazakhstan is replete with images
of real animals. Even if there are attempts to show a fantastic
animal, the meaningful signs of other animals when creating a
synthetic image are quite recognizable.

Images of the cat predator in the profile, slightly different
styling, but generally identifiable identically, are also noted in
objects remote from each other, such as Arzhan-2 and Taldy-2.
They wore a warrior costume that had the same idea as the
skin of a dead man killed in a valiant tiger hunt or a lion batyr,
a knight, a king, into which he then wore, as proof of prowess,
the rights to special privileges and power. The plaque from the
Karashoky burial ground is a profile image of a tiger standing
in a calm pose. The openwork of the image, through which a
characteristic striped texture of the animal’s skins is transmitted,
gives an easy appearance to the tiger.

With the plaques in the form of cat predators from the burial
ground Taldy-2, profile images of the «lying lion» and «walking
lion» from Tagisken burial ground, burial mounds No. 31 and
No. 53 (AptamoHoB 1973, pictures 21, 22).

There are some features in the transfer of the image of a
predator from Taldy-2. On the part of the plaques, a powerful
neck with a mane (?) Is distinguished, legs are as if in folds,
there are no brushes on the tip of the tail. It is possible that
here either a generalized image of a cat predator or a plaque
was made by someone who has never seen this animal. If you
compare very close images of cat predators in profile, then,
despite the unambiguous similarity of products from Tagisken,
Taldy-2 and Arzhan-2, it can be seen that the images from
Taldy-2 are the least realistic.



The image of the cat predator is present on one category
of products from Taldy-2. In the barrow No. 5, 84 rectangular
clip-on clips are found, on the front side of which four images
of predators are given. A similar product was also found in the
burial mound No. 1 of the Akbeit burial ground.

Quite a rare kind of archaeological finds - fragments of
the combat belt. The details of the dial-up belt are known in a
number of monuments of Tasmolin culture (Tasmola, Maikuben,
Tegisjol, Myrzhyk-5, Kopa-2, etc.) of Central Kazakhstan, and
also in the mounds of Northern Kazakhstan and the Southern
Trans-Urals. Close to them, the Early Saka belts were found in
Arzhan-2, Gilyovo-10, the mound near the village of Babylon,
in the burial from Novoshulbinsky district (Eastern Kazakhstan)
(Wynbra, 2008). The belts dated to the 7th-6th centuries
BC. From the mound Ne5 Taldy-2 there are X-shaped clips,
typologically similar to the clips from the burial mound No. 1 of
the Tasmola-2 burial ground (Kagbipbaes 1966, figure 39, 3).

For the early Saka period (VIllI-first half of the 6th century
BC) of Central Kazakhstan, ear-rings with a soldered cone are
characteristic. A feature of them is the coating of the surface
of the cone, the arches of the grains. At the earring originating
from the burial mound No. 5 of the Taldy-2 burial ground, the
granule covers the entire surface of the cone, which has four
soldered loops on its base. In addition to Taldy-2, now the author
found such earrings in a number of monuments: Karashok,
Bektauata, Bakybulak.

One large earring, made with special skill, comes from the
burial mound No. 8 of the Karashoka burial ground. A cone is
attached to the ring by means of a strip of grain. Pretty thick
for these items the rod of the bow is decorated with a scape
- covered with a thin wire, alternating with a braided stripe.
On the basis of the cone there are four holes. Golden tapered
earrings are considered by the author as one of the categories
of the object complex of the Tasmola culture (BeticeHos, 2014).

Numerous highly artistic products of Taldy-2 in many ways
supplement and change our ideas about the culture of Tasmola.

First, the most valuable material was obtained for studying the
internal features of the culture of the ancient population of the
region. Secondly, and no less important, the new data allow for
a new level to carry out a comparative study of the aspects of
ethno-cultural genesis in the entire east of the steppe Eurasia,
to outline and study in depth the contacts and interaction of
various tribes of the Early Saka period.

The finds, obtained in the mounds of the Taldy-2 burial
ground, are a unique link that took the logical place in the chain
of Early Saka images of the animal style. A special role of the
set of animalistic images is shown by the stable composition
of images of animals and fantastic creatures that are found in
almost all the monuments of the Early Saxon time.

The opening of new monuments of the Saka era in Central
Kazakhstan allows for further promising research in the field of
culture of the ancient tribes of Kazakhstan and Central Asia.

In the light of new discoveries, it becomes evident that the
world of ancient nomads of Kazakhstan and the Sayano-Altai
region is characterized by closer ties than it was before. It can
be seen that there was a single historical and cultural layer from
Kazakhstan to Tuva.

The study of the components of this phenomenon is topical,
it is extremely important to search for metallurgical and jewelry
centers, which may be common for many regions, where
jewelers and goldsmiths were preparing ceremonial costumes
for rulers and grandees.

Speaking about the single historical and cultural layer of the
Early Saka period in the territory of the east of Eurasia, it is
necessary to emphasize the role and place of the monuments
of Kazakhstan.

At the present time, it becomes increasingly obvious that
the basis for the proximity of the cultures of the Early Saka
period in the eastern regions of Eurasia was laid in the previous
era. The available material now allows us to raise the question
of the connection of elite barrows of the early Saka time of
Kazakhstan with the funeral structures of the highest nobility of
the late Bronze Age.

The proliferation of numerous and complex dromedary
mounds in Central, Eastern Kazakhstan, Semirechie, and
several other regions underscores the role of local Begazy
Dandybaev tribes of the late Bronze Age in the compounding of
the cultures of the early Iron Age.

Features of objects from the burial grounds of the Saka time
of Central Kazakhstan allows us to talk about the existence of a
certain school of jewelers who created masterpieces of ancient
art, which manifested itself not only in the design of highly
artistic products, but also in production technology. (benceHos,

n the 1st millennium BC. on the vast expanses of

Eurasia from Ordos to the Danube, the peoples inhabited

by ancient and ancient Oriental written sources are
mentioned under the name of the legendary Scythians, Saks,
Sarmatians and others. They created a vivid culture of the era
of ancient horsemen, as evidenced by the numerous burials
in barrows and stone tombs, the grandiose sanctuaries of
pagan gods, temporary stands, farm buildings, monuments of
fine art, jewelry in animal style, household items found during
archaeological excavations.

Burial mounds of the necropolis, researched since 1997
refer to this time. The monument is located in the Kazakh Altai, 7
km to the west of the village of Berel of the Katonkaragai district
of the East Kazakhstan region of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The Berel burial ground consists of more than 100 burial-
funeral constructions of various sizes. It is located on the third
terrace above the floodplain, in a picturesque high-altitude
valley, at an altitude of 1120 m. The valley of the Bukhtarma
River is bounded by the mountain rivers Ak Berel (Akbulak),
Bulanta, which flow into it.

Necropolis is formed by 4 groups of objects. It is based on
several parallel chains of mounds stretched in the direction of
NW-SE.

Under certain burial mounds from large clastic rocks,
due to the natural and climatic features of the microdistrict,
as well as other factors, certain conditions were created that
contribute to the formation of the permafrost lens, therefore, in
the funerary cells, objects accompanying the representatives
of the highest nobility of the Saka nomad society, horse
equipment and furniture made of wood, saddles and fabrics,
wooden utensils, leather goods, felt. This is the uniqueness of
such monuments.

In the area of the Berel mounds, the average depth
of seasonal freezing of soil and soil is about 150 cm. It is
extremely variable from year to year: from 250 to 60 cm.
However, under the stone outline of the mound, the thermal
conditions of the deposits differ sharply from the natural
situation. Here, conditions arise that contribute to a very deep
seasonal freezing, the formation of hops and even low-capacity
arrays of permafrost (permafrost), which is usually called under
kurgans permafrost. The stone outline of the mound has a high
porosity, on it the snow cover is not continuous and usually
thin. In addition, the stone material (metamorphic clay shales
and aleurites of the Lower Paleozoic) has a high thermal
conductivity. All this causes the deep penetration of cold waves
to a great depth into the under kurgan thickness. This effect
can be traced in natural conditions. Thus, coarse-fragmented
talus, colluvium, and collapse deposits without fine-grained
aggregate freeze much deeper than the adjoining lagged
areas. During the expedition work at the foots of the slopes of
the northwestern exposition, on the left side of the Bukhtarma
valley, the permafrost massifs were found at altitudes of about
1100 m. These «islands» of permafrost provide a basis for
lowering the altitude of the permafrost distribution in the Altai
region by 800-900m compared to the previously known one. It
should now be carried out at a high altitude of 1100 - 1000 m
with the isolation of an independent belt of sporadic distribution
of permafrost.

The geocryological conditions of one of the burial mounds
(No. 11) are characterized by the following indicators. Under
the central part of the rock outline, where it reaches a thickness
of more than 2 - 2.5 m, the permafrost lens at the beginning
of June 1999 was at a depth of 3 to 3.5 m to 5.5 - 6 m from
the surface, the minimum temperature in it was fixed at -0.4 °
C. The diameter of the lens is about 10 m (with a diameter of
the mound about 30 m). On the periphery of the rock outline,
beyond the mentioned lens, where the thickness of the outline



is reduced to 1-1.5 meters, only a deep seasonal freezing (up
to 2.5-3 m) and the formation of the overflights are possible.

For the area of the Berel mounds, a model has been
developed that reflects the possibility of forming and preserving
various types of frozen rocks (seasonal and perennial freezing,
migrations), depending on the area and thickness of the rock
outline.

In Altai, the periods of the greatest cooling have been
found around 2000, 1200 and 600 years ago, and there was
a significant glacial occurrence between 3000 and 1200 years
ago. During the cooling periods, the average summer air
temperatures were 2 to 2.5 ° C lower than today’s, therefore,
during the construction of the Berel burial mounds, there were
more favorable conditions for the formation and preservation of
permafrost.

During the 2,400-year history of these barrows, both
natural variations in soil temperature and artificial temperatures
occurred. The latter are associated with repeated reintroduction
and subsequent robbery. This negatively reflected the stability
of the negative temperature field under the mound and affected
the safety of organic remains.

Thanks to the under kurgan lens of the permafrost it was
found out that the ancient inhabitants of the Berel steppe built
grandiose tombs for their rulers, in which it was possible for
a long time to keep the bodies of the deceased imperishable.
They owned the secrets of embalming, and their experience
in building stone structures took into account the possibility of
forming a seasonal permafrost lens in the burial chamber of the
mound. Apparently, to achieve this goal, all activities related to
funeral rituals were subordinated to strict regulations, according
to which the departures of the deceased to another world could
be carried out only in a certain period - at a certain time of the
year.

In one of the burial mounds (No. 11), the reigning persons
- a man and a woman were buried; They were placed in a log
cut from a barrel of centuries-old larch and installed inside a
log house. The northern wall of the log house housed 13 burial
places. The deck was closed with a lid, hollowed out of a part of
the larch trunk, its surface carefully processed and smoothed,
impregnated with a special composition, giving the product a
special strength. At the corners of the deck were four bronze,
gold-plated sculptures of fantastic birds - eagle griffins, and
they are shown in different ways: at the moment of take-off and
landing.

Above, the frame was covered with a flooring of densely
fitted half-parallel bars, covered with two layers of birch bark
cloths with an inner lining of stems and twigs of the bush of the
Kuril tea (Dazifora fruticoza).

On the head of the leader remained a complex wig. His hair
was, apparently, cut short, but in the occipital part left a small
bundle of hair, from which a twisted plait braided, convoluted
horsehair. During life, a man wore a beard and mustache.

In the parietal part of the man’s skull, traces of unfinished
trephination are recorded, which have a two-fold explanation:
either this is a routine manipulation to extract the brain from
embalming, or an attempt to provide medical care to extract
bone and blood clots from the wound when getting a strong

injury from a stroke during a battle. On the ribs and vertebrae
numerous intergrowth fractures were recorded, obtained at
different periods of life.

The horses were laid in two tiers: in the lower one there
are 7 and in the upper one - 6. The animals were sacrificed
by striking the coin in the forehead. The burial of horses with a
man was made for a purpose: they accompanied or delivered
the deceased person to another world. For this, the animals
were fully equipped, transformed with masks.

The horses were bridled and saddled, the heads of some
of them dressed in masks. Details of horse equipment - from
the bridle, breastplate, stitched belts - plaques, pendants, belt
dividers - were made of wood, decorated with carved patterns
and covered with gold foil and tin.

Among the images of animals placed on the objects of the
decoration of horses, there are cat predators, mountain goats
and sheep, moose, birds of prey and fantastic creatures -
griffins; plant motifs. Especially popular in the art of the ancient
nomads enjoyed the image of a fantastic creature, combined
from the signs of several animals.

Objects of worship. To the subjects connected with the cult
of the leader, we refer the symbol of power to the sculpture
of the griffin from the burial mound No. 11. Originally it was
defined by us as an element of the horse mask. However, it
is very difficult to place such a large sculpture in the narrow
space between the bases of the horns, that this is a standard -
a symbolic attribute sign, a leader or a king guarding the gold of
vultures, known by ancient sources.

Judging by the contour of the paws, the sculpture was
mounted on a spherical base.

Sculpture of «tigrogriphon», made of larch. The creature is
depicted with the hind legs bent under the belly and almost
vertically set. The body is fierce, designed like a cat’s predator
(rather, a tiger), the back is arched. The chest is powerful, wide.
The head is separated from the neck by a relief protrusion.
Head is eagle (or like a neck), with a strongly curved beak.
Upper leaf wide, lower - narrow. The oral slot is shown as an



arcuate through hole. Large forward projecting eyes with round
convex pupils and separated deep grooves, surrounded by a
relief roller. Laconically worked out a smooth relief of the waxen.

From the eyes to the lower jaw, there is a relief «collar»
formed by petal projections. At different angles, this element
simultaneously resembles the widespread motif of the head of
a bird of prey with an eye and the horns of an archa with rings
(or the head of grifo-arhar), which is quite acceptable in the light
of the variants of «zoomorphic transformations» considered
above.

The massive neck from above is provided with a smooth
crest with relief grooves located about 8 mm apart. It is possible
that this element of the sculpture mimics a horse’s piercing
tongue: a groove (depth 17 mm) with nests at the bottom for
the attachment of horse hair bundles is cut from above.

The ears are plug-in and have a leaf-like shape. Leather
horns are stretched back over the neck, have rounded up ends.
On the body of the griffin grooves for fastening the wings (most
likely, leather) have been preserved. Legs with embossed soft
paws. The tail was plug-in, but only the hole was preserved.

Dimensions of the sculpture: length from the beak to the
base of the tail is 330 mm, the height from the base of the front
paws to the top of the mane is 235 mm, the height from the

bending of the hind legs to the croup is 135 mm. The trunk from
the chest to the base of the tail is 220 mm long, the thickness
of the breast is 80 mm, the thickness of the croup is 68 mm.

The cuts on the bottom of the sculpture suggest that the
object is fixed to a spherical surface. For fixing to the surface,
through holes are made at the base of the claws of the front and
hind paws, on the bend of the hind legs.

The slightly open beak and the absence of a tuft in the Berel
griffin are typically local, Altai characters. Such details in the
image of the griffin, like a smooth, as if trimmed comb, «collar»
were widespread in the art of the Middle East of this historical
era.

The sculpture of the tigrogriphon originally looked like
a polychrome article: the beak and claws of the paws were
completely covered in gold, and the oblique alternation of
narrow gold and tin plates on the body imitated the striped
tiger skin. Leather horns and a dense mane of evenly cropped
horsehair, and also the tail, were apparently painted red.

One of the most favorite subjects related to the mytho-ritual
complex of ancient nomads is the so-called tearing scene by a
cat predator herbivore. It is represented by the ancient Berel
with numerous badges. Semantically adjacent to them are
images of the ungulate’s head in the beak of an eagle-headed
griffin.



Exceptional interest is represented by massive three-
dimensional plates, which were usually placed on the harness’s
harnesses, marking the nodal elements. The horizontal part
of these plaques equally contains images of both fantastic
animals and real representatives of the faunal complex of the
Kazakh Altai.

Along with the highly artistic images of animals embodied
in the tree, the works of the greatest masters are depicted in
the materials of the Berel burial mounds, imprinted in the felt
material familiar to the nomad, as well as in woolen threads,
from which the true masterpieces of ancient art were created
- appliqués from animalistic images, plant and zoomorphic
motives.

Completely new in the collection of Berel burial mounds
is the figure of a winged horse in a horned mask, made of
woolen threads with the help of a special device like a hook.
The combination of the highest manufacturing technology, the
original interpretation of the favorite image and the choice of
colors give this product a special attraction.

Of interest are miniature wooden, gold foil-covered
sculptures of sphinxes - fantastic creatures with the body of a
cat’s predator and human face. The heads of the sphinxes are
crowned with horned crowns. Since the burials were robbed, it
is difficult to establish the original purpose of these sculptures,
perhaps they are an integral part of the costume, for example,
they could decorate the headdress.

The sign of the ceremonial dressing of horses is the horns
of animals, crowned masks. Wooden sculptures in the form
of horns of a mountain goat have a deep meaning and go far
beyond the usual decorative and applied applications of similar
products. The image of the mountain goat is interconnected with
the rest of the ceremonial elements of the horse of the supreme
leader. This can be linked to the idea of the chosenness of
the buried person. Mountain goat - the inhabitant of heavenly
peaks, a special sphere of space, accessible only to the
chosen, was interpreted as an attribute of the leader. The horns
of mountain goats on the head masks of the three horses of the
leader emphasized the divine essence and the chosenness of
the earthly ruler. Note that the horns of mountain goats, as well
as the horns of deer, moose, bull, argali occupy a special place
in the art and mythology of different peoples.

Burial of a large number of riding horses in the graves of
the nomadic nobility undoubtedly emphasizes their high social
status, as well as an attempt to preserve the bodies of the
deceased lords in the imperishable form. The embalming of the
deceased and the construction of log houses and special decks,
carved from the ancient larch, traced in Berel, was widespread
in the burial practice of the ancient nomads of the Altai. Clearly,
the mummification was dictated by the desire to save for a long
period of time, perhaps, to continue living in otherness.

Note that in burial mounds Berel found, thanks to the lenses
of permafrost, a large number of wooden artifacts and structural
elements of funerary structures, which allowed us to clarify
some features of the technological and technological cycle of
wood processing by ancient masters.

The thread of the ancient nomads was a special type of
wood processing, which included, in addition to the basic

operations of the technological cycle, a number of additional
techniques for processing the material with which the carved
woodwork acquired a finished appearance.

Technical and technological analysis made it possible
to identify seven functional groups of wooden objects with
carvings: human decorations, horse ornaments, weapons,
vehicles, household items, dishes, objects of worship and
musical.

The degree of complexity of the carving is divided into
simple, complex and artistic. A simple thread was used to make
various household items: stakes, wedges, keys, nagels, pins,
sticks, tool handles, shovels, hammers, whorls (stick stirrers);
wooden nails, etc. A complex carving required some skills,
great practice and an accurate eye.

Difficult to manufacture for the carvers were weapons:
shields from standardized poles, sheaths for daggers and
knives, coins of coins, bases of complex composite bows
(kibits, backs and shoulders), arrows of arrows; vehicles with all
the rigging: hubs and spokes of wheels for chariots, body racks;
tableware: table-tops of dish-tables, round legs with spikes, cup-



shaped vessels with handles, bowls; six-legged rods with round
tops and other wooden objects without ornament elements.

Art carving on the complexity of performance can be divided
into: complex and super complicated. Complicated was used
when cutting ornaments on bas-relief frames of leather quivers;
figured cases - bases for metal plates of mirrors; Native plaques
with relief for typing belts; flat-relief ornaments of the horse:
headbands, forks, saddle pendant badges; shaped handles
of cup-shaped vessels; musical instruments. Supercomplex
thread required a jewelry possession of the instrument.

Study of the planes and ends of more than a hundred large
wooden objects from burial mounds. Many pieces of logs, poles,
sticks, fragments of the sides of the deck and several hundred
carvings have revealed a whole set of tools for processing wood

Tracological and comparative typological analysis of
fingerprints showed that the masters of woodworkers used

the following types of tools in their arsenal. Cutters: ax, adzo.
Percussion: a hammer, a beater. Complex action: chisel, chisel.
Cutting: knife. Cutting-turning: an awl-colisaur, drills of different
diameters from 0.8 mm to 5 mm. In addition to the traces of
tools of ancient carpenters Berel, on the severed plaques of
the ceiling of the funerary chamber ceiling and the sides of
the deck, fingerprints of tools of robbers left behind when the
funeral was desecrated.

More than ten remains of the saddle have been found in
two burial mounds of Berel. According to the design features
Berel samples, of course, refer to the saddles of the classic
Pazyryk type: they had peripheries in the form of chest and tail
straps, a felt tire with various pendants, often decorated with
magnificent applications depicting scenes of a procession of
fantastic creatures. At one of the horses, which stands out from
all the golden-rusty suits, the saddle was decorated with an
appliqué depicting the scene of the deer’s tigrogriphon tearing.

Mummified corpses of horses in some mounds, with
preserved red hair, also allowed to determine the suit of horses.
In addition, soft tissue of animals and stomach contents were
preserved. When washing the contents of the digestive tract,
there were no fruits and seeds that could be identified, but the
remains of the needles, fragments of the stalk of cereals, fibers
of bast were found.

12 samples of seven horses were taken for palynological
analysis. Two palynocomplexes were studied. A small number
of pollen grains has been established for palynocomplex A. This
is mainly pollen of Pinus sibirica, Larix sp., Betula sp., Betula
rotundifolia Spach., Alnus sp., Berberis sp., Artemisia sericea
Web., Pollen of representatives of the families Poaceae,
Chenopodiaceae, as well as spores of ferns, mosses, and
plains.

In the palynocomplex There is a lot of pollen, it is well
preserved, the species diversity considerably increases, there
are separate anthers, fragments of cuticles of leaves. Single
pollen grains of conifers (Pinus sp., Larix sp., Abies sp.,.),
And silver-colored (Betula sp.) Are established. The basis of
the complex (up to 90%) is pollen of herbaceous plants from
the families Poaceae, Asteraceae (representatives of the
genera Serratula sp., Sonchus sp., Taraxacum sp., Artemisia
sp.), Chenopodiaceae, Convolvulaceae, Geraniaceae,
Caryophyllaceae, Saxifragaaceae (Saxifraga sp.) , Rosaceae.

The timing of the flowering of Altai plants, the pollen of
which is represented in palynocomplexes, falls on June-July.
According to the preliminary conclusion of the paleobotany, the
burial was carried out during this period of time. Differences
in the composition of the palynocomplexes may be due to
differences in the forage lands of mountain pastures, which are
due to the vertical zoning of the vegetation cover. At the same
time, we do not exclude that the change in the composition of
the plant component of the digestive tract of horses is related to
the conditions of preservation (the lower tier of animals is better
preserved than the upper one).

Permafrost allowed to find out that the tree used for
the construction of the funerary structure was felled in different
years (with an interval of 21 years). This fact can be explained
by the repeated use of blanks (from other buildings) or the use



of dead trees. It was revealed that in different years logging was
conducted in various places. So, the larch for the manufacture
of the deck was cut down elsewhere, that is not where the tree
was harvested, for the construction of a log and the closure of
the grave pit.

Bright materials were obtained in the burial mound No. 9,
including a small bronze «censer» with two tubules located on
each side, possibly serving for the release of smoke or steam.
Inside the ritual vessel were eight round small river pebbles,
some of which split, most likely from a sharp temperature drop.

In addition, we note the find of the wooden staircase. Here,
too, were found numerous gold stripes from ceremonial clothes,
miniature sculptures of sphinxes and griffins. Here, the fact
of extracting bone marrow from tubular bones from a woman
buried beside a deck of the Saka nobility is recorded.

In another barrow (No. 10), which also contained a man’s
burial in a log from a solid larch trunk, installed inside a two-
member log-chamber, made of larch half-timbered and 10
riding horses of red-colored suits in full decorative decoration.
Here, samples of saddles with unique applications containing,
including images of fantastic polymorphous creatures - a
profile of a man with a beard and mustaches, head is crowned
with horns of a mountain goat, a winged body of a predator,
resembles a lion, a short tail is decorated in the form of a
shamrock. The outlines of the image are decorated with thin
woolen threads. Such graphic compositions - the procession of
mythical beasts were discovered for the first time in the art of
ancient nomads of Central Asia, which confirms the originality
and autochthonousness of this art. The image of winged
lions, sphinxes, gopatshahs, centaurs and other polymorphic
characters is found in the art of many ancient peoples and
regions, including Assyro-Babylonian, Mesopotamian, etc.
However, our samples differ from them by a whole series of
elements that reflect the canons of the pictorial tradition,
characteristic only of the ancient Altaic cattle-breeding peoples.

Various types and elements of male and female costumes
are represented in Berelian mounds of Pazyryk time - winter,
summer, upper.

In some cases, the elements of the costume have been
preserved, in the form of various ornaments. For example, a
wooden three-dimensional sculpture of an ungulate animal,
more likely, a deer with inserted leather horns (not preserved),
on the shoulder blade and thigh of which are cut images of the
head of the argali; the two-dimensional composition of a lying
hoofed animal and a gilded large statuette of argali on long
legs, adapted for insertion into some basis, found among the
discarded objects (barrow No. 10), are undoubtedly adornments
of a helmet-shaped felt headdress.

The elements of the decoration of the ceremonial dress,
rather, of the women, are probably the gilded miniature
sculptures of the «sphinxes» made of wood found within the
framework, mainly in the space between the deck and the
western wall of the intravaginal funerary construction, and
also on the lid of the barrow of the burial mound No. 11. There
are several, among them there are left- and right-handed, as
well as central - with one head and two merged torsos. We

will describe only one of these sculptures. «Sphinx» is depicted
with the torso of a cat predator, in a lying pose, facing left.
The front paws lie before the trunk (stretched out), probably
schematically showing both paws, fingers (or claws). The paw
reminds of a fist clenched in the fist. The chest and neck of
the sphinx are quite wide, powerful. The waist tapers to the
belly. The hind leg is thin, neat. In the area of the knee fold is a
small through hole, 0.1 cm in diameter. The hole is apparently
intended for sewing the article.

A small flat head on a thick vertical neck. The face is turned
to the left, straight. A sharp chin, an elongated face is contoured
as if the face were peeping out of the hood. The sloping forehead
is depicted in relief, in the form of curved inserts - depressions
of the eye cavities. In their depths, in the low relief protrude
tear-shaped little eyes. They are separated by a short, broad
nose. The outer corners of the eye cavities are long, lowered.
The mouth is indicated by a point-like depression (the corners
of the mouth are roundedly extended). Ears stick upward.
The mimicry of these creatures fixes the different stages of a
person’s state.

Berel's sphinxes are laconic, compact and mobile. They
seem to reflect the state of internal tension of the mysterious
character.

On the vertex flattened (from the front side of the rounded-
convex) sprouts. They hang in opposite sides, at the sides.
With the general principle of modeling the image, each figure is
endowed with individual distinctive features, facial expressions.

The clothing element includes wooden buttons, on the front
part of which are cut twisted whole figures of a mountain sheep.

A variety of headgear. In some cases, from the rich
decoration of the burial vestments, presumably female,
fragments in the form of strips of especially thin gold plates,
and from the costume itself - fragments of the headdress and
fur coat were preserved.

Thus, archaeological research in the territory of the Kazakh
Altai has serious prospects as one of the monuments that
plays an important role not only in solving certain archeological
problems, but also in reconstructing the cultural and historical
processes of the region as a whole.

If the cultural affiliation of the investigated monuments is
determined with a greater degree of probability as «Pazyryk»,
then their ethnic attribution remains open. There is no unanimity
in the precise localization within the Altai subregion and
adjacent territories of the legendary arimaspov, «guarding the
gold of the vultures,» argyppe, issedonov and other possible
creators of this culture.

Unique finds from Berel testify to the high level of culture
and art, as well as to the complex system of world outlook of the
population of the Kazakh Altai in the epoch under consideration.
Studying the richest legacy of our ancestors is a very difficult
and responsible affair, but hard work of researchers is rewarded
with amazing discoveries.

For us it is extremely important that samples of the art of
ancient nomads served as prototypes of fine, decorative and
applied art of modern Turkic peoples, including Kazakhs.

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he early Iron Age of Kazakhstan covers a period of

a little more than a millennium - approximately from

the VIII century before the first centuries | thousand
BC (KasaxctaH B cakckyto anoxy, 2017). This era in Russian
history is associated with the spread of a culture of tribes known
by written sources under the names: «Saks», «Sarmatsy,
«Issedonys», «Massagets», «Arimaspis», etc. History does not
record how they really called themselves. Monuments left by
the Saka tribes are known in Zhetysu, Priaralye, Saryarka and
Altai. In the steppes stretching from the Caspian Sea to the
Aral Sea, as well as along the banks of the Ural, llek, Irgiz,
Tobol, tributaries of the Turgai, the tribes associated with the
Sarmatians lived. In Karatau, the presence of elements that

gravitate toward the Saka time and to the Sarmatian is noted.
Natural and climatic conditions, lifestyle, as well as the
skills of adaptation to the environment left a mark on the
characteristics of clothing. Researchers who dedicated their
work to the study of the Kazakh costume singled out the main
three areas, coinciding with the territory of the distribution
of the Elder, Middle and Younger zhuzes, which make up a
single ethnos (3axapoBa, Xomxaea, 1989). For centuries,
the regulated relations in the steppe gave birth to a flexible
system in the distribution of winter, spring, summer and autumn
pastures, which in turn allowed them to adapt to a particular
ecological niche that dictated the features of clothing styles. As
in the Kazakh language there are no dialects, so in the cut of
clothes there are no significant differences. Depending on the
composition of the herd, as well as the presence
of certain urban centers, the raw materials used
to make the costume differ (Maprynan, 1946;
xannbekos, 1990; Kasaxu, 2013).

The idea of the costume of the early Iron Age
allows you to create materials from archaeological
excavations. At present, domestic archeology
has data on three complexes that survived at
the time of the study in an undisturbed state (in
situ). These are materials of the world-famous
monument, the elements of which became the
visiting card of independent Kazakhstan - the
burial mound «Issyk», as well as recent findings
made in the Taksai region and Urzhar (Akuwes
K.A., 1978; JlyknaHoBa, 2014; bantaHaeB, Ku-
ToB, 2016).

Unique finds from the Berel burial mound
with permafrost, comparable in degree of
preservation with ethnographic materials, are
also a source of information for characterizing
the costume of the Saka time. In 2018, 20 years
have passed since the beginning of studies
of this type of monuments in independent
Kazakhstan (Camawes, 2011). For the first time
a burial mound with permafrost in the Berel was
investigated in 1865 (CopokuH, 1962). Thanks
to the painstaking work of the restorers, who
devoted many items from the burial mound No.
11 back from non-existence, it became possible
to study many elements of the material culture of
the ancient population (AnTbiH6ekoB, 2014; An-
TbIHGekoBa, 2017).

To the circle of sources about the ancient
costume also represent fine monuments. They
are conventionally divided into two large groups:
monumental and mobile. The first is made up of



immovable objects - deer stones, statues, rock carvings. The
second group includes small plastic items. If the origin of the
former is reliably associated with a particular area, then they
disagree on the second opinion - in addition to the fact that they
can be produced on site, it is also possible to consider them as
mining, gifts, exchange results, etc.

Images depicted on deer stones, statues and rock surfaces,
allow us to imagine ways of wearing weapons, hairstyle and
accessories. Over the past few years, domestic archeology has
rapidly replenished with data on statuary monuments of the
Early Iron Age, discovered both in the course of new research
and in the process of putting into scientific circulation previously
unpublished findings.

The earliest statuary objects are deer stones. Such a name of
objects was obtained due to the fact that on their surface in large
numbers were images of these animals. Classical examples of
such monuments are the finds made within Mongolia, in the
town of Ushkiyn-Uver (Bonkos, 2002). However, the presence
of images of deer is not always necessary on deer stone. In the
domestic science for the first time, in the 1940s, the founder
of the Kazakh archeology, Alikey Khakanovich Margulan (Kbi3-
nacos, 1951). The stones he recorded during his research in
Central Kazakhstan were named «ayutas» (a stone in the form
of a bear), «koytas» (a stone in the form of a ram) (MaprynaH,
1974). Given the features of the Saryarka faunistic complex,
images of the above-mentioned animals are quite natural.

Among the deer stones published so far, individual
elements of the costume were fixed on the surface of objects
from Saryarka (the Zhangabyl river) (Keianacos, 1951) and the
Kazakh Altai (example, from the Maiemer steppe) (Camalues,
EpmonaeBa, Oxymabekosa, 2017). In both cases, there are
images of earrings. The object from Zhangabyl, probably, was
originally made in the form of a deer stone, and later it was re-
decorated as a statue (EpmoneHko, KypmaHkynos, KaceHoBa,
2016).

Despite the relatively small finds of deer stones for the
territory of the Kazakhstan, one can note on the basis of the
analysis of finds in other regions of the Great Steppe - the lack
of pronounced anthropomorphism, although in general the deer
stones represent a human figure. «lconographic scheme» for
the design of deer stones, including the shingles at the top
(necklace) and below (belt); above the necklace ring - earrings
and on the front side («face») two or three inclined parallel
lines. The belt depicts the arms and equipment of a warrior
suspended, sometimes mirrors and bows with a goret. Among
the pictorial elements, one can also name a geometric figure in
the form of a shaded pentagon; some animals: deer, horses,
goats, wild boars, cat predators (CaBuHoB, 1994, p. 4-5).
According to the researchers, reindeer stones are associated
with the idea of sacrifices, performed a communicative function
in worldview concepts (CaBuHoB, 1994, p. 150).

Deer stone from the Mayemer steppe was erected on top
of the mound, in which, judging by the abundance of beads
made of cornelian, turquoise, ceramics (?), The woman'’s burial
was apparently committed. In a strongly disturbed chamber,
from the elements of the rite, a massive earring, made of noble
metal of yellow color, survived (dxymabekoBa, ba3zapbaeBa,

2011; Camawes, EpmonaeBa, [>xymabekoBa, 2017). However,
a preliminary analysis of the images on the face of the deer
suggests that these attributes - a belt with attached to it a short
sword - akinak and a knife (?) With a curved blade, as well as
an earring, mark the image of a man.

By now, domestic science has data about 20 sculptures
of the Saka time, obtained from different parts of Saryarka.
The analysis of the material allowed the researchers to draw
an interesting conclusion about one particular feature of this
type of monuments. We are talking about the so-called pineal
protrusion, fixed on a number of sculptures. Experts propose
to consider them as a kind of hairdo called «Aidar» in Kazakh
culture and «settler» in Ukrainian. In other words, this is the
strand left on the crown (EpmoneHko, KypmaHkynos, KaceHoBa,
2015).



A preliminary analysis of ethnographic information and
folklore allows us to conclude that the remaining strand of hair
- «Aidar» - is the hairstyle worn by both children and adults
(BenceHos, 2014). As A.Z. Beisenov, «Aidar» plaited in a
pigtail, decorated with pieces of colored cloth, stones. Later,
the «Aidar» became more associated as a children’s hairdo,
which happened during the spread of Islam. At the same time,
the researcher, basing himself on folklore data, notes such a
curious fact connected with the personality of the famous sultan
Nauryzbay - Kenesary’s brother. Fearless warrior, spearman of
the legendary khan wore «Aidar», decorated with expensive
stones (BericeHos, 2014, p. 140).

During the excavation of the burial mound No. 11 on the Berel
burial ground, data were obtained about the multi-component
headgear-wig of a man with a pointed outline. The complexity
of the design is in a system of weaving braids, braids, braids,
and also using black matter as filler (Camawes, 2011).

Data on the male hair of the early Iron Age is supplemented
by a drawing from Kulzhabasy to Zhetysu, where two warriors
are shown standing nearby (pl. 18) (PoroxwuHckuia, xxymabe-
koBa, 2017). The head of the left character is crowned with
a conical headdress with a rounded crown; in the profile, a
prominent nose and chin, probably with a small beard. In the
left hand the warrior holds a short dagger, in the right sword.
In the right hand of the second soldier is depicted a chamfer,
and to the elbow of the left hand a small shield is brought on

the belt. The head is marked by a low hood with the top hinged
back.

The appearance of two soldiers (pl. 18) serves as an
illustration to the conclusion of S.A. Yatsenko that in many of the
steppe images of Central Asia of the Scythian era, the figures of
heroes look gracile, with an emphatically thin waist, large head
and magnificent mustache. This is explained, according to the
researcher, by the fact that in the epic of the Iranian peoples the
hero wins not only with the help of muscle strength and martial
art, but also intellect (AueHko, 2012). Short caftans with a belt
and pointed caps are characteristic for the eastern regions of
the Scythian-Sak world.

A series of statuary monuments from the Aral-Caspian Sea
between the sea shows the most vivid images of the warriors
(TacmarambeToB, 2002; Onbxosckuii, 2005; CamawieB u gp.,
2007; CamaweB u gp., 2011). The statues convey men of
athletic build in clothes, with weapons of long and melee. Some
warriors have worked out their own decorations - hryvnia (?).
Compliance of the material used to make the statue allowed to
reproduce, with the most approximate accuracy, the meaningful
elements of the sculptures.

For more than two thousand years, the Sarmatian and
Kazakh cultures have been postponed. However, the tradition
of creating ritual objects from stone finds its continuation in the
sharpened lines of kulpitas, koytas, koshkartas, tortkulak and
mazars. Under the influence of the canons of Islam, the images



of people and animals disappear. They are becoming more
and more stylized, hidden in ornate elements of the ornament,
artfully covering the surface of the stone (Apxuranves, 1994;
TacmarambeTtos, 2002).

The art of creating outstanding works of stone-carving art
in the form of highly artistic kulpitas was especially pronounced
in the steppes between the Aral Sea and the Caspian Sea.
They were different depending on gender, status, age of the
deceased. Kulpitas, installed on the graves of men, were
usually decorated with weapons, images of horses, belts.
The women'’s kulpitas depicted elements of a suit, ornaments.
Obviously, the graves of girls who reached the age of marriage,
and also, perhaps, married / bride or died in the first year of
marriage, are accompanied by kulpitas decorated with a picture
of the wedding headgear-saukele. The wearing of saukele was
strictly regulated in the Kazakh society. Usually, it was worn in
the first year of marriage - in the period before the birth of the
first child. Then, with the change of status, the headdress also
changed.

In the context of the analysis of the Kazakh female
headdress-saukele, the story captured on the pair of buckles
from the Siberian Collection of Peter the Great (PyneHko, 1962;
IpsizHoB, 1961). This find is known in science under the name
«Rest under a tree». The plot was considered as an illustration
of the heroic epic work (psisHoB, 1961), as well as the «text»
of the funeral rite (MotoB, 1999). This work of ancient art is a
kind of chronicle. The characters depicted here demonstrate
a complex ritual of farewell to the deceased (MotoB, 1999).
The position of the character in a horizontal position with
closed eyes, and the high headdress of a woman, intertwined
with branches of the crown of a mighty tree, and horses with
cropped manes, on which «towns» are left, marking the fact of
the dedication of the horse, testify in favor of this.

The tradition of dedicating a horse to the deceased was
also recorded in Kazakh ethnography (Amxuranues, 1994; Ka-
3axu, 2013). The horse of his own saddle after the death of
the owner was subjected to certain actions - he was sheared
off his mane, cut off his tail, and after a year, during the ace, it
was usually circled around the dwelling, thus marking another
important facet in funeral rites. The blood of the animal and the
bridle, removed from the horse, cut into pieces, were buried
(Kasaxu, 2013). Perhaps in these ritual echoes of traditions of
the Saka time are manifested. As evidenced by the excavations
of the altars of the Tasmolin culture. They are a circle, closed
from eight large stones. Because of what they got the second
name - eight-storied. In the excavation of such altars, finds
are usually found in the form of elements of horse bridle from
bronze - psaltery, a bit, a plaque (MowwkoBa, 1966; BevceHos,
2015; Bapdonomees, 2017).

Returning to the analysis of the costume of the Saka time,
we note that in most cases, especially on objects of small plastic,
there are images of men. Concerning the vestment of women -
this is the scene «Rest under a tree», mentioned above, as well
as sculptural images from the incense burner, revealed within
the present borders of Kyrgyzstan. Individual elements of the
woman’s costume were preserved in the materials of Pazyryk
culture. For example, a headpiece.

One of the most famous monuments, representing the solid
appearance of the man of the era of the early nomads, is the
«golden» man from the Issyk mound. In the zone of mountain-
valley and steppe Eurasia, this is far from the only burial place
of the «golden man» of the 1st millennium BC. Not so much
the amount of gold in the vestments of these representatives of
ancient society fascinates contemporaries, they show a deep
symbolism in the topography of the elements of the costume
and the selection of zoomorphic images. Researchers agree
that the Issyk leader during his life acted simultaneously in two
social roles: leading the military nobility of the tribe and fulfilling
the duties of the primitive priest-shaman (Ilenekos, 1987, p.
27).

A.K. Akishev came to the conclusion that the jacket of the
Issyk man, completely covered with gold plaques, is associated
with the armor of a heavily armed rider - a cataphract. The
leader acted as a solar god-warrior, sacred defender of religion
and ideology of a group of Saka tribes (Akuwes A., 1984, p.
121-127). In complete equipment, the warrior embodied the
image of an ideal epic warrior-nomad.

Images of men are also transferred in the form of sculptures
on censers - archers on horseback and a dismounted rider,
in the form of stamped rider images in a fluttering raincoat on
Tlenik plaques and embodied in bronze as a plot with a multi-



figured composition on the badge from Nurken (Akuwes K.A.,
1978; Dxymabekosa, 1998; IxxymabekoBa, bazapbaesa, 2013;
BerceHos, 2014). The burial mounds Nurken-2 are attributed to
the Early Saka times (VII-VI centuries BC).

The face of the plaque is decorated with a scene with the
presence of several anthropomorphic characters. In the left part,
three characters are shown, the central one obviously being a
rider, calmly seated on a standing horse in gear (a balaclava
or a tight-fitting hood with a wide on back of the mouth, a shell
with an armored «skirt» and a standing collar, the bracers cover
their arms to the elbow). Behind the mounted archer stands a
man armed with a coin which he holds in his right hand. On his
head is a tight-fitting hood. You can see the fitting upper part
of the clothes (kaftan?). The third participant of the scene is in
front of the rider: he is depicted sitting on the ground. The head
is also worn with a hood, legs - in boots, stockings or leggings,
a tight belt is marked on the tight caftan. In the right half of the
plate, broken off the edge, opposite the person sitting on the
ground, the same person is sitting facing him, he apparently
has a coloring or a scratched face. In the space above the
head of the person sitting in the mournfully humble pose of a
man in the right half of the plaque, the lower part of the image,
probably of a lying man, is preserved - in armored armor, with
a shield. In the scene of the Nurken plaque, a mythological
plot, known to contemporaries, is associated with the farewell
scene, the burial of the hero (Motos, 1999; beliceHos, [Ixyma-
6ekoga, 2014).

These finds, as well as a bronze figure of a warrior from the
Zhambyl regional museum of local lore in a helmet («Kuban»
type), dressed in a shell in the form of a fitted jacket with a

high standing collar and hip protection; figurine of an archer on
a casserole dish from Almaty; anthropomorphic images in the
«The Siberian Collection of Peter I», etc., allow to form an idea
of how the soldiers looked in the 1st millennium BC.

The embodiment of the courageous appearance of the
hero, warrior, batyr found its continuation in the era of warlike
Turkic, who left stone sculptures with detailed elaboration of
all elements (hair, headpiece, facial expression, weapons
complex, etc.).

In the following time, for the culture of the Kazakhs, it seems
that the oral creativity of the people is more characteristic,
where the image of the batyr and the beauty of the woman
were transmitted in a different way. A distinctive feature of
Kazakh philosophy is the unity of historical wealth and national
thought, a special way of thinking. A. Margulan, who specially
studied the Kazakh epic, noted: «In the Kazakh epic, there is
less groundless fiction and ornate mythological ornaments, as
it happens in the epic of some other nations that grew up under
different conditions. In the steppe Kazakh epic, in most cases,
mainly historical events are celebrated, family-household
paintings, tribal-clan relations ... « (MaprynaH, 1946, c. 75). For
example, lines from the epic laconically, but clearly describe the
image of the young Koblandy batyr:

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ecorative and applied art fully demonstrates the most

important changes in the life of the steppe population

in connection with the beginning of the Middle Ages
and reflects the addition of a single language of culture that has
become the property of all modern Turkic peoples. It embodied
the fundamental concepts of the world and the place of man
in it.

The rhythm of the art of ancient Turks clearly illustrates, first
of all, a variety of objects made of metal in connection with their
high social significance, as well as from bone and wood.

In the vast majority of metal products are cast items.
They are part of the design of the costume, household items,
weapons, horse equipment, etc. To the most important element
of the costume of the ancient Turks can be attributed the belt,
which is a marker of the social status of its owner.

Early samples include belts from burials No. 9 and 11 of the
burial site Kudyrge (Altai), Tash-Tube (Northern Kyrgyzstan),
burials in the city of Almaty, near the Samarkand (Jo6>xaHckui,
1990, p. 30). Each of them is peculiar and, despite the fact that
they belong to the same chronological period, are significantly
different. The belt from Tash-Tube was decorated with plaques
executed in the heraldic style, and also in the form of figures
of a wild boar (Xyasikos, Tabanaues, 2007, Fig. 92, 1-3, 6).
Animals seem to be thrown over something, the front part of the
body with the front legs hanging downwards is depicted.

In the burial place near Samarkand, a belt with a plaque was
found, on the surface of which a dragon is depicted (Xyasikos,
Tabangues, 2007, fig. 92, 7-9). Unlike other specimens, the
belt from the burial in the city of Almaty had a decorated buckle,
on the shield there is an image of the upper half of a person’s
face with large features (Kypmankynos, 1980, Figures 3, 2). The
frame in this case, perhaps, symbolized the headdress. Belts
from the burial places of the cemetery Kudyrge (Jo6xaHckun,
1990) are decorated with rosettes having different number of
petals.

The next group of belts, dating from the end of the 7th-
9th century, occurs on a large territory of Eurasia and is
characterized by the use of smooth, non-unregistered plaques
of rectangular, segmented and other shapes with slots for
passing straps. Their wide existence is connected, in V.N.
Dobzhansky with the formation of the Il Turkic Kaganate (0o6-
xaHckun, 1990, p. 37). With the help of straps, various metal
and bone suspensions were attached to the belts. One of these
bone suspensions was discovered in the burial mound No. 20
of the Kyzyl-Kainar burial ground (South-West Kazakhstan),
and the end of the subject - in the form of a head of a lynx (Mak-
cumoBa, 1968, Fig. 1) - was interestingly designed. Showing
powerful tanks, elongated ears and spotting with the help of a
circular ornament (MakcumoBa, 1968, p. 151).

The Kimak and Kyrgyz group of belts, in turn, is characterized
by a lush floral ornament covering the entire surface of objects.
Various variants of shoots are presented, often forming
heart-shaped figures, palmettos, rosettes. The canonical
(religious) elements also gain acceptance: lotus, shoots and
bunches of grapes, motifs «knot of infinity», «flaming pearl»,
connected, according to L.R. Kyzlasova, with the penetration
of the environment of Kimaks and Kyrgyz Manichaeism (Kbi3-
nacos, 2004, pp. 125-130). There is also a version about the
Buddhist origins of this innovation in artistic metal (Xygskos,
Xacnasckag, 2003, pp. 71-76). It is necessary to refrain from
attempts to give precise definitions of the extent to which the
world religions spread to a nomadic environment. The existing
tendency of the penetration of religious systems from the
outside testifies to another mechanism for the emergence of
these images and motives, in order to promote the dominant
position of representatives of the nobility. Perhaps the existence
of such ornamental elements was dictated by fashion, and as in
the previous period of time, characterized by the dominance of
smooth unoriginal plaques, it is a chronological indicator.

The burial of the noble Kimak warrior from the burial mound
No. 145 of the Zevakin’s burial ground (Eastern Kazakhstan)
consisted of three belts, a number unique in Turkic archeology
(ApcnaHoBa, 2013, Fig. 4). The first belt with straps consisted
of silver plaques of square, heart-shaped and semi-oval form.
On the surface - vegetative shoots with twisted endings. The
surface of the second was covered with silver and gilded round
and heart-shaped plaques. On the tip of the belt there was an



image of a winged dragon. From the open mouth the fire bursts
out. The beast is shown as if fallen to the surface. The third belt
is decorated with a plaque with floral ornament.

The Oguz belts were covered, in most cases, by smooth,
non-unregistered plaques, and vegetal and geometric patterns
are also found.

The Kyrgyz belts were also supplemented by metal overlays
on bags. One of them, an accidental find from the Minusinsk
region, had an interesting composition, which is divided into 3
parts of large plant curls (Keianacos, Koponb, 1990, pp. 138,
figure 32). At the first level - leaping deer, heading towards each
other, on the second - large fish, also turned towards, on the
third - lying deer, deployed in the opposite direction.

The wide prevalence of the elements of the belt - plaques
of a certain shape, plaques with a slit, straps, suspenders to
the belts, indicates that there was a belt fashion among Turks,
Kimaks, Kyrgyz, Oguzes and other peoples of the steppe
Eurasia. The same category of items that have the status of
fashion, also include earrings. Widely distributed in the early
medieval period were the so-called Saltov-type earrings, which
are ornaments in the form of an open ring of round or oval
shape with a ball in the upper part and attached to the ring by
an elongated pendant (CtaweHkos, 1998, p. 215).

The costume of the Turkic men was also supplemented with
plaques and tips of belts decorating the shoes. Such a detail of
the costume is fixed on materials from the Turkic, Kimak and
Oguz burials.

Thus, for the considered time, the composition of a single
men’s suit is characteristic, its peculiarity and changes in time
marked belts and earrings.

Artistic metal is also used in the design of weapons. In the
Turkic burial of the burial mound No. 9 of the Karakaba burial
ground (Altai), the following decorative elements of the leather
outfit were fixed: silver plaques with a gold plaque in the form of
a human face and an openwork plaque depicting a deer figure
(Camawes and others., 2013, pp. 163-166).

The shape of the deer is depicted in the profile, in spite of
its small size, the plaque is distinguished by a high quality of
elaboration. In the square frame, a figure of the deer, portrayed
in the profile, is masterfully inscribed. Shown is a small tail, a
massive trunk of a horn with three sprouts.

The design of weapons became popular with the Kimaks.
In the burial mound No. 145 of the Zevakinsk burial ground, a
saber with a unique design of scabbards and hilt was found.
On the surface of the tips of the sheath and the handle are
depicted two men, one of them dancing, the second playing
a musical instrument. On the surface of paired clips - a man
sitting between two birds.

A man with birds sits with his legs clenched under himself
- «baldy, in front of him with both hands holds a vessel in the
form of a high goblet.

The bird on the left is shown with a small head, a long curved
beak, a long slightly curved neck, a narrow wing and trunk, and
a long forked tail down. The bird on the right, rounded head, on
which the eye is shown, has a long straight neck. It should be
noted that the figures of man and birds are made in a different
manner: the image of man is quite realistic, in turn, the birds
were stylized, their images are given conditionally.

At the bottom of the wooden quiver, a bud with curls of
different length departing from it (Xyaskos, Tabangnes, 2009,
Fig. 67, 2) was depicted from the Turkic burial of Besh-Tash-
Koroo Il (Tien-Shan).

A separate category is the design of musical instruments
found in the burials of male warriors. On the surface of one of



them found in the Turkic burial Zharganalant Khairkhan Bergen
(Mongolian Altai), from the outside of the wooden case there
are scratched images of deer with branched horns, a mountain
goat, dogs, an archer that shoots an arrow (Térbat ..., fig. 9).
In the center of the composition are figures of three deer and a
goat. Despite the schematic nature, typical species features of
deer have been transferred: large bodies, short with a muzzle
of a muzzle, massive crowns have 3-4 sprouts, which suggests
images of noble deer.

Apparently, later at a short distance from the main
composition on the side, a picture of another deer was made.
Shown are completely different features: smaller size of the
figure, a long neck, long horns of the horns, from them branch
off, oriented up and down. This form of horns is characteristic of
marals, as their horns do not form crowns.

Information about the female costume of the ancient Turks
is extremely small. Among the unique findings are earrings in
the form of a female figure from the burial mound No. 7 of the
Koibala cemetery in South Siberia (Ckobenes, 1990, Fig. 1, 2).
The woman is depicted in a static position with a cup in both
hands, a round halo above her head, and open bird’s wings

behind the figure. To the earrings were attached, diamond-
shaped pendants with rounded balls. Items are made of gold
with individual details of silver (Ckobenes, 1990, p. 227).

To the real world of Turkic women are bone needles and
crests, often decorated with vegetative, geometric patterns. On
the surface of the needle from the burial mound No. 3 of the
Uzuntal burial ground (Altai), large buds with curls are covered
with frequent shading, touching the bases and thus forming a
cruciform figure (CasuHos, 1982, figure 9).

Unique compositions were recorded on the surface of a
bone needle found in the Suttu-Bulak (Tien-Shan) burial. On
the surface of one half, a character is depicted in a three-horn
headdress, which, as it were, «listens to the speech» of a
moustached kneeling man, honored to be treated from a vessel
for ritual drinking. In the second half, the battle scene of the
warriors is executed, one of them with braids, the other half with
a short hairdo and mustaches (Xyasiko, Tabangues, 2009, fig.
101). Attention is drawn to the shape of the end of the needle -
in the form of a fish tail.

On the surface of the bone crest, a large diamond was
imprinted from the burial of burial mound No. 34 of the burial



ground Balyk-Sook I (Altai), along its sides there are numerous
lines directed in different directions and having different lengths
(Kybapes, 2005, Tables 146, 3). The end of the handle of the
ridge is interestingly decorated, here opposing (?) Heads,
perhaps, of a small fur-bearing animal are executed (Ky6apes,
2005, p.78).

In the female Kimak suit for almost all categories of jewelry
is characterized by the use of artistic metal. In the design of the
woman’s costume, the image of a bird was used first of all. The
repertoire and assortment of objects are diverse: phoenixes,
griffins, waterfowl, pigeons (?) On the surface of the pendants,
pommel headpieces, pins, zipper pendants. A characteristic
group is the profile figures of birds, which are the tops of the
headdresses. There are 2 copies in the collection (bur. 2, object
No. 23, Karashat |, burial mound in the city of Semipalatinsk,
excavations of I.A. Armstrong). A number of parallels in their
design are fixed, which allow to assume that in this case the
same bird is depicted: a powerful beak bent down, an upright
crest arranged vertically, a long neck, a powerful thorax, an
elongated trunk, and a long narrow tail.

Also, a special accessory of the female Kimak suits are
pendants consisting of two halves with the image of twin
fish and fastened, possibly, to the cloth belt. At the heart of
the image are such characteristic features of the prototype:
elongated body, widened in the upper part, head moderately
convex, straight expansive tail ending.

For the Oguz costume tradition, the characteristic detail is
the so-called cops and stripes representing stylized bird figures.
Moreover, there are various options for working out an image:
realistic images, but no, and available focus on the silhouette,
plumage. Of particular note is the stylization of some images:
the figures of birds resemble vegetative shoots.

Widely in the considered time the category «horse
equipment» is presented. It is clear that in the conditions of
extreme mobility and constant military operations, it plays an
extremely important role, as evidenced by the existence of
fashion, as in the case of a man’s suit. These trends in the
design of equestrian equipment chronologically follow one
another and are associated with political events in the Eurasian
steppes.

For objects made in the Turkic artistic tradition, the use of a
rib (a pointed or rounded rib protruding above the main surface
of the object), pendant pendants, predominantly heart-shaped
with a fastening loop and a smooth facial part (fopbyHoBa,
2010, pp. 114-115).

The artistic metal of the Shtostkinsk culture (the
archaeological culture of the Kimak Kaganate) is characterized
by the use of tips of the keel-shaped form, patches and
spacers of simple geometric contour lines, using ornamental
ornamentation (Mop6yHoea, 2010, p. 115). In the territory of the
Kyrgyz Kaganate, complicated forms and figured endings of all
categories of jewelry, decorating with a mesh or cellular decor,
a large number of products with moving parts have become
common (FopbyHoea, 2010, p. 116). In Oguzes, large head and
plaques of round or cordate shape became widespread (Kpy-
rno., 2001, fig. 6).

An interesting pictorial technique was used to decorate the
front saddle of the saddle from the Kyrgyz burial mound No.
6 of the burial ground Kopensky caatas: figures of horsemen
with a bow in their hands, various animals (tiger, snow leopard,
steppe dog, wild boar, fallow deer and mountain goat were
attached to the front bow of the saddle) (Keianacos, Koponb,
1990, p.83), individual plaques depicted the details of the
landscape-mountains, clouds, and as a result, they formed the
full dynamics of the hunting scene (Kbianacos, Koponb, 1990,
Fig. 32; 23).

Widespread use in the Kyrgyz environment of the use of the
mask as a pendant in horse equipment (Kopornb, 2008, p. 95).

Itis not entirely clear the use of the larvae in Kimaks. One of
the most interesting specimens in a manner and a high degree
of detail was found in the women’s burial site No. 2 of the
Belokamenka burial ground (Altai foothills) (Apxeonoruyeckue
namaTHukK..., 1987). Lichina is a realistic image of a man’s
face. Masterfully shown are thin facial features, through holes
in the area of the orbit and mouth have a significant external
effect, creating a sense of sight.

Significant popularity at the time considered was the



ornamentation of bone front bow saddles. The vegetable
ornament prevails. The largest number of them is currently
found in the Turkic burials of Altai, also they are found on
the territory of Mongolia and Kyrgyzstan (Ky6apes, 2005, pp.
128-129). These samples of bone-carving art allow to draw a
conclusion about the popularity of the motif of the bud with the
shoots departing from it on both sides.

An interesting composition on the front bow of the saddle
was also found in the Turkic burial of the cemetery of Kudyrge
(grave 9). A scene of hunting horsemen with a bow in the hands
of various animals is depicted. Masterfully shown the impetuous
movement, which involves riders and the animals they pursue.
In the center of the composition, apparently, denoting an idea,
the tigers stand motionless against each other, the figures of
which are much larger than the others (FaBpunosa, 1965, Table
XV).

Art objects carry information, shown in one way or another,
in this case the meaning acquires both the object itself and
the context of its use (of which it is a part). So, the belt is a
characteristic detail of the costume of a man of Turkic time.
Representations about the real world of the man of the Middle
Ages also complement the design of weapons, and women -
household items (needles, combs). In the women’s costume,
the design of the head area was a priority.

At manufacturing of subjects’ metal: silver, gold, bronze,
and also a tree and a bone were used. They refer to clothing
accessories, weapons design, horse equipment and household
items. In the design of the male costume, first of all, metal
products, as well as bone and wood, are used. Metal objects

often acted as a part of an object and acted as an element of
an ornament. Only in aggregate they produced an artistic effect
and carried any information. In contrast to the previous times -
the era of the early Iron Age, when plaques, stripes completely
covered the surface of clothing, in the era of the early Middle
Ages, they form the surface of the belt. This tendency of such
ordering of decorative elements will continue in the future, when
decorating the traditional costume of the Turkic peoples. On the
surface of wooden, bone products, flat images are made.

In the choice of the shape of the metal elements of the belt
set and horse equipment, the following regularity is traced:
each of the elements (plaques, belt tips, tee-distributors) is
made using a separate mold. In addition, on the surface of
both the belt and straps, only one or two plaques are used.
Judging by the surviving fragments of the belts, the plaques
were placed in one row. Both the belts and the horse’s headset
of the time under consideration are stylistically consistent in
most cases and constitute a composite whole. The composition
is maintained with the help of such constituents: the fabrication
material, the method of applying the pictorial elements to
the surface, the combination of the shape of the objects, the
combination of the pictorial elements on their surface.

Female decorations mostly represent full-figured images of
metal. On the surface of bone products there are plane images.
Traditions of the previous time were reflected in the use of the
top headgear in the Kimak. They were performed in the form
of bird figures or a stylized ornithomorphic image. Such tops
are a characteristic detail of the headdress in the Altai pazyryk
culture.



For the decorative and applied art of the Middle Ages,
first of all, the use of vegetable code in the ornamentation of
products is typical. Various curls, shoots, buds, palmettes in
various combinations and varying degrees of soloing soloed
and occupied the surface of objects completely or fringed the
given space. They were also used as a decorative element
in the study of zooantropomorphic images used to decorate
a costume or horse equipment, covering them entirely or
exhibiting a certain element.

From the previous period the early Iron Age, zoomorphic
elements continue to be used. As in the epoch of the domination

of the animal style, in the art of the early Middle Ages, not just
the animal itself was masterfully reproduced, but the idea of
it. Therefore, various representatives of two polar camps-
predators and herbivorous animals-were endowed with single
pictorial elements. Predators are active, aggressive, herbivores
- graceful, fearful and impetuous. In this manner, tigers, lions, cat
predators, birds of prey and deer, hares, deer, mountain goats,
sheep, etc., were depicted. In addition, as evidenced by some
examples of decorative and applied art, it was very important
for the ancient masters to convey also the specific features
of the animals depicted (a figure on the surface of a musical
instrument from the burial Zharganalant Khairkhan Bergen, a
deer figure from the Bilge-kagan complex), suggesting in them
representatives of a particular species (noble deer, maral).

On the surface of metal accessories, bone and wood
products, widespread stories of hunting are being reproduced,
feasts are the most important elements of human socialization
in traditional society that have spread throughout the steppe
Eurasia.

In the objects surrounding the person every day (elements
of the costume, household items, details of horse equipment,
weapons) on the surface of metal, bone, wood reproduce
images that play a decisive role in mapping the mythological
picture of the world. It, in turn, is broadcast through petroglyphs,
a monumental anthropomorphic sculpture, objects of worship.
First of all, we are talking about the image of a warrior and,
as his version, an armed rider. «In the visual arts, in the
multifaceted and epic figure of the armed rider, sometimes with
various military attributes (banners, standards, bunchukes,
etc.), all favorable phenomena and cataclysms that occurred
in the society and nature of that time were personified» (Cama-
wes, 2013, p. 208).

In the female costume of the Turks, Kimaks, Kyrgyz,
Oguzes, the leading role is played by ornithomorphic motifs.
They are present first of all when marking the head area, which,
together with a wide representation of the various variants of
mold design, imply a high significance of the image of the bird.
As evidenced by the data of the ethnography of the Turkic-
speaking peoples, bird symbolism is an integral part of the
image of many supernatural beings, including the goddess
Umai, who, according to the views of ancient Turks, was the
patroness of women and ensured the safe birth of children
(XyasikoB, 2010, p. 93). Thus, the Turks of the Sayano-Altai
represented Umai in the form of a beautiful woman descending
from the sky, which implicitly testifies to the presence of wings,
Khakas - in the form of a white bird (according to CkoGenes,
1990, pp. 231-232). Of considerable interest are also elements
of female Kazakh earrings in the form of an anthropomorphic
figure with bird’s wings, which correspond, according to Sh. Zh.
Tokhtabaeva, with the image of the goddess Umai (ToxTtabae-
Ba, 2005, p. 261, figure 23d, 111, 112a, b).

Thus, in the images and traditions of use, reminiscences of
the previous time are recorded. Images of animals play a role
in mapping the outlook of the medieval population of the steppe
Eurasia.

Significant changes in the era of the early Middle Ages
undergoes engineering techniques. Artistic metal uses the



casting technique for the wax model. The style in graffiti style
inherent in images on the surface of stone, bone, metal, wood
is spreading. On this basis, an elegant figure, a contour image
was obtained, the clarity of the lines lies at the heart of the
stylization, when literally one ancient artist's movement created
recognizable images.

The art of the early Middle Ages is an integral phenomenon
and, on the basis of this, there is a kind of «roll-call» in its
various forms. We give some examples. Thus, the images of
a warrior and rider are extremely popular in images on stone
(petroglyphs), bones, metal, clay and, despite the peculiarities
of the material used, the interpretation of the image is striking in
uniformity, vegetative ornamentation is used both in decorative
and applied art, and in architectural monuments, in the toreutics,
the study of the facial features of the characters is similar to the
tradition of monumental anthropomorphic sculpture, the style of
«graffiti» is used when applying images on the surface of stone,
bone, wood, metal.

Through images of the material world surrounding the
person in his everyday life, ideas were broadcast, important in
general for the whole society. Decorative and applied art has
reflected both innovations of its time, as well as reminiscences,
which testify to the continuity of ideology and worldview,
connecting the population of the early Middle Ages with their
predecessors.

he Silk Road, which in time became the Great

Transcontinental Trade Artery of Eurasia, was

opened in the middle of the 2nd century BC during
the reign of Emperor Wu Di of the Han Dynasty by the Chinese
traveler Zhan Qian. The Silk Road from East to West passed
through the territory of modern China, Kazakhstan, Central
Asia, Afghanistan, Iran, Iraq and Turkey.

One of the first reports on the existence of trade relations
within the eastern coast of the Caspian Sea is found in the work
of Strabo, who reports on Indian goods delivered by shipping
Oksu (Amu Darya and Uzboi) «to the Hyrkan [Caspian] Sea
and from there along rivers to neighboring areas up to Pontus
[of the Black Sea] «(Strabo, Il, I, 15). It is indisputable that the
Oxii waterway ran along the territory of Ancient Khorezm.

It is archaeologically provable Mangyshlak Peninsula falls
into the sphere of trade relations since the beginning of the
first millennium AD. This is manifested in the repeated finds
of copper coins of the rulers of the Afrihid dynasty of the
Ancient Khorezm of the 1st and 5th centuries, made on a small
settlement of the Airakty mountain, on the square of the ancient
market near the mountain of Sherkala and on the cult-burial
complex of Altynkazgan. The main number of coins belongs
to the coin of King Vasamar (second half of the 3rd century),
at which a stable coinage of a copper coin was established.
This direction of studying the history of trade communication
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A. Astafiev

between the Aral Sea and the Caspian Sea is very promising.

In the 6th century, the Turkic Kaganate, bypassing Sassanid
Iran through the steppes of the Northern Caspian, establishes
diplomatic and trade relations with Byzantium through an
embassy headed by Sogdian Maniah. Historians believe that
the embassy route could run through the territory between the
Caspian and Aral Seas, thereby establishing a new direction
for the trade message, referred to as the northern branch of the
Great Silk Road.

In subsequent times, the two main directions of the traffic
of trade caravans - through Mangyshlak and Ustyurt - had a
peculiar territorial specialization. Mangyshlak route connected
Khorezm and Khazaria, Ustyurt way - Khorezm and Bulgaria.
It is no accident that Ibn Fadlan’s journey to the Volga Bulgaria
passed through the vast expanses of the Ustyurt plateau, and
Gardisi described the path along the western coast of the Aral
Sea through the steppes that he crossed to get to the country
of the Pechenegs.

The communication routes passing through the north-
western part of the Ustyurt plateau are determined by an
important settlement - the fortified settlement of Zhezda,
correlated with the rate of one of the Oguz rulers. An elongated
mousseous ledge, formed by a deep sai with a spring, was
fortified by a powerful wall made of natural stone, reinforced
by protruding quadrangular tower-rooms. The interior of the



fortress is densely built up in small rooms with a main narrow
street, which starts at the fortress gates. Preliminary time of
its functioning 9-10 centuries. Two old caravan roads can be
traced to the settlement from Khorezm.

On the Mangyshlak segment of the road in the Akmysh area
near the legendary mountain Sherkala one of the important

settlements of the Middle Ages arises, known as the ancient
settlement of Kyzylkala. Preliminary excavations on a small plot
suggest that these are the remains of a large commercial and
artisan city. The history of this settlement is not simple and full
of mysteries that archaeologists have tried to solve to some
extent.

Judging by the fragments of glazed dishes, construction
of Kyzylkala occurred in the 10th-11th centuries. The scale of
Kyzylkala ancient settlement (50 hectares) and the thickness
of cultural deposits (more than 2 m) indicate the nature and
significance of caravan trade for medieval Eurasia. Having
emerged in the period of active foreign policy of Urgench,
directed to the west, this city became the most extreme factor
of the Khwarezmian state on the north-western borders.

Due to favorable natural conditions in the Akmys area, a
Khorezmian cultural and craft center emerged, abundantly
fueled by revenues from transit duties on goods and trade
with the local nomadic population. Here, irrigation farming and
complex handicraft production flourished, both mining and
processing of iron and copper. On the southern outskirts of the
city remained the remains of several furnaces for the burning of
ceramic products. Local potters in a large assortment produced
household, household and dining utensils, including with glazed
coating. To decorate the front facades of individual rooms,



bricks with a carved pattern and colored tiles were made. There
is evidence of the existence at Kyzylkal of a jewelry workshop
for the manufacture of jewelry made of precious metals. The
possibility of the existence of a glass blowing workshop is not
ruled out. The breadth of trade relations is shown by fragments
of Khorezmian and Iranian irrigation vessels, as well as finds of
Baltic amber. Pottery of the Kyzylkalin type was found among
the materials of the Samosdel settlement of the 9th and 14th
centuries, located in the Delta River. The Volga.

There are good reasons to compare the Kyzylkalin fort
with the city-fortress Mankyshlak, mentioned in the writings
of historians and geographers of the 11th-12th centuries. al-
Husayni, Yakuta al-Hamawi and Ibn al-Asir. Here are the words
of Yakut, which vividly characterize the location and significance
of this settlement: «Mankashlag is an impregnable fortress at
the end of Khorezm, it lies between Khorezm, Saksin and Rus’s
country, near the sea into which Jeyhun flows into, and this is
the sea of Tabaristan.»

Comparison of historical evidence of 10th-12th centuries.
on the population of the Khazar capital of Itil and the Khorezm
city of Urgench allows us to assert that the trading cities of the
Kyzylkala type were multinational centers of great tolerance.

Muslims, Christians, Jews, Buddhists and pagans lived side by
side here. This is not surprising. The trade business, which still
brings prosperity and stability to all nations, is international and
knows no boundaries.

What cargo did the merchants carry along the trade routes
of Mangyshlak? McDeady reports sables, gray squirrels, steppe
foxes, martens, foxes, beavers, colored hares, goats, wax,
arrows, white poplar bark, caps, fish glue and fish teeth, beaver
sprouts, ambre, kimukhta (grade of skin), honey, hazelnuts,
falcons, swords, chain mail, birch, slaves from Slavs, sheep
and cows brought to Khorezm from Volga Bulgaria. From Asia
to Europe were transported silk and cotton fabrics, carpets and
clothes, brocade and veils, felt, glassware and highly artistic
ceramics, dishes from gold and silver, corals and precious
stones, silver coins, bows that only the strongest people could
pull, raisins.

Next to Kyzylkala, at the base of the Sherkala mountain,
there was a caravanserai. Studies of recent years have
convincingly proved the existence here in the 10th - 13th
centuries. a large trading area where gold and copper coins of
Khorezm shahs Ala ad-Din Tekesh and Muhammad bin Tekesh
were found.



However, Kyzylkala is located in the deeper regions of the
peninsula and was a transit point on the way of trade caravans
that were heading towards the sea coast. On the territory of
present-day Fort-Shevchenko, on the shore of a deep bay (now
dry sore), one of the end points of the land route-the Korgantas
site was located. It had a natural rock citadel, fortified by fortress
walls. Slopes of the citadel were equipped with small terraced
rooms and grounds for the installation of yurts. The analysis of
ceramic finds from the settlement area allows convincingly to
date it from the 11th-early of the 13th centuries.

Arrangement of merchant ports of the sea coast of the
Mangyshlak Peninsula depended entirely on the constant
fluctuations in the level of the Caspian Sea, which at historical
times reached significant values. The peculiarities of the
seabed of the Northern Caspian are such that even at a sea
level 3-4 meters below the current on the site of the mosquito,
the Ural Borozdin Basin formed a huge freshwater basin fed by
the rivers Akhtuba, Ural, Emba and separated from the sea by
a wide isthmus with ducts. At the same time, the Volga delta
shifted to the south by 70-80 km. Given the favorable climatic
conditions, the «bridge» could successfully connect the peoples
of Europe and Asia. According to geomorphological studies,
similar events in the Holocene history of the Caspian Sea were
repeated several times. In medieval times, the isthmus could
function in the 6th and 10th centuries. and promote the land-
based promotion of trade caravans.

The Mongolian invasion temporarily violated trade and
economic ties. However, by the middle of the 13th century
under Batu khan they began to recover actively. During the
reign of the Golden Horde Khan Uzbek (1312-1340 y.), A
priority caravan route becomes the road through the Ustyurt
plateau, equipped with grandiose, well-fortified living rooms -
caravanserais. Now commercial goods from Urgench fell into
the city of Sarayshik on the Zhayik River (Ural) and then went
to the largest cities of the Golden Horde Saray-Batu and Saray-
Berke on the Volga.

The fortified living rooms - caravan-sarai - were tied to
springs, wells or artificially created water accumulators of
seasonal precipitation, - sardoba, located at a distance of one
or two days of the caravan. The main building in the form of
a small fortress served as a hotel for merchants and wealthy
travelers. There were small rooms, a kitchen, a dining room,
as well as storage facilities for storing goods transported. The
caravanserais also performed the role of postal stations, where
messengers could exchange horses. A small paramilitary
detachment stationed nearby was called upon to guard and
control the trade routes on this site. Near the caravan-saraev
there were small villages for maintenance personnel - drivers,
guards, migratory population.

In the 40s. the last century archaeologist S.P. Tolstov
suggested that the caravanserais were built in the 10th and 11th
centuries. However, archaeological research of the 1970-80s.
convincingly showed that these structures appeared during the
Golden Horde period.

For today 8 caravan-sheds are known, five of which are on
the territory of modern Karakalpakstan. These are Uchkudyk,
Azhikeldi, Beleuli, Kosbulak and Churuk. The remains of three

caravanserais are known on the Kazakh territory of the Ustyurt
plateau - Kyusha, Beldeuli and Koscudyk.

In the 14th century, next to the town of Korgantas, a new
port village appears under the local name Ketikkala. Its original
area was 16 hectares. According to preliminary data, large
dugouts lie in the base of the site of the fortress, later replaced
by land constructions made of stone and raw bricks. The cultural
layer is saturated with ceramics, products made of stone,
iron, copper and bronze, glass, coins 1360-1370s.). There
is evidence of the existence of agriculture. Ceramic material
indicates the existence of trade contacts with Khorezm, Iran,
China, Azerbaijan. The upper construction horizon of Ketikkaly
is characterized by the appearance of Azerbaijan dishes of the
Shirvanshah era, the so-called Aktam type. Such dishes were
found in the sands of the Koshkar-ata hollow, in the fortresses-
shelters of the Zhygylgan area on the coast of the Kendyrly
Bay, during the excavations of the Shakpak-ata and Mahtim
Baba mosques, and also in large numbers on the banks of
the Aktam ducts of the dry channel of the Uzboi and on the
Turkmen coast of the Caspian seas.

In the 80s. the last century in the city of Aktau, at the bottom
of the bay at Cape Melovoy, schoolchildren collected a large
collection of fragments of ceramic pottery of the Aktam type.
The wreckage belonged to vessels of various economic, kitchen
and dining purposes. These are hum, hums, jugs, cauldrons,
bowls, frying pans, watering dishes and bowls of various sizes.
The table glazed ware is covered with an engraved pattern with
a green spotted painting. All the ceramics are very good quality.
The nature and safety of the debris indicated that the dishes
hit the bottom in a general form and had already collapsed
under the influence of the surf. At that time, two versions of
the origin of the dishes on the seabed were put forward - these
are the remnants of a medieval settlement suddenly flooded
by the Caspian Sea or the cargo of a sunken ship. Nowadays,
studies of the ancient settlement of Ketikkala have proved that
the remnants of cargo of the Shirvanshah merchant vessel
resting on the bottom of the bay near Cape Melovoy proved the
existence of a sea link between the eastern and western shores
of the Caspian Sea.

By the 15th - first half of the 16th century. Active trade
relations in the steppe zone are temporarily dying out. At the
end of the Juchi ulus existence in 1395, the Ustyurt trade route
was destroyed by Tamerlane’s troops. The collapse of the
empire of the Golden Horde and the formation of new nomadic
states on its basis were accompanied by constant fighting, far
from conducive to the prosperity of trade.

The process of self-assertion of new states in the 16th
century. accompanied by the establishment of diplomatic
relations with neighbors and the restoration of trade relations.
As a result of the active foreign policy of lvan the Terrible after
the seizure of Kazan and Astrakhan, the Moscow state takes
control of the main transport artery of Eurasia - the Volga and
an unhindered access to the Caspian Sea. Already in 1558 the
English merchant Antonio Jenkinson undertook a journey to the
Jurgenlands land (Urgench and Bukhara) in order to establish
trade relations between Britain and India and China. From
Astrakhan, an English merchant went by the sea to one of the



Mangyshlak commercial piers. The description of this trip is the
first documented fact of coasting navigation of merchant ships
on the eastern shore of the Caspian Sea. At the end of the 16th
century, through the Karagan (Mangyshlak) shelter, Russian
merchants and sovereign messengers fell into Persia.

In a limited number of works on the history of trade relations
between Russia and the Central Asian states, a discussion
is being held about the location of trade havens on the
coast of the Mangyshlak Peninsula. In the Russian business
correspondence 16th-17th centuries. There were references to
several marinas, where merchant ships and caravans came.
This Mangyshlak, Karagan, Sarta, Kabaklyt, Sadeev and
Nazarovo shelter. Analysis of archival certificates and maps
of the Caspian Sea of 16th — 19th centuries. and field studies
have made it possible to accurately determine the location of
one of them, which is immediately mentioned under several
names - like Karagan, Sarta and Mangyshlak. This pier is
repeatedly mentioned as a place of exchange and bargaining
of Russian and European trade people who came by sea on
the sovereign beads (sea vessels) from Astrakhan with Asian
merchants delivering goods by caravans from Urgench, Khiva
and Bukhara.

On the southern shore of the Kochak Bay on the ancient
shores of the now dry bay, archaeologists have found several
small burial grounds, fragments of earthenware, small items
of accessories for clothing, various metal debris, lead seals
and bullets, as well as numerous coins of various ages and
peoples. It is well known that the bay at the modern Azhamba
cemetery began to be used since the era of Khorezmshahs,
but the greatest activity of trade deals here took place in the
14th century in the era of the Golden Horde. A treasure of
15th-century copper Timurid coins was found in the pier area.
However, the most massive numismatic material is associated
with the reign of Ivan the Terrible, Mikhail Fedorovich, Alexei
Mikhailovich, Peter the Great, Elizabeth, Catherine II. A
representative collection of Iranian coins of Safavid dynasty
and Afsharid dynasty, as well as Khiva coinage. Perhaps the
most convincing evidence of the existence here of the coastal
market are the finds of leaden customs seals of the Astrakhan
port of 1765-1800 and the wolf of the lead seal of one of the

Silesian textile manufactories. To unique finds it is necessary
to carry the Russian ring with a stone insert-seal and a small
nominal seal of one of the Asian merchants.

Thanks to diplomatic and trade correspondence of 16th-
17th centuries. the mechanism of the sea trade communication,
considered to be the most secure, is known for certain. Steppe
way was a risky exercise due to frequent robberies from Nogays
and Kalmyk robbers. Because of political frictions, the Khiva
and Bukhara caravans were plundered by the Turkmen, who at
that time owned Mangyshlak. But the sea route from Astrakhan
to the Mangyshlak quays was considered more rapid and left
aside the danger of movement along the steppe. The sea traffic
was under the complete control of the Moscow state. The ships
(beads) were equipped and loaded in Astrakhan and twice a
year, in spring and autumn, they went to the Mangyshlak coast.
The bargaining took place directly on the shore, and if one of the
merchants did not terminate, then he went by sea to Astrakhan
or with caravans to Urgench, Khiva or Bukhara.

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he most important place in the traditional applied art
of the Kazakhs is the 18th-1st floor. XX centuries.
occupied jewelry art, bright and festive in imagery.

The rich availability of non-ferrous and precious metals
(gold and silver) in the bowels of Kazakhstan determined the
development of artistic metalworking since ancient times (Cat-
naes, 1941, pp. 69-72).

The analysis of the origins of the jeweler folk art revealed the
most important strata in its genesis, related to the ornamental
system and some constructive ideas of the Bronze Age, the
artistic imagery of the Saks and Sarmatians, the Usuns, Huns
and Kimako-Kipchaks (ToxTtabaesa, 2005, pp. 28-42).

Significant influence on the figurative content of local metal
objects, beginning from the 9th century, began to be realized
by the Muslim East due to the Arab conquests. The Mongol
invasion in the XllI century. led to the decline of once prosperous
cities, especially in the south-east of Kazakhstan. Only in the
XIV century. again began to revive the urban culture, trade and
crafts. The craft traditions of the Golden Horde had a significant
impact on the development of jewelry art on the territory of
Kazakhstan (Kpamaposckuin, 1974, pp. 7-21).

In the 13th-14th centuries. Trade routes played a significant
role in the development of the economy of the population of
Kazakhstan. In the archaeological excavations of cities such
as Turkestan, Otrar, Sygnak, Sairam, Sauran and others,
artisan workshops of the 13th-15th centuries were opened.
blacksmiths and jewelers, rich collections of jewelry products
were discovered (MvwynuHa, 1969, pp. 5, 14, 28).

Along with the development of jewelry art in the cities,
metalworking has also developed in the villages. The division of
handicrafts was mainly based on the material: smiths’ mouths
working with iron, masters of Kolaushi working with copper,
bronze, brass and jewelers Zerger, metals. Often, the Kazakh
master of the East, especially since the beginning of the 20th
century, combined all the above-mentioned functions (Maca-
HoB, 1961, pp. 152, 156).

Due to the complexity of the specifics of production, jewelry
business had the features of professional craftsmanship and
belonged to the male sphere of activity, although sometimes
jewelers’ widows and their daughters continued to be engaged
in jewelry business. The settled areas were adapted, as in
recent times, to the court building. In the nomad areas, the old
yurt, the corner of the dwelling house (wintering), was used for
the non-name of a special room. In the summer they could work
in the courtyard under the awning. It used to be that jewelers
were driving around the villages where they had equipped
workshops, if there were orders. Worked jewelers also on
wintering.

The development of the jewelry business in the villages
was promoted by the constant demand for jewelry. Trade did
not provide the auls with enough jewelry products in the usual
taste of Kazakhs; moreover, the work of local zergers could
be paid on installments, by their livestock. Products of jewelry
and blacksmithing in some areas were focused on the market.
Thus, masters were included in commodity-money relations.



The products of urban artisans, who entered the auls, had a
definite influence on the work of local masters.

The processes of settling of the Kazakh nomads in the
second half of the nineteenth century, the decomposition of
the subsistence economy, contributed to the intensification
of fishing in the fields. Although, according to tradition, the
metalworking business (artistic and technical methods and
instruments of about 200 units), transmitted by a related circle,
was most often hereditary, nevertheless, some impoverished
Kazakhs preferred to master it. For many of them, engaging
in craft became the only way of existence. Wizards worked on
their material or the customer. The payment for labor was more
often of a natural nature: cattle, grain, carpets, clothing, food,
silver.

As a material from metals, silver was used mainly with small
additions of copper, tin, which was necessary to give hardness
and strength, because in its pure form silver, like gold, is very
soft. Less commonly, gold was used - for rich people and
copper - for the poor. Silver was used, both local and imported,
which was purchased at fairs of Central Asia, East Turkestan
in various forms. From Russia coins, which functioned as
components and pendants of ornaments, or were remelted.

An important place in jewelry was given to colored semi-
precious and ornamental stones, less often precious. We used
rock crystal, carnelian ahyk, turquoise pose. Of the organic
stones, the corals of the marzhan, the pearl of meruert, and
also the river, and, more rarely, the sea pearls, inzhu, were
widely used. Sometimes the buttons were the date stones in
a silver frame. Decorations also include ornamental stones:
agate, jasper, malachite, jade, lapis lazuli, found in nature.
Often in the adornment, colored transparent glasses were
imbedded, imitating precious stones; they were obtained from

molten quartz sand with mineral additives. Opaque glass was
also produced - smalt simulating a red carnelian.

Ornaments were in great demand among all social strata
of society, which was determined not only by their aesthetic
nature, but also by a number of functional meanings associated
with customs, rituals, religious complex. Ornaments, in addition
to aesthetic and magical-religious (protective and stimulating
good) purposes, in composition and names performed an ethno-
integrating function, and by category, form and decor reflected
sex-age, socio-property, ethno-territorial differences. The high
semiotic status of products promoted active introduction their
ritual system, especially in the etiquette of the gift, which is the
obligatory background of not only a variety of holidays, but also
situations of an eventual nature. Semantic value was allocated
to the whole structure of jewelry: the form, entirely or in detail,
material and ornament (Toxtabaesa, 2011, pp. 63, 64).

The first ornaments: a bracelet of black and white beads,
owl’'s claws in a silver frame and triangular amulets with the
Koran prayer were sown to clothes and put on the child’s hand
of any gender from one year in order to save from illness and
save his life. To all this, they put on small earrings for the girl
from the age of 4, from the moment of piercing the ear lobes. As
the girl grew in adornment, she became more and more, and
their forms became more and more complicated.

When a girl at the age of 12 moved to a group of brides, she
wore a complete set of jewelry, which included the following
items. The breast was decorated with a necklace, amulets,
earrings were cut into earlobes, braids, rings and rings were
worn on the hands. Brooches, all kinds of pendants, colored
stones in silver frame, ornamental plates were decorated with
a dress, a camisole, a head-dress, a belt and shoes made
of leather, suede, velvet, brocade. All these products, giving
artistic completeness to the costume, with their swaying,
melodious ringing, silver shine and color saturation of the
stones, highlighted the graceful gait of the girl and strengthened
her charm.

Jewelry is easily combined into groups according to the
prevailing technique (or combinatory of them) in decorating, as
well as features of form and ornament. Folk craftsmen used
customary and mastered technical and artistic techniques
to produce various sets of ornaments, which determined the
stylistic commonality of their products and demonstrated the
uniqueness of local traditions.



The objects executed in a single performing manner have
a common ethno territorial environment of existence. An
indicator of the formation and polish of the artistic direction is
the execution in the same style, first of all, of sets of women’s
jewelry (ToxTabaesa, 2011, pp. 197-278).

It should be noted that the Kazakh jewelry art based on
ancient, medieval, self ethnical tradition, has experienced the
impact of arts and crafts of other nations. In some style directions

of Kazakh jewelry art can be traced directly or transformed
quotes borrowing, in others - set the synthesis of Kazakh and
other ethnic motifs ratio between which is associated with the
level of dominance of internal impulses or external influences.

The dynamics of the relationship between traditions
and innovations was the basis of the viability of the people’s
jewelry art of the Kazakhs. Cultural interaction, carried out in a
reciprocal or unilateral manner, occurred at different historical
periods on a selective basis. The perceived elements were
subjected to a peculiar interpretation according to ethnic
traditions, as a result of which they organically interwoven with
the system of local artistic means. Such innovations, as well
as author’s improvisations, contributing to the renewal of the
artistic language and introducing new breath, enriched local
traditions.

These factors play a role fertilizing, it was necessary for
the functioning of a full-blooded self replenishment and folk art,
which protects it from exhaustion and rigidity, which could lead
to a decrease in artistic potential.

At the same time, jewelry art, like folk art, is characterized
by its identity and authenticity, and some works serve as an
ethnic sign. Historically developed, polished by time traditions,
served as a sort of definite restrictor and at the same time
censorship over borrowings. As a result, it was accepted that it
was adequate to local aesthetic installations.

Among the established systems of jewelry products
to the category of artistic phenomenon include women’s
jewelry «geometric» style zerbuyymdar (jewelry) in Western
Kazakhstan, mainly Ustyurt and Mangistau. They are
characterized by the majesty and solemnity of the appearance.
Monumentality of the artistic image is almost a generic property
of the products of this stylistic direction, which corresponds to
the aesthetic norms of the Kazakhs of this area.

Jewelry of this group with any increase in scale does not
lose the organic nature of the image. Forms of products tend
to large and clear proportions, visually prominent even at a
distance. Constructive basis, as a rule, are geometric figures
of large sizes. However, such forms are not perceived to be
cumbersome due to the organic decor.

In the technique of performance of these ornaments,
the combined low relief and partly stamping prevail. Decor
products based on strict geometrical ornaments, mainly in the
form of triangles of false grains, ornamental bands, rhythmic
repetition that creates a harmonious composition with particular
acuteness art of expression. Such pattern gave the impression
jewelry texture than aesthetically balanced forms of the large
scale of products, giving it a logical understanding. Analysis
of «geometric» style having no direct parallels in other ethnics
traditions, led to the assignment of its areal ethno code scale
(ToxTabaea, 2017, pp. 26- 30).

In Western Kazakhstan, in addition to the described items,
luxury jewelry was used; the basis of the decor was the filigree,
grain, as well as their combination. The tubercle tissue was
formed from a wire twisted into a spiral due to constriction in
the plane and simultaneously its elevation. In this technique,
spiral cones were usually modeled. Filigree products, as a rule,
were supplemented with grains.



These jewelry products are distinguished by the plastic
tangibility of the picturesque decor. The artistic accent is
composed of hemispheres or voluminous medallions with
inserts of carnelian, as well as magnificent filigree rosettes,
perceiving frozen for a moment flowers. These stones, like the
rest of the surface of the products are covered with silver filigree
lace, and also sparkling droplets of grains in a spiral pattern
associated with flickering stars. In these ornaments, there are
parallels with the products of the peoples of Dagestan, from
the tradition of which some technical and decorative techniques
were perceived, in particular a hemisphere formed from filigree
and grains

Emotionally expressive sets of ornaments, decorated with
rabble «karalabuyymdar»(black goods). These products prevail
in Atyrau and Urals, Karaganda and partially Semipalatinsk
regions, as well as in Northern Kazakhstan.

In the black ornaments, there are clear analogies with the
art of the peoples of the North Caucasus, where this technique
was perceived. The folk masters who occasionally directly
quoted the North Caucasian tradition of blackening perceived
this artistic trend at the level of the structural features of the
articles, that is, they copied not only the technique, but also
the forms. At the same time, Kazakh zergers (jewelers), using
the technology of mobile phones, produced individual original
items: amulet pins, brooches, rings.

If in the Northern Caspian region there have been and still
are copies in circulation in the Caucasian style, in Northern,
Central and Eastern Kazakhstan, those are almost absent.
In this area, the borrowed mobile technology has served as
a catalyst for the emergence of an innovative style that has
evolved into a complete artistic direction. However, it is
interesting to note that even the products made by Kazakh
masters bear the inscription «Caucasus», which was done for
prestige and increased demand. As we can see, the creative
processing of the non-ethnic influence is strengthened with the
distance from the source, i.e., if in Western Kazakhstan there
are products of North Caucasian work along with their own
products, then in Northern, Central and Eastern Kazakhstan
black goods with original solutions manifested in tectonics and
ornament prevail. Moreover, even the range of products in the
latter ranges is wider than in Western Kazakhstan.

Sets  (conditionally named) «inlaid»  decorations
«tastybuiymdar»(the stone products), the decor of which
is formed by inserts of turquoise and cornelian, coral and

glass, are distinguished by special decorative features. These
products prevailed in the northern regions of the republic and
existed in Eastern, Central Kazakhstan. In the northern regions,
the players often used colored glass, imitating precious stones.
To play the light, the base of the glasses was silver. The
characteristic features of the products of Northern Kazakhstan
are the two-part or multi-part forms, the general dismemberment
of the composition, the elongation of the silhouette due to
the long chains with pendants, and the intensive introduction
of colored stones into the decor. The combination of these
features, forming a harmonious spatial plastic, creates a
feeling of lightness and at the same time magnificent splendor.
In general, the search for figurative expressiveness in these
ornaments goes in the direction of a higher color range.

The results of comparativistics of these products have
revealed the evidence of unilateral influence of the jewelry
art of the Kazan Tatars. The influence on the jewelry craft of
Northern Kazakhstan was provided by the jewelry, made
in the workshops of Kazan and the Fish Village, sold in the
Kazakh steppes, beginning from the 18th century (ToxTabaesa,
2005, p. 342). Contacts with territorially close peoples of the
Volga region, intensified in the XIX century since the time of
Kazakhstan’s entry into Russia.

Kazakh and Tatar products are comparable not only in the
form of objects, technique, color, but also the pattern of the
arrangement of stones. Comparable products are combined by
the presence of a logical relationship between the extravaganza
of colors and the mobility of light components, swaying pendants
designed to create a festive image.

Sets of jewelry made in the technique of openwork scans,
called «seldir shiratpa buyimdar»(twisted canvas products),
prevailed in Northern Kazakhstan, were found in Central and
Eastern Kazakhstan. In the compositional basis of composite
ornaments - an openwork medallion with an insert in the center
of carnelian, less often glass, which is the dominant of the
decorative system. Subtlety and elegance filigree, refinement
of the ornament, the color sonority of the stones and the play of
light and shade grains formed the basis of the artistic structure
of these products.

The origin of the openwork scan adornments of the Tatars
of the Volga region and the Kazakhs of Northern Kazakhstan,
due to the presence of the Kipchak component in both ethnic
groups, the commonality of the artistic tradition dating back to
the Golden Horde period, in the 19th century thanks to trade



relations, even more intensified: the similarity became not only
stylistic, but also typological.

It should be noted that the interpretation of the delicate
filigree of the Kazan Tatars occurred along the way of facilitating
forms, eliminating heavy parts from the image structure of
jewelry. So, for example, Kazakh zergers, copying a leaf-
shaped collar buckle (Baneesa-CyneirimaHoBa, Llareesa, p.
92), abandoned its multi-tiered pendants carrying an ethnically
specific strain among the Tatars.

Sets of jewelry, where the decor is formed by the method of
stamping or engraving, were most characteristic of Saryarka.
In products that differ expressiveness of forms and laconism of
the artistic solution, there are no noticeable color solutions. Only
the dull silver glow, animated by the engraving line or the reliefs
of the chased pattern, forms the basis of the decorative effect.
Impressive graphics of the silhouette of products, conveying in
laconic stylized form recognizable images of the universe.

Ornaments made in the technique of a stamp and high-
relief stamping prevailed in the Central, Eastern, and partially
in Northern Kazakhstan. In this technique, single decorations of
an independent character were performed; in them the highly
relief embossing forms a large relief pattern with a soft, slightly
diffuse outline. In products, the aesthetic effect is achieved
through a rhythmic alternation of volume and depressions,
smooth and ornamental surfaces.

Cast items «kuyma buyimdar»(castings), which are
everywhere, do not form kits. In this way, both all-metal and
openwork products are manufactured, as well as various details
of composite ornaments. Small items and constituent elements
of jewelry are molded in bulk, large ornaments - were more
often produced by flat ones. There was also a development
of casting of products imitating Russian coins, which were
introduced as component parts in ornaments. Ornamentation
in cast products is slightly vague. Molded products are often a
paraphrase of products made in a more sophisticated technique
(openwork and overhead scans, grains) engraving.

Ornaments decorated with through carving and blue
enamel, as well as polychrome products with inserts from
multi-colored stones and glasses are typical for Southern
Kazakhstan, Syrdarya and Zhetysu. Enamel (blue, blue)
products are combined using through thread, debris, embossing
and engraving. The enamel «mine» zergers were made from
an alloy of glass stained with metal oxides in various colors or
purchased at the fair in powder form.

Bright polychrome and purity of tones are almost a
patrimonial property of the South Kazakhstan polychrome
jewelry with inserts from multi-colored stones and glasses. In
one product can be combined gilding, bright red coral, blue
turquoise, yellow agate, as well as glass, mainly of a dark green
hue. Due to the compositional arrangement of the inserts,
which are consistent with the features of the structural form, the
decorations give the impression of extraordinary effectiveness.

Summing up, it should be noted that in general, the
jewelry art of the Kazakhs are united in a nationwide artistic
phenomenon by the generality of the composition of product
categories, nomenclature, the predominance of silver over
other metals, as well as a number of other characteristics: large
sizes, clarity and clarity of forms from which a special the scale
of products, the use of a clear one-dimensional ornament.

According to technical and artistic features, the products
of Kazakh jewelry art can be divided into products of Aralo-
Caspian, Saryarka, as well as South Kazakhstan-Syrdarya,
Zhetysu complexes (Toxtabaesa, 2005, p. 396). Folk artists of
each territory, revealing the authenticity of local artistic potential,
aspired to their own (formed by the taste of the collective) self-
expression. It is in the decorative variety of jewelry plastics
of the Kazakhs that the potential power of this bright artistic
phenomenon is established.

In the artistic and typological interrelationships of Kazakh
jewelry art with the traditions of other cultures, the relationship
between general and special, as well as the priority of creative
influence, is quite clearly revealed.

In general, the creativity of the Kazakh zergers of the
eighteenth and twentieth century are an extraordinary
phenomenon in the cultural heritage of Kazakhstan. The best
works of jewelry art enter not only into the national, but also the
world treasury.

ince ancient times, pile and lint-free patterned carpets
have been the subject of a special, respectful attitude
among many peoples of the world.

“Ui zhasauy — kilem” - decoration of the house - the carpet is
spoken by the people. The carpet is the warming floor covering,
decorating the dwelling. The Kazakh steppe has long been
famous for its beautiful pile and lint-free carpet products.

The National Museum of the Republic of Kazakhstan was
organized on the basis of the reorganized Presidential Culture
Center and the State Museum of Gold and Precious Metals.
The grand opening of the museum took place on July 2, 2014.

Today, in the National Museum funds, the total number of
weaving items is more than 1000 items of storage, of which
a collection of pile and lint-free carpets (excluding “Alasha”
carpets) is more than 200 items of storage, which is a fairly
large collection of carpets. The chronology of carpets covers
the 40s - 80s of the 20th century.

The basis of the collection was purchased by the
Presidential Center of Culture, 2001, pile carpets from collectors
Mukhamedzhan Alimbaev, Erlan Baktyorazov, who collected
carpets.

Kazakh carpets according to U. Zhanibekov are classified
according to the characteristics of the places of production
of their original samples, tribal affiliation, for example, «syr
kilem» (Prisyrdarya), «zhetisu kilem» (Semirechye), «Koshirat
kilem» (Konratov’s family), «Adai kilem»- (Adaev’s family), etc.
Sometimes carpets were named according to the drawings of
the central field - gul kambezdi, shatyrgil kilem, samaurgil kilem,
shigul kilem, zhuldizgul kilem, sharshy kilem, badnas kilem,
etc. Each carpet has its own technique, color and composition,

strictly followed by masters of many centuries. The variety
of names of carpets directly depends on their manufacturing
technology, color solution and composite solution. Usually,
Kazakh masters’ motifs of patterns subordinate to the power
of imagination, and for many hundreds of years adhere to the
established compositional techniques that mothers gave their
daughters as an invaluable heritage.

In the carpet, most likely, and was «embodied» the most
archaic myth of the desired eternity of mankind. Based on the
comprehension of the thread as a thread of the eternity of life
-» zhelisi uzilmeitin ormekte orilgen omir». Carpets traditionally
considered any pattern as a «bata» verbal form of benevolence.
Perhaps that is why we still have an enthusiastic feeling when
considering the carpet, akin to, | believe, the mythopoetic cult
of the carpet, with its symbols and ornaments recreating an
imaginary, harmonious world - a wonderful paradise garden.

Certainly, the evolution of the ornamentation of the carpet
was very long, and each people introduced something of their
own, original, special in its symbolism, decor and composition.
In the patterned variety of carpets of different countries, Kazakh
carpets are distinguished by a special laconic sophistication
and strict balance in the construction of the ornament, its
rhythm, proportions and color spectrum reflecting the artistic
worldview of the people.

Common features inherent in all Kazakh carpets in general
are the color solution and symmetry, based on the observance
of the ratio of patterns. Kazakh carpets consist of the following
main parts: the border (korgan, korshau) - the edges of the
carpet or the outer part, the dividing strip or the border between
the background and the pattern (su), the central field (kol), and

the patterns of Kazakh carpets are symmetrically located on
these three parts. Patterns in the central field of the carpet in
different regions of Kazakhstan are called differently: the dome
(kumbez), the peak (tobe), the medallion (tabakh), the star
(zhuldyz), the form (tur), etc. Carpet rugs along the edges of
carpets have light patterns in the form of a cube. Several colors
of diamond-shaped shapes (leaves, peaks, etc.) in the central
part give the pile carpets a special monumentality. The pattern
of synar muiiz (by liter. «xone horn») - a chain of horns - often
used by craftsmen to decorate the edges of the carpet looks
very elegant and beautiful. The carpet weavers usually prefer
to weave a few massive but very effective diamond-shaped
figures on the central field of the carpet, eight-pointed stars,
square rosettes with inscribed «gulgauyzy» patterns - (Flower
bud). That’'s why the name of the carpet is directly connected
with the central pattern. For today, the following types of
carpets of all regions of Kazakhstan are stored in the National
Museum’s funds: «shatyrgul», «kos shatyrgul», «zhuldyzgul»,
«samaurgul», «badnasgul», «shigul», «tabaqgul», «sharshy
kilem», « gul kumbezdi. «

The compositions of pile Kazakh carpets use a variety
of ornamental motifs and images. Among them are trees,
mountains, plains, the motif of nine hills, waterfalls, aryks,
domes of ancient buildings, images of sun and moon, wild
animals, birds, hunting scenes, caravans of camels, etc. There
are traces of birds, horses, camels, sheep horns, soaring
eagles, etc.

In the Kazakh ornament clearly zoomorphic, cosmogonic,
vegetative and geometric motifs. They are easily combined with
one another, transformed so that it can sometimes be difficult
to distinguish them according to generally accepted criteria.
Some of them may look geometric, for example the pattern of
the ormekshi (spider), mainly on the Arab carpets or the pattern
of the bota koz (camel’s eyes), in fact they are zoomorphic,
others on the contrary, by character or by name zoomorphic,
and they can be taken as cosmogonic, geometric or plant.
Zoomorphic motifs are widespread in the Kazakh carpet
ornament. However, these are not only horn-like patterns like
koshkar muiiz (sheep’s horn), but also various variations and
compositions of this pattern: syngar muiiz - horn, kos muiiz -
double horns, synyk muiiz - - broken horn, tarmakty muiiz -
branched horns, tulga muiiz - horn in the form of a torso; as
well as images of individual parts of the body of animals, for
example, a camel: bota moyin - a camel’s neck, orkesh - a
camel’'s hump, tuie taban - a foot of a camel; birds: kazmoyin
- goose’s neck, kargatuyak - crow’s wake, kuskanat - wings of
the bird, along with these patterns are used balyk koz - fish eye,
it kuyryk- dog tail, etc. In all probability, sheep’s horns, camel’s
feet and bird’s wings and the spider and the dog had once an
apotropic meaning.

The border ornament in the Kazakh carpets is called the
shet oyu, the borders between the individual figures are ara-
gul, the motif is the zhorgem tor-the flagella or lace ornament.
The rims are from 2-3 narrow and wide strips. In the narrow
are used patterns of the bird’s trail - crenellated lines, crooked
neck - kinir moyin, heel - synar okshe, motley snake - ala kurt.

Broad strips are characterized by motifs in the form of
stepped diamonds, often used in the middle of felt carpets, a
pair of mutton horns or double curls arranged in rows. Deep
respect is enjoyed among the people by the best weavers who
reproduce any pattern on the carpet. National traditions of carpet
weaving are still preserved and continue by folk craftsmen.
Their products amaze us with a subtle coloristic flair, free
improvisation of traditional ornamental motifs. Sometimes they
are not throws, but it is in this discreetness that they have their
own inner subtlety, great nobility and restrained significance. A
variety of techniques has determined the specific texture and
picturesqueness of Kazakh folk weaving; types of textile, as
well as ornament, characterize the features of weaving inherent
in various regions of Kazakhstan.

Especially appreciated in the people are large fine carpets,
which are found in the west and south of Kazakhstan - Arabi
kilem (carpet), woven in the technique of «kezhim teru» or
«bukhar teru». The main compositional technique used by
craftsmen on these carpets is the alternation of patterned and
one-color stripes in various combinations. Broad single-color
stripes interspersed with narrow ornamented ones, and wide
patterned stripes are separated by narrow monochrome ones.

Favorite ornamental motifs used by craftsmen are two-
sided curls - koshkar muiiz, rhombuses with sprouts, stepped
rhombuses, diamond-shaped rosettes, triangles, rectangles
with sprouts, zigzags.

With great imagination the weavers combine the elements
of the pattern. Under their hands comes a unique improvised
composition. A brown pattern with the addition of yarns of white,
yellow, green colors is easy to read on a bright red, terracotta
or black background. The scale of «Arabi kilem (carpet)», the
rapport composition, the geometric ornament give the carpet a
peculiar severity and monumentality. The motifs of the alabas-
motley head, the patterns of the karga tuyak-traces of the crow,
the ormekshi-spider, the botakoz-the camel's eye, are the
compositional dominants of the ornamentation. In Arabi kilem
often combines different techniques: weaving, linen weaving,
terme, kezhim teru, orama.

Weaving is widely practiced in the «terme» technique. In
this technique, mainly weave bau and baskury, which differ in
their considerable density and relief texture. They are used
for fixing and decorating a yurt. Especially gorgeous and very
elegant and decorative are the woven strips - ak basqur, woven
in a mixed technique of nap and lint weaving. The craftsmen
of Kyzyl-Orda, Urals, Aktobe, Guryev and Mangyshlak regions
mastered this technique perfectly. They used traditional
geometric ornamental motifs (tarak-comb, ongirzhiek - breast
ornament, baldak - crutch, tumarsha - amulet, etc.), as well as a
tree-like pattern, imitating the stem with the branches out of the
tree of life in the form of twigs. On a smooth white background
ak basqur blossoms a lush, multicolored pattern. The motifs of
the ornament vary richly, do not repeat in continuous motion
along the closed frieze.

In the same technique of pile weaving, small woven items
are made: hand-made soums-korzhyn. A favorite pattern, often
used by craftsmen in the decoration of the transfer sums, a
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rhombus with horn-shaped appendages «kyryk muyiz» - forty
horns, «karmak» - hook, «karga tuyak» - traces of crows,

Since ancient times carpets have occupied a special place
in the life of the Kazakh people as an important element of the
decoration of the yurt, and their number served as a kind of
indicator of the degree of well-being and a symbol of the well-
being of the owner of the yurt. Pile carpets were an obligatory
and important part of the dowry of the bride (in rich families their
number reached 9), valuable gifts at folk festivals, gifts and
offerings to respected people, took part in social interactions as
one of the most expensive gifts.

Until the late 80-ies of the twentieth century, Kazakh girls
wove their own pile carpets for their dowry. Developed, so-
called personal carpets. It became a kind of tradition to weave a
name on the carpet, and sometimes a kind for the one to whom
the carpet was dedicated. Carpets were woven for a daughter’s
dowry, her son. At the same time for the sons of the mother
weaved carpets during their service in the army. Women in the
carpet composition were brought with a benevolent purpose -
yrymdap military symbols (stars), the name of the son. Carpets
were made for children and they were given at weddings. They
also gave gifts for housewarming. At the birth of the long-
awaited heir-son, carpets were carved with the child’s name
and the year of his birth. Nominal carpets contained, in a way,
«magic potential» for the one they were dedicated to, since they
possessed a sympathetic symbolism, where the inscriptions
became a kind of «open» readable magic text in the series of
ornamental symbols.

The manufacture of carpets is still developing as a traditional
folk craft. Machines for the manufacture of hand-made carpets
by design are very simple (in the people they are called kergi
agash, ormek agash, kilem kalyp - pad for carpets). For the
weaving of carpets, the wool of the spring shearing of sheep-
toad zhabagy zhun and the autumn kuzem zhun is used. The
fibers of the hair of the spring haircut are longer, so they tend

to spin better. The highest quality wool for carpet weaving,
comparable in softness to silk, is produced in most of the
country, from the southern regions to the easternmost outskirts
of the country. For handmade carpets, the wool is processed
in a special way and twisted into strands. Wool of fine-wooled
sheep breeds is used for bundles, and coarse wool is used for
warp and weft threads.

The form of mutual assistance to the kilem asary is widely
spread in the south of Kazakhstan. Experienced craftswomen
go to the house every day, where the hostess begins to weave
the carpet, and helps her to finish the carpet. The hostess is
cooking for the carpet-weavers while she cooks. Neighbors
who are not involved in carpet making support the hostess of
the house, where the carpet is wrapped in the form of a treat -
kurek asy. When the carpet is finally woven, the landlady gives
the helpers small gifts. The main carpet-giver receives a special
gift.

he national dress of the Kazakh people - the history

of the past is one of the best examples of handicrafts,

from the time of the nomadic era to the present
day, and thanks to the beauty and convenience of the eyes,
our noble treasure. They are more than just a nomadic way
of life and not only a clear indication of the aesthetic taste of
our people, but also as a rich historical and cultural heritage,
from the centuries-old traditions and customs. The history of
Kazakh traditional clothes is closely related to the life of the
Eurasian nomads. The Kazakh clothing reflects historic events
such as the Saks, Huns, Turkic culture and the creation of the
Kazakh Khanate, the accession to Russia, the establishment
of the Soviet government, inhabiting the ancient territory of
Kazakhstan. Tissue artworks found in the burial mounds of
Pazyryk (The Altai Mountain), Shelek (East Kazakhstan),
Besshatyr (northern Kazakhstan), which were discovered
during archeological excavations of the Soviet period, have
enriched the field of science. In the middle Ages, samples
of head and exterior clothing of tribes living in the territory of
Kazakhstan were preserved in Orkhon-Yenisei monuments
and stone sculptures. Also, the fact that the garment is left

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to the left is found in the Saks, in the Middle Ages, in the
Turks. The patterns of nomads of the nomads were preserved
continuously. The wide pants and open-pitched chests of the
two regions, which they invented in order to be fit for horseback
in the history of humanity, have put ropes into the human
civilization. The national costumes of the Kazakh people are
based on economic, climatic conditions and preservation of
spiritual values (ApreiH6aeB, 2003).

The basis of clothing was made from the Kazakh steppes.
Traditional Kazakh clothes used to be made from local origin,
made from animal skins, made of animal wool yarn and various
felt. Due to the fact that the nomads used expensive raw
materials, they know how to knead, process, and use the wool
to clean, wash, paint and knit. For example, any Kazakh knew
very well how to burn the skin with flour mixed with flour, yogurt
or yeast. Similarly, animal wool played an important role in the
life of the Kazakh people and knew it for thousands of years
ago. The Kazakh people used the most sophisticated animal
hair, sheep wool, goatskin.

The Kazakh traditions are wide-spread, well-balanced, and
do not interfere with human behavior. They are classified as



head-dresses, slippers, belts, shoes, according to the body’s
members. It is divided into winter, inter-season and summer
clothes, depending on the use, consumption, everyday,
decorative clothes, and seasons. (bukeHos, 2010).

In the traditional Kazakh society, clothing is based on the
age-old features, from the newborn to the old age. Our people
pay great attention to children’s clothing. He puts a newborn
baby on a dog and keeps track of the method of dressing until it
grows. In the traditional minds of the child, he absorbed spiritual
values and tried to preserve the traditions of our nation.

In the country, the very first tale of the baby was called
«sylau takyia»(the drain headgear), wearing the «it koilek»(the
dog shirts). In the back of the shoulder, the sleeves and frames
are made of soft ‘sysas’ or thin bats, so that the sleeves and
slippers are cut, the shoe is cut, and the two hands are tucked
with the hand, so that the slender young woman does not
bend over. In addition, it is because of the fact that the parents
wanted their babies will be well grown and wished them a long
life. It is a great fondness for the Kazakh people, some of them
retain it and put on their later children. When confronted with an
argument, the warriors, soldiers, and fighters believed that the
child’s «it koilek» would protect and save them, and would open
their way. The origin of the «it koilek» is not the result of his dog'’s
neck, but rather the dog as one of the seven treasures. At the
same time, a white cloth-type headgear (with two rectangular
hinged joints) is sewn. The suit that the baby wearing after the
hats and dumplings is called the «honest shirt» (adal zheide)
and the «slipped headgear» (syrma takyia). This wardrobe was
put on the baby’s spouse’s special socks. The sharp shirt is
gently wrapped around a soft shoe and squeezed out the strap.

Kazakh children’s clothes are abating cloth of adults after «it
koilek», and it fits their age and height of the child. This is due
to the fact that everybody is trying to see their children faster
(WaxaHoBa, 1998).

The works of applied art in the Kazakh people are syncretic
and they represent ethno-mimetic signs, along with practical,
aesthetic, magic traditions and consciousness, and clothes
and jewelry, as well as sexual, youth and property differences
(ToxTtabaeBa, 1994). Whatever the dress does not look, it also
describes the beauty of the people, lifestyle, and the past.
Men’s clothing complexes in Kazakh are made of headdresses,
sleeves, slippers - pants, pants, braces, and trousers. The set
of men'’s clothing has remained unchanged over the centuries.
The social features of this place can be traced back to the
materials of the same garment, the quality of the production,
the decoration. In Kazakh style, the headdress is expressive
and special part of national costumes, which is a symbol
of beauty and wealth. It is a sacred outfit of our people, the
garden’s «turagy». Men’s headgear: «takyia», «kalpak»,»
myrak», «tymaky», «kulakshyn», «malakay», borik, «zhalbagai»,
and «kulapara». Tucksticks are sewn with dense cotton, cloth,
velvet and various materials. The takyia was used by men as
a head-dress, which is a mustard hood. Men'’s takyia can be
embroidered and not-embroidered. The velvet takyia with silk
and gold or silver plumes are often used by men. Medium-old,
old-fashioned types are not decorated indefinitely. The kalpak
is made of white felt or thick cloth. It is worn in the autumn
and in the autumn and spring evenings in cool mountainous
regions. The crown of kalpak is high, with broad hills, does
not blow on the wind, and just can serve as the luxurious and
elegant clothe in the rain. The murak is an attire for the luxury
of the official rug, with two rings of ram. It was clear to know
the position of a person who is wearing murak. The murak was
only worn by clerks and judges. Because of inconvenience to
wearing murak, it was often worn in wedding ceremonies, and
luxury parties. The tymak with a high crown, two eared, a bush,
an overgrowth of the hive, and a winter headdress. It was worn
in heavy cold weather and covered with blizzard-rich heaths,
exterior-resistant and expensive fabrics. Inside it is a sacred
sanctuary, and there are some customs associated with it. For
example, a premature baby has been raised on tymak. There
are samples of each fagade, tribe, and local community to do
the tymak. Men and women are wearing borik. Men’s borik often
has four or six pairs, respectively, and the girls, respectively,
wear round-top hooks. The girls’ borik was decorated with ivory
on the crown, golden beads, silver jewelry, pearls of various
pearls, corals, gold and silver buttons (3axapoBa, XogxaeBa,
1989).

In general, women’s headgear depends on age and social
features such as: borik, takyia, zhaulyk, zhelek, zhyrga,
kimeshek, kundik, oramal, karkara, saukele, kasaba, shylauysh.
The Kazakh women’s headdresses differed from each other due
to their age and family situation. In summer girls wore colorful
silk, velvet, pink, crozed and round takyia, and in winter they
wore otter borik. The headgears of the girls were decorated
with all the other beads as well as silver necklaces and coral
stones. After the girl has got married, instead of the borik, she



will wear a hat called Saukele, she has a conical shape, silver,
pearls, beads, etc. decorated with ornaments. The saukele is
a long-haired bride hat. The saukele is often decorated with
pearls, parls, and pink beads decorated with silver plums, ruby-
gum, with a golden gilt covered with silver gilded backing from
a thin pawl with a red velvet. The saukele is with thin white
flag. In betashar, the face of the bride was covered with the
whole body, and she showed her body shape in a very subtle,
slender way. The young bridegroom wears the saukele not
only at the wedding, but also before the birth of her first child.

The daily head-dress of a young woman who is
married is called a zhelek. The main attributes of
a young woman wearing a saucele and a zhelek
symbolize the transitional period in which a girl in
her life goes to maternity (3axapoa, XoaxaeBa,
1964).

At the wedding, sometimes the girl was
wearing the kasaba instead of the saukele. The
kasaba is a round head, a headgear with golden
and silver jewelry, with a tinkle over his shoulders,
with a fur coat on his roof. Mostly the daughters
of sultans wore kasaba. Later, when a girl was
married, she was wearing a kimeshek when
she was pregnant. The kimeshek is a traditional
national hat for Kazakh women. It is also sacred,
holy. The kimeshek was worn by in younger
women and older women. Before wearing
kimeshek there was prepared some traditional
food. Particles vary widely, depending on the age
of the person. The special women’s headdress,
which is characteristic of the Kazakh women,
is a white silk fabric, covered with a variety of
ornaments, and covers the chest, shoulders and
back. The younger women are more ornate, and
the elderly women do not decorate the cheeks.
Among Kazakh tribes, there are different samples.
In addition, the hat which describes the dignity
and the beauty of the most reputable and elderly
Kazakh women is - zhaulyk. In Kazakh nation
people respect grandmothers and noble mothers
naming them «ak zhaulykty». Zhaulyk is covered
with white cloth or white silk, pulling from the top of
the kimeshek. Each clan is distributed in different
ways depending on the method of attracting the
country. In some places, it is surrounded with
hard paper over the front of the roar. Because of
the high and prominent characters, grandmothers
have raised their status and honor. Whatever
Kazakh woman’s head-dress is, it is considered
sacred and dignified, which elevates her dignity,
heritage, degree (dxaHnbekos, 1992).

The main garments for Kazakh clothes are
shapan, kupi, ton, ishik, shekpen, kebenek, etc. Men’s outer
garments are unobtrusive, with only the belt running toward
the right. National outer garments are named after its materials
made, style patterns and widespread areas, faces, colors. The
most common types of clothing is ton. Ton was needed by
different animals, especially cattle. It's a common cloth for older
men, women and children. There are many types of tons, such
as kyrmyzy, zhargak, burme, sengseng, kamka, barsha, okaly,
taizhaky ton and so on. The most beautiful, warmest expensive
ton to do is kamka. It was well-known among people, such
as khan, biy, bay, myrza, khansha. One of the traditional and
warmest of the Kazakh nation is ishik. Men and women are
allowed to wear ishik. However, women’s, especially youths’
ishik, are decorated with ornaments. The inside of the ishik is
made up of fur coats and outside is different from clothes such



as shuga, barkyt, manat, kyrmyzy. The skin is different from the
tone because it is covered with various fabrics. Earlier Kazakh
gentlemen, admitted the wolf and the lingerie to a series of cool
clothes that were not cold enough, the fox was only wearing for
particular events. From the furs of thin skinned animals such
as beaver, marten and sable there was a cloth for girls. One of
the most widespread, oldest and most up-to-date, glamorous,
old-fashioned cloth is - shapan. The shapan has been serving
as a national, Kazakh symbol for centuries. Shaped silk, textile,
cotton, and sometimes suede. The two hinges were decorated
with golden thread. The main feature of Shapan is its coast,
region, sleeves with beautiful national ornament. There are
regional features of Shaphan’s wideness and elegance and
decoration style. Both men and women were wearing Shapan.
The beauty of the women’s shapan is more gentle than men’s.
There are customs and traditions in the country associated with
Shaphan. The reason for this is that, along with going to the
royal palace, it also helped to identify different types of payment.
In the Kazakh tradition, there are traditions of giving shapan in
wedding ceremonies for the most prominent people. Shapan
also carries out a social activity such as at shapan, shege
shapan, ayip shapan, and so on. The women’s uniforms are
very similar to men’s clothing. Women'’s national costumes are
also characterized by their curiosity, elegance, simplicity and
unusual features. The casual women'’s clothes are mainly koilek,
kimeshek, zhaulyk, saukele, zhelek, takyia, kamzol, kazeke,
kebis massi, kokirekshe. The girls and women’s dresses are
divided into several types: crimson, vertical, double edged and
multi-colored. Old-fashioned grandmother dressed in a wide-
shoulded dress, wearing jacket dresses, mostly middle-aged
women, wearing a jackpot dress, a pair of dumbbells and many
dressed bridal dresses with young brides and girls.

As for national footwear, Kazakhs, who are engaged in
nomadic livestock breeding, are distinguished by their heel
and obsession. Low-heeled shoes are massi, pima, and high-
heeled etik, moki, alasa zhaidak. Footwear of men and women,
leather. It was worn both in winter and summer. Nailing boots
are long, wearing felt boots and trousers. The heel of massi
is an unshakable, soft, lace-free legged shoe. Most women,
including the elderly, have also clothed (Ka3zaxckasi HaunoHanb-
Has ogexaa, 2011).

The ornaments of Kazakh costumes reflect the unique
nature of the history of our people. Each ornament, sage and
trim that are sewn together have theirimportance. For example,
mosaics, ornaments, which were put on the surface of the face,
were used for two purposes. For the first purpose, for magic
purposes, to protect human beings from external evil, immoral
forces, defamation, to establish the public position of the
second person, to provide information. Therefore, the manners
of the woman and the man are not identical to the patterns of
the child and the elderly, the poet and the warrior. As the social
status of a person changes, the ornamentation of his clothing
changes accordingly. In folk culture, this is a strictly controlled
and legitimate rule. The girls’ clothes were mainly made of
flowers or winged sweaters, and the man’s garment was made
with the words like a spear, an eagle, and a rabbit horn. The
colors of the Kazakh national costume are the symbol of each
color. Color is self-destructive. It is important to know the color
of the traditional ritual of our people, as well as in all its elegance
and ornament, Each ornament reflects the unique nature of the
history of our people.

The composition of the carpet consists of a rather complex
rim — “Korshau” (literally - fence, curb), which is divided into
vertical and horizontal patterns in the form of curls. Vertical
rim on both sides is zoomorphic ornament, decorated one with
black on white, the other from white to black. The central field
consists of three central rhombuses, inside which are located
rosettes in the form of a zoomorphic pattern “koshkar muijiz”.
